The Council met pursuant to Proclamation of His Honor the Superintendent,
bearing date 22nd Septemher, 1866.

2Vfembers present--All, except Messrs. Bright, Hawkes, Reeves, and White.
_Election of Sloeaker.--The Clerk of Council acted as temporary Chairman.
Henry John Tancred, Esq., was elected Speaker of the Council.
Messrs. Stewart and Beswick were appointed a deputation to accompany the

Speaker to the Superintendent to obtain his confirmation of the Appointment.
The Deputation returned and conducted the Speaker to the Chair, signifying

the assent of His :Honor to the Appointment.
Appointment of Chaplain.--The Speaker notified to the Council that he had

appointed the Venerable the Dean of Christchurch to act as Chaplain to the Council.
The Chaplain read Prayers.
His Honor the Superintendent entered *he Council Chamber and delivered the

following address :--
" ]~/iR. SPEAKER AND GENTLE~IEN O~ ~HE PROVINCIAL COUNCIL,--

I regret that unavoidable circumstances have postponed your meeting to an
inconvenient season of the year.

The General Assembly was in session before the Provincial elections were com-
pleted, and it appeared to me advisable to delay calling you together until after the
rising of the Colonial Parliament.

The Council has derived from the late proceedings of the Assembly an instruc-
tive experience preliminary to its own labours, and is now able to measure with
some accuracy its financial resources for the year ending June, 1867.

The matters I have to lay before you this session, so far as I am at present ad-
vised, will embrace no novel propositions. I shall only request your attention to
very few legislative measures, beyond the granting of Ordinary Supplies, intending
shortly to summon you to a more protracted session, prompt administrative action
being at this season very much called for in various outlying portions of the Pro-
vince, particularly 9n the Goldfields ; on this, among other grounds, I am very desi-
rous that the present should be as brief a session as is consistent with a deliberate
consideration of emergent business.

It will be necessary to agree upon Resolutions suggesting Amendments by the
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General A’ssembly of the Waste Lands Regulations in the matter of Pre-emptive
Rights, and in some other less important l~articalars.

You will be requested to pass an Ordinance enabling the Provincial Govern-
ment to relieve the Road Boards of the management of main trunk roads.

The :Fencing Ordinance has been found to work imperfectly, and requires re-
modelling; and I shall request your sanction to a few other measures of general
interest, although of comparatively minor importance. ,

During the Session I trust to receive your sanction for the erection of bridges
over the Hurunui and Waitangi; one-half the cost in each cas~ being offered by the
adjoining provinces. Government is also contemplating the erection of bridges over
some other of the larger and more dangerous rivers intersecting the Southern Plains,
and probably you will be asked, on an early day, to authorise their construction.

With considerable reason the settlers of the south have complained, altering some
years past, of inattention to their demands for Public Works. I believe you will
concur in the propriety of at once, and in future, awarding to the Timaru District a
full proportion of the public revenues, Wifh your assent it is purposed to hand
over to the Municipal Council of Timaru the steam landing service and warehouses,
with all the boats, gear and appliances.

The presence in the Council of an increased number of Representatives. from the
Gold-fields is justly a subject for general congratulation, as being evidence of the
serious aesire of our fellow-subjects on the west Coast to contribute their valuable
assistance towards the government of the Province, an4 to.become permanently
identified with all its fortunes.

There w.ill be laid before you a plan for’enabling the settlers in Westland to
become purchasers of rural lands, and also R~gulations for the Sale of Lands within
the limits of the Towns in that District.

I shall req.uest you to confer upon me powers to expend considerable sums of
money in opening up the amazing resources of Westland, by means of various Public
Works throughout its Districts.

Among other measures, I shall invite your concurrence in a Bill forLeasing the
Coal-fields of the Grey to a Public Company, under conditions calculated to ensure
large commercial benefits to th9 Province.

During the recess an extension of the Western Telegraph from ttokitika to Grey-
mouth has been completed at a moderate cost, and I purpose taking authority for
some very desirable extensions in a southerly direction.

With regard to the condition of the Province generally, I am hopeful that, with
your assistance, Government will succeed in meeting all its present engagements,
and completing all those works which have been commenced. But at the same time
it cannot be concealed that the extraordinary drain upon our resources in favour of
the Northern Island has, during the last few years, very materially affected our
powers of sustaining large public expenditure in reproductive works.

Under these circumstances, it will be imperatively necessary to exercise the
most watchful precaution .against incurring financial embarrassments, and at the
same time employ ourselves in preparing plans for a more rapid progress when the
Southern Provinces have recovered from the comparative prostration into which
they have been thrown by their misalliance with the Northern Island.

I may be permitted to express a confident hope that,- by some fitting measure
of the General Legislature, the Middle Island will speedily be relieved from a pres-
sure which is not only unnece~ary, but unendurable.

Recent events in Hawke’s Bay, added to a dozen parallel facts, prove very con-
elusively that the Provincial Governments of the Northern Island, if let alone, and
relieved from the pressure of the Southern interference in Native affairs, are, with
their own resources, capable of reducing the Native population to a condition of
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usefulness and contented subjection ’to law and order. And, although somewhat
late in the day, tlm leac[ing men in:the Cbtony are beginning to confess that the in-
terference of Southern statesmen in Native matters is, and has been, a most fruitful
cause of embarrassment and expense to the North Island, while it has resulted in an
enormous injury to the Southern.Island:. In the certainty that henceforward the
people of t:he Middle IsIand .will not make any further sacrifices of their means to
sustain the expenses of’ meddling in matters naturMty the business of the Northern
Island ; ~nd further, taking into consideration the rapid increase of our population
and commerce, we are quite warranted in looking I%r a speedy restoration to chat
healthful financial condition formerly enjoyed by gh:e Province.

It iS the int:ention of Government ~o ask yoato sanction tl~e continued immi’
gration of single women only.

The anticipations of :Engineers, who have ’a~ various times reported upon the
River Waimakatiri, have been verified during the recent freshets,. I shall cause a
report of the state of the river, and an estimate ef the expense of protective works,
to be 1Md before you shortly.

I slmll have ~he gratification of forwarding for your information copious Re,
ports of’the scientifidtabours of the Provincial Geologist (Dr. tIaast) ; which Reports
are to b~~ accompanied by elaborate maps and illustrations.

The Tunnel of the Lyttelton :~nd Christchurch Railway is progressing favorably,
only about 2~5 y~,rds of the centre remaining to be exeeutedo I am advised that
the line from Lyttelton to the Selwyu will be ready for traffic within nine months
from tMS date. Als you are aware, the Railway is now workir~g regularly between
Ferrvmead and R011eston, a distance of about nineteen miles. It will be necessary
to take steps for providing Wharfage to serve shipping in conn~tion with the l~ailway
immediately .....

You will be glad to learn that my Government is in the enjoyment of a most
cordial understanding with the Governments of the adjoining Provinces of Nelson
and Otago, a condition of things highly conducive to the advancement of the Colony,
and which I shall take every care to preserve ; henceforth, let us hope that unprofit-
able jealousies will be displaced by a mutual desire to co-operate in the real work of
colonisation.

The pubI~e will j0in me in deeply regretting that our old and faithful friend
Mr. Selfe, after a long course of gratuitous services to the Province, as its agent in
London, has found it necessary to forward his resignation. The Province, I trust,
notwithstanding that Mr. Selfe has, to a great extent, discontinued his official rela-
tions with us, will, at the same time, retain a most grateful recollection of Mr.
Selfe’s labours, and enj0y the advantage of his continued friendship.

Gentlemen, I am confident that the very pleasant relations that have always
subsisted between the Superintendent and Provincial Council of Canterbury will be
continued in these times.

I trust it may be my privilege to see our united labours attended by profitable
results.

I now declare this Council open for the transaction of business."

The Cuuncil will give their best attention to any proposals for the bridging of
the principal rivers, including the Hurunui and the Waitaki, and will assent to any
vote proposed Icy your Honor for the purpose, if the necessities of the case, the
advantages derivable from such a course of action, and the welfare and true policy of
the Province should demand it.

The Council will be prepared to concur in any just measure h~ving for its
object the recognition of Southern claims in the adjustment and distribution of
I~evenue.

The Council approve of your ttonor’s proposal to hand over to the Municipal
Council of Timaru the Steam Landing Service at that Port.

The Council are pleased to welcome amongst them an increased number of
l~epresentatives from the Gold-fields, and anticipate considerable advantage from
their advice and assistance in legislating for that important district.

The Council are not yet in possession of all the information necessary to a perfect
knowledge of the state of the :Finances of the Province. They trust with your Honor
that the Government will successfully, and without embarrassment, carry out all
the Works at present in progress. And they will exercise a strict economy in the
appropriation of the Public Revenues, as a necessary precaution against financial
difficulties.

The Council regard the improved aspect of affairs in the Northern Island as
justifying the confident hope that the settlement of the Native question at no distant
day will remove all obstacles to the development of Middle Island resources, and thus
promote the furtherance of the true duty of the Provinces, the work of colonisation.

The Council are gratified to learn that the Tunnel is progressing so fast to
completion, and that the Line from Lyttelton to the Selwyn will be ready for traffic
within nine months.

Any proposal from your ttonor for providing Wharfage in Lyttelton for
Shipping in connection with the Railway, will receive that consideration which the
importance of the subject demands.

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The cordial understanding subsisting between your Honor’s Government and
that of the adjoining Provinces of this Island, is a subject for congratulation, and,
the Council trast, may lead to real co-operotion in all necessary measures for their
joint benefit and that of the Colony at large.

The Council join heartily with your Honor in deeply regretting that M:r. Selfe,
our old and faithful friend, as your Honor truly calls him, has found it necessary to
resign the ]~nglish Agency of this Province, which he has conducted with so much
zeal and ability for the last few years.

The Council beg to assure your Honor of their desire cordially to co-operate
with your Honor in giving effect to any measures conducive to the welfare and
prosperity of the Province, which your Honor may submit for their consideration."

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 15th :November.
I do not think there is any matter which renders it necessary for me to address you by this mail.

Mr. Marshman has been good enough to prepare the accounts of the various sinking funds of your Loans,
and will address the Treasurer on the subject. We have examined the accounts together, and they are
perfect]y accurate ; I need not therefore trouble the Treasurer with a separate letter on the subject.

The money market, as you will learn from every trustworthy source, is in a very unfavourable state
for the negotiation of Co]onlal Debentures. l~ew Zealand securities in particular are in bad odour--not,
if I may be allowed to say so, from any negligence on the part of any of those who represent here either
the Colony as a whole or the Provinces respectively--but from the uncertainty which prevails as to the
policy which will be adopted by the General Government. I cannot but think that the agitation for
separation of the :Northern and Middle Islands will tend to increase the distrust of capitalists, who look to
the security of the whole revenue of the Colony fi)r the payment of interest and principal of New
Zealand Loans. :But, indeed, with the rate of discount at S per cent., and Consols at 86~ (lower than
they have been for many years), it would be hopeless to expect money will be forthcoming from :English
capitalists for any :New Zealand purpose at present.

If I may be allowed to suggest, it might be worth while to ask the Crown Agents for the Colonies
if they would undertake the negotiation of Canterbury Debentures whenever a possibility of doing so
on reasonable terms arises.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 15th December. I was
sorry to hear that the original of my letter of the 26th August had not reached you : I believe the expla-
nation to be, that a clerk in the office here--since dismissed for dishonesty--had the letter given him to
post, and the money to buy stamps ; that he appropriated the money, and destroyed the letter. Copies
of the document enclosed in that letter have been forwarded to you.

I note that by the next mail it is intended that another instalment of the Lyttelton and Christ
church :Railway Debentures should arrive here. I regret to ]earn that in anticipation of their negotiation
so large an advance as £30,000 has been obtained against them from the Union :Bank of Australia. I

take it for granted that this st, ep was unavoidable ; but I need not observe that such a course, even with
the most liberal Bank, places the Provincial Government at a disadvantage as regards the negotiation of
the Debentures. Banks cannot be expected, and in justice to their own shareholders, ought not to lock
up their funds for an indefinite time ; and though you do not mention what the arrangement with the
Union Bank may have been, I take it for granted that they must have the ultimate right to dispose of
these securities for what they will fetch. The bank rate of discount for some time past has been 8 per
cent. ; and though a few days ago it was reduced to 7 per cent., and it is likely to be further reduced, yet
there are anticiTation~ among well-informed persons that by the end of the year it is not unlikely to be
higher than ever. This is merely an opinion, but the contingency is worth considering with reference to
the further negotiation of Provincial Debentures.

Tour Honor will not, I am sure, misunderstand me, if I take this opportunity of saying that I
should be glad to be relieved of the responsibility of taking part in these negotiations for the future.
While I remain of the opinion expressed in my letter of July last, that as regards the past, it would not
have been practicable for the most experienced Agent to have secured better terms for the Debentures
already disposed of in London than were obtained, I am quite sensible that I am not so well fitted as
many others to conduct larger, and possibly more delicate operations in ~uture. I am only in the City

once a week, unless in cases of special emergency ; I live still farther from it than formerly, and various
kinds of business are increasing the demands upon my time and attention, which as I grow older, I desire
rather should be lessened. While, therefore, I am very grateful for past tokens of confidence, and for the
proofs of appreciation of my endeavours to do my best for. Canterbury--which I have always received
from Superintendents, Councils, and peoplc--I Confess I should be glad to have less to do ; and these
money arrangements are just the part of my work which I should most wish to relinquish, because I
think they can be more assiduously and satisfactorily performed by others. As long as I remain English
Agent and Trustee for the various Sinking Funds it will be convenient that I should be from time to
time informed of what may be done with reference to future Loans effected through any other agent. The
Union Bank of Australia promptly forwarded to me the £625 (commission twice charged as error) 
which you refer, with interest at 5 per cent. from the date of such overcharge.

Mr. Marshman is good enough to undertake to answer for me the letters of the Provincial Trea-
surer, and will explain all money accounts.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 15th ;Ianuary last, No. 2,
1866, enclosing copy of an agreement entered into by your Honor, as Superintendent, wi~h the Manager
of the Union Bank of Australia at Christchurch, respecting the negotiation of the fifth instalment of the
Lyttetton and Christchurch Railway Loan Debentures to the amount of £50,000, at a reserve price
of 88.

The Union Bank of Australia lost no time in the matter. Immediately on the arrival of the advice
of the agreement, rid Marseilles, on the 16th instant, they applied to me to know whether I was of
opinion they might sell at 88, giving the purchasers the benefit of the current interest from the 1st of
January last. The agreement is silent on this subject, but, remembering the course adopted in this
respect in the negotiation of the last (~th) instalment of the same Debentures, I thought I should not 
wrongin expressing my belief that your Honor would not object to give the purchasers some little time
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for payment, and allow them also the current interest. The Union Bank have acted with great prompH-
rude. They informed me on Saturday last, the 2¢th, that they had sold the whole £50,000 at 88, p.ayable
on the 10th April, the buyer being allowed the benefit of the current eo~tlpon from the 1st January.

I think, under the circumstances, the bargain is a very good one for the Province, and I trust your
t{onor will be of the same opinion. Considering that the money is wanted to enable the Provincial Govern-
ment to fulfil an existing contract for Railway Works--she money borrowed from the Union Bank costs
you 10 per cent--that all Colonial securities are considerably depreciated, and that there is no present
expectation of their improvement--it would have been unwise to have waited in the hope of better terms.

I venture, however, to express the earnest hope that the contingency apparently contemplated in
the agreement with the Union Bank of Australia of an issue of other Canterbury Provincial Debentures,
to be placed in the market at a lower limit than 88, will never occur. Such a process appears to me to be
dangerous, ff not ruinous, to the credit of the Province ; and I can hardly think it would be quite fair to
the holders of the self-same Debentures issued at a higher price, whose property would be thereby un-
avoidably depreciated, not by the natural fluctuations of the market price so much as by the direct action
of the Government which is the borrower. For the sake of the Province itself, as well as in the interests
of the Bondholders, I trust that the proposed legislation to which your Honor refers, authorising a lower
limit to be placed on the price at which the Canterbury Loan Debentures may be sold, will in any easo
insist that that lower limit shall not be less than 90 net, and that ~he wh~le shall, if possible, be placed a~
once, so as to prevent the disadvantages of lowering the price by successive steps. Nothing can tend
more directly to prevent capitalists tendering for a portion of a Loan, than the prospect of other portions
of the same Loan being offered a year or two hence at a lower price.

The English money market is at present in an extraordinarily unsettled sta~e. The public are
beginning to discover the system of plunder pursued by Finance Companies, ruinous Mike to borrowers
and investors. The legitimate profits of both have been intercepted and appropriated by these comoran~
swindlers, and, panic having taken place of credulity, not only are " Provincial Agencies " themselves in
deserved ill repute, but the Loans and schemes launched under their auspices, many of them sound ia
themselves, are suffering under depreciation from distrust of those who have for their own benefit intro-
duced them to public notice. The inference I venture to draw from this state of things is that the Go-
vernment of Canterbury shoNd continue to entrust the negotiation of Loans to well-known old established
Agencies, whose primary object will be the interest of their clients and not their own profit.

I beg with great respect to place in your tIonor’s hands my resignation of the office of
English Agent for Canterbury.

Under any circumstances I could not view without regret the termination of my ottlelal connexion
with the Province in whose fortunes I have felt for fifteen years so deep an interest. It is especially
painful to me to be forced to the eonehsion that I have no alternative bat to retire from a post which I
can no longer fill with any feelings of satisfaction and self-respect.

By your Honor’s despatch of the 13th February last, I am for t/~e ?~rst time made aware of the
arrangement entered into in 1)eeem3er last between the Provincial Secretary and the Bank of New
Zealand, by which the Bank are bound to make advances to the Provincial Government to the extent of
£100,000. If the advances so made are not reduced to £50,000 by the end of 1V[ay (and your Honor
informs me that you cannot expect to reduce the amount below that sum), the Bank have the option of
demanding from the Government an order on me for a sum which will reduce the amount to £25,000.
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A similar option is given to the Bank in respect of any balance beyond £10,000 remaining unpaid
on the 30th September. In the event which has happened, viz. :--the failure to reduce the amount
advanced by proceeds of land sales--the security upon which the Government are obtaining these advances
is the uns(~ld Debentures of the Canterbury Loan, 1862, now in my possession. I am, it appears, liable to
be called on to accept large drafts of an uncertain amount on behalf of the Government ; and these
drafts are to be provided for by the sale of Debentures--at 90 if possible---if not at 85, and ultimately, if
need be, at some further indefinite "lower rate."

I beg leave at once, firmly but respectfully, to decline taking any pal t whatever in the proposed
arrangement. I have over and over again--perhaps with tedious iteration--pressed upon the Provincial
Government the inexpediency of borrowing money on the security of unsold Debentures. Such a course
tends infallibly to the steady and ruinous depreciation of their value, and as a necessary consequence to the
destruction of the credit of the borrowers. F, xamples near at hand have not been wanting to give this
warning.

It was the enormous advances made by this same Bank of New Zealand to the General Govern-
ment which obliged the Bank to force into the market the Debentures for the first million of the Three
Million Loan. It was the knowledge that these ~nust be sold which made them unsaleable above 80.
Similar results have followed--similar financial operations in the Provinces south of Canterbury, and, nee
JDeus interset, a similar result will follow of necessity similar dealings with Canterbury securities. How,
for example, can any one connected with the Bank of New ZeaIand who knows the substance of the
agreement of December, or any one who may ]earn from your published accounts of expenditure how
large the overdraft at the Bank is, and who draws the true inference that the overdraft is to be repaid by
the future sale of Debentures--how can he be expected to tender for them at 90, when he may be totally
certain they will be next year at 85--perhaps 80--or possibly even 75 ?

To spend money beforehand, in reliance upon a mere statutory borrowing power, till the would-be
borrower is sure that the power can be exercised on reasonable terms, seems to me to be dangerous
improvidence for the borrower himself. But I fear it is more than this, and it will be so regarded. It is
not fair to existing creditors that their securities should be deteriorated in value by the direct action of
the Government to whom they have lent their money. They cannot, it is true, insist that a Government
shall in no case sell similar securities to those of which they are the holders at a lower price than they
themselves gave ; they must take their chance of the natural fall (or rise) of price in the market. But
I think they have a right to expect that the Government should not take a course which renders this
depreciation inevitable.

I trust your Honor will permit me to add that I am not insensible to the great difficulties with
which the Provincial Government have had to contend; the incessant demands upon the e~hausted
Treasury by private members for every kind of expenditure, of which every Order of the Day and every
debate in the Provincial Council furnishes proof; the general clamour may, I say, for West Coast Roads,
which have entailed such a large outlay, and which were felt to be desirable for the interests of the
Province ; all these must have been very trying to the guardians of the public purse. They, I am sure,
have been actuated by a sense of public duty, both when they resisted these demands, and when they
gave effect to them : and I do not presume to reproach any one on the spot, who is of opinion that the
expenditure in question was of such vital importance to the Province as to be a necessity overpowering
the risk attaching to the course which has been pursued. It may be, had I been myself in the (~olony, 
might have voted for incurring the risk. At the same time you will, I trust, forgive those friends of the
Province who, with an equally sincere desire with yourself for its permanent interests, hold it to be an
obligation paramount to all other considerations whatever, and adherence to which will best subserve your
interests, to guard with jealous care the credit and good name of Canterbury, which, I consider, are
imperilled by the arrangement made with the Bank of New Zealand. And this brings me to the most
painful part of this letter, and to the mention of the fact which, if I had any doubt on other points,
would have compelled me to resign the ]~nghsh Agency.

This arrangement with the Bank of New Zealand made in December, was not communicated to me
by the mail which left Canterbury in January. I should be glad to believe, if possible, that the omission
was unintentional, though there is nothing in your Honor’s despatch of February to encourage that beliefi
The delay might in itself have been immaterial, had it not been that in January the Provincial Govern-
ment made the arrangement with the Union Bank of Australia for an advance of £30,000 in anticipation



of the sale of £50,000--fifth instalment of the Railway Loan at a minimum of 88. This last-mentloned
Contract I was at once advised of by the January mail, though it was not a matter on which it wa~
contemplated that I should have to take any action. How then was it possible I could imagine that a
previous Contract had been entered into on a larger scale with another Bank of which I had no informao.
tion, though it was one in which I must necessarily have been called on to act hereafter ? Now, it appears
had the Union Bank of Australia any such information--though I think they were fairly entitled to it a~
materially affecting the value of the securities they were instructed to dispose of.

What have been the consequences of this reticence or omission on the part of the Provincial
Government, the correspondence between the Seeretary of the Union Bank of Australia and myself,
copies of which I forwarded to your Honor by last mail will have already partially shown you.

Naturally enough the Secretary asked me to tell him what I knew of the chances of other Canter-
bury Debentures being brought out by the Bank of New Zealand. In ignorance of the truth, and in
perfect good faith, I told him there was none that I knew of; and in reliance on this assurance, properly
communicated by the Bank to the intending purchaser of the £50,000 Railway Debentures, he made, and
the Bank accepted his tender for the whole amount at 88. I have thus been placed in the false and
painful position of unconsciously misleading both the Bank and the Capitalist who invested his money in
your securities.

I have the best means of knowing that he repents of his bargain, and that he would not have
completed it had my answer been in accordance with fkcts.

Feeling this to be a matter affecting my personal honor, I considered myself bound at once to
write to the Secretary of the Union Bank of Australia. I enclose copy of my note, April 12, as a sup-
plement to the correspondence enclosed last mail. I cannot blame myself for any inconvenience which
may follow this necessary act of self-justification.

If any such arise, they are due in the first instance to the arrangement made with the Bank of
New Zealand ; and next, mainly to my not having been made aware of that arrangement.

I therefore reluctantly, but unhesitatingly, resign the office of English Agent for Canterbury.
1. Because I cannot but think these financial operations dangerous to the credit of the Province.
2. Because I consider them unjust to its existing creditors.
3. Because I can no longer feel that I have had the confidence of the Government, and can no

longer give them mine.
I have no power (under the third English Agent’s Ordinance) to appoint my successor. I await

your directions in that respect ; and I request you will have the goodness to inform me to whom you wish
the £800,000 Debentures to be handed over.

I shall ever retain a grateful sense of the repeated acts of kindness I have received from the
Province at large, from each successive Superintendent, and from the many in Canterbury whom I have
learnt to regard as friends, though we have never met in person.

I have the honour to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 13th l%bruary, enclosing
copy of correspondence between the Provincial Secretary and the Bank of l~ew Zealand in December last.
I have addressed your Honor in a separate despatch on the subject of that correspondence, and have state(l
the course which I have felt compelled to adopt in consequence of my being now made aware of the
financial arrangements contemplated by the Government.

25
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By the instructions now received, I note that the selling price of the Debentures of the Canterbury
Loan, 1862, is lowered to 90. ~/our Honor may rely upon it that if any opportunity exists of disposing
of them at that price, it shall be embraced. It is a reasonable fair p~ice, and I should be sorry to see
them offered at a lower figure. With p~tience and firmness~ t think they may hereafter command 90or
nearly 90, almost ff not quite as easily as 85. If the, notion once gets abroad that they must be sold far
what they will fetch, I do not think they would reatise above 80.

I sympathise with your Honor~s Government in the disappointment felt at the objections raised:to
the sale of Town and Rural Land in Westland. I remember too vividly the difficulties in which the
Canterbury Association were involved in 18504:by-expenses incurred in~ anticipation of land sales, not to
feel how precarious and unsatisfactory such a source of revenue is; and more recentexperience, in the
scheme for selling’ Waika~o lands to recoup an expenditure of a million or more in acquiring them,
shows how dangerous it is to plunge into expenditure in reliance upon plans which require the consent of
others for t;heir realisation. I trust, however, the sales in Westland are delayed only--not indefinitely
postponed--and that the proceeds:may repay the Treasury some of the heavy~ outlay in connection with the
gold-fields..

Your Honor gave me no instrt~etions, in your letter~ of :January, on the subject of the balance of
the proceeds of the fifth instalment of the Lyttelton and Christchurch Railway Loan. I encl~ise corres-
pondence which hii~:passed on the subject, which will explain :what has been.done in the matter. It would
not have been worth while, I thought, to send out the balance to Christchurch. It will now.be available
for. the necessary payments on the, 80th June without our availing ourselves~of the intended credit in
favor of ~¢Ir. ]~Iarshman and myself, which the Treasurer advises me will be made f0~.these purposes by the
next mail. I have written to the Treasurer:accordingly.

I have ~he honor to acknowledge ~he receipt of your letter of the 15th ]YIarch.

The extraordinary state of the ]English money market since I wrote last month, which you will
"learn in detail from the newspapers, will ~emonstrate without any remarks from me how true your anticl.
pations are as to the impossibility of selling Canterbury Debentures for the present at any price. While,
therefore, I fully appreciate your desire that the Province should be placed in funds at as early a date as
possible, I am sure you will realize the necessity of placing no dependence on the prospect of receiving
any money whatever from ]England for some time to come. I earnestly hope that the sale of Waste
Lands contemplated on the West Coast may enable your Honor to meet the demands of the Bank of
New Zealand, without resorting to any financial arrangements here~ involving either the forced sale or
hypothecation of the Debentures now in my possession.
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The Credit 1V[obiller have been compelled by heavy pressure upon their resources to sell £300,000
of l~ew Zealand General Government Five per Cent. Bonds at 60, or a discount of 40 per cent., and from
what I can learn iris by no means improbable they will:.be glad to sell the remaining portion of the same
stock still in their hands at the same, or even a lower figure.

So far as the pecuniary needs of the Province are concerned, it is therefore cause for satisfaction
that thefifth instalment of the Railway Loan was disposed of by the Union Bank of Australia at 88. I
regret, however, that I cannot withdraw or modify the remarks I/felt bound to make in my last letter
when placing my resignation of the office’ of English Agent in your Honor’s hands.

I am glad to find that the course $ had pursued, with 1Vfr. !V[arshman’s concurrence, as to the
disposal Of the surplus of the proceeds of these £50,000 Railway Debentures is precisely that which your
Honor, in your letter now under reply, instructs me to take, viz., "to retain here such sums as may be
required to meet Sinking Fund, or such other liabilities of the Provincial Government as may have been
incurred, or are shortly to be incurred." " The heaviest of these liabilities are of course interest, which will
become payable on the various Loans on the 80th of June. I have written to the Provincial Treasurer on
the subject ; but it may be convenient thatI should re-state to your Honor the fi~ures and calculations
apple, cable to this matter.

The Union Bank of Australia have -had on deposit for us since the 20th April £12,812 10s., bearing
interest at the rate allowed by leading London ~Banks. This £12,812 10s. is the residue of the proceeds
of the £50,000 Railway Loan, fifth instalment received by the Union. Bank of Australia last month, after
payment to them ofthelr advances of £30,000 interest thereon and charges.

You willhave, no doubt, received from the Union Bank of Australia (Christchurch branch) 
exact account of this transaction.

Out of this £12,812 t0s. the liabilities shortly to be incurred here are, in round numbers, as
follows :--

Your Honor will observe that this calculation does not include Sinkibg ,~Fiind. This will show
there is no residue worth remitting from this source.

On the other hand, it will be satisfactory, I hope, to your Honor, to learn from" these figures that
as I:have sta~tect to the Pr0vinclal Treast~rer, that there will be no necessity for us to avail ourselves of the
credit which your Honor informs me will be opened in our favour by the next mail to meet the charges
enumerated.

Though you wilI receive nothing from Engl~d, therewill be no drafts upon the Treasurer from
this side for the next (say) four months. We must hope that by that time things will have mended, both
as regards the English 1Vfoney Market ’and the Provincial Exchequer:

I enclose a copy of Mr. Westgarth’s circular of the 15th instant, which will probably be no~
without interest to yourself and your advisers.

It explains, I think, why Provincial Securities (those of Canterbury in particular) have not, 
yet, apparently shared to any great extent in the depreciation of Colonial Stocks generally, and taken
in connection with the facts I have stated as to the dealings of the Credit Foncier and Mobilier with the
One ~illion Loan, it seems to me to raise a question whether the guarantee of the General Government
for all the Provincial loans would not be rather a bane than benefit to Canterbury.

I have been duly advised by the Provincial Treasurer of the credit opened by him on that day in favor of
:Mr. ]Ylarshman and myself,at the Bank of New Zealand, for the sum of twelve thousand pounds.

1VIy previous letters have informed your Honor that it will not be necessary for us to operate on
this credit ; the surplus praceeds of the fifth instalment of the Railway Loan, negotiated by the Union
Bank of Australia in March last, at 88, being sufficient to meet all the payments for which the credit of
£12,000 was intended to provide.

Mr. Marshman will furnish your Honor or the Treasurer with a detailed account of the appro-
prlation of this surplus.

I note the decision of your Honor’s Government, that the Sinking Fund of the various Loans shall
in future be payable on the 81st December in each year.

I congratulate your Honor on the completion of the West Coast Road, andI trust that the advan-
tages resulting from the increased facilities of communication with the Gold Fields District will repay the
Province for the necessarily heavy outlay upon the road. I trust your hopes of diminishing the large
overdraft at the Bank may be speedily realized.

Though the rate of discount at the Bank of England still remains at 10 per cent., there is a
prospect of its early reduction ; and I trust it may not be long before the state of the money market here
may enable your Agents to negotiate Canterbury Debentures at no lower price than that at which the last
parcel was disposed of. I earnestly hope that, for the reasons already stated, your Honor’s Government
will not be under the necessity of selling any Debentures below the minimum of 88. If anything occurs
which seems to me worth noticing, I will write a few lines by the mail via Panama on the 2nd July.

As I shall leave London on that day for five weeks, it is possible I may not address your Honor by
the mail of the 26th July.

I have the ]]ono.r to acknowledge the receipt, v~ l~arseflles, of Mr. Stewart’s letter of 18th

August, and also, rid Panama, on the 29th ultimo, of 1VIr. Tancred’s letter of the 5th September.
The duplicate copy of your Honor’s Letter of the 20th July (No. 2~) also reached me rid South-

ampton, on the 20th October.
The original of this last-mentioned letter has never come to hand.
I do not think there is anything in these letters which calls for observation or action on my part.

I note with satisfaction the expressed determination of your Honor not to dispose of the Canterbury
Loan Debentures under 90. This resolution would deprive any previous purchasers of your securities of
any ground of complaint, either real or supposed, that your securities bad been depreciated in value by the
voluntary action of your Government. Such complaints are made, and I think not without reason, of the
Queensland Government for issuing their Debentures at 85, when only eighteen months ago they were
selling at par. Your Honor will remember that the Trustees of the Sinking Fund of your Loans were
compelled by the vote of the Provincial Council to invest in iustralil"an [Securities against their own
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expressed opinion, and although we are not likely to suffer ultlmate]y, inasmudJ as the purchase was for
investment for many years, and the Debentures must some time or other be paid off at par, their presen~
depreciation prevents us from altering the security if such a course were on any grounds thought ad-
visable.

The sucoass of the Panama Line of Steamers, and also of the TelegTaphlc Communication between
the North and South Islands, are ma~ters for hearty congratulation. I trust they will tend to preserve
the unity of ~he Colony, ff it can exist with justice to the interests of its several Provinces, and of Canter-
bury ip particular ; for it is certain that any successful movement towards separation wo tdd be received
by the English creditor of the Colony with distrust and dissatisfac/~ion.

I rejoice at the favourable reports of ~he "Bombay," both.as cegards the emigrants themselves and
the ~aaaagemen~ on board ship. If they had been recklessly or carelessly selected no management could
have prevented, though ~ migh~ have mitigated, the evils which would have resulted from such neglect.
And any unprejudiced person must, I ~hink, admit that under the very same system, and carried out by
the very same Agent, it is impossible to imagine that the unfortunate irregularities which existed among a
small portion of the passengers by the :’ John Temperly," bu~ which were wholly absent in the case of the
" Bombay," were due either ta~the system or to the Agent. They were due, I submit, to the presence of

very few disorderly characters whom no amounb of care could have altogether excluded. I note that I
may expect to hear by the next mail that a credit has been opened to provide for the payments of the
Sinking Fund due on the 31st December. Though I have ceased to be Agent for the Province, I hope
your Honor will make use of me in any way ia which it ever occurs to you and can be of service to Can-
terbury.

The Treasurer will advise you by this mail that he has forwarded a letter of credit for -~12,000, of
which -~8000 is to mee~ the ~nterest on the ~hree Loans, and £~000 for the general expenses o£ the]~ngllsh
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Agency. He wi]] also inform you tl~t the Government have decided that the Sinking Fund of the
several Loans w;ll i~ fut-ar~ be paid yearly on the 31st December.

The unfavQnrable state of the money, market, as daseribed in youv:tetbr, especially the distrust of
capitalists ta invest in New Zealand securities, consequent upon the uncertainty of the policy to be

adopted by the Gene,’al Government, gives me great concern, for, notwithstanding that the large sum of
£22~732 has been paid into the Treasury from the Land Sales of the past month, the overdraft at the
Bank has steadily incre~ed.

The West Coast" Road is now completed, and ~he large: payments which, we have had to make

for that useful work will cease, and I trust that we have now reached the limit of our liability to the
Bank:

Since ~ last wroteIhavo visited the WestCoast Gold-fields, accompanied by the Provincial
Secrefary and the Secretary for Public Works. We were much gratified at the satisfactory state of the
road, and the energy and engineering skill that has been displayed’in overcoming the many difficulties
whichhad to be encountered in :its Construction.

The distance by the road from Christchurch to Hokitika is abo~t I60 miles, and the coach by

which we travelled did the distance in about thirty-six hours.

I was very favorably impressed with the great progress made by the digging communist in Build-
hag towns, and in assisting their gold-seeking labours by building large water-races and extensively
importing steam machinery ; these facts, together wi~h wha~ I was able to gather from personal observation,
convince me that the Canterbury Gold-field is only in iLs infancy, and that we may reasonably expect a
continued increase in ~he export of gold 2or many years to come.

I tllank you for the suggestioo that ;4 might be worth while to ask the Crown Agents for the
Colon;es if they weald undertake the ~egofiatio~ of Canterbury Debentures, and I will conault with my
Government as ~othe advisability of doing so.

and yea would have been informed of the necessity which existed for obtaining an advance from tha~
Bank, on account of the heavy on’day Which’ had Been incurred on the West Coast Road, and other large
works.

I note that you wish to be released of the responsibility of taking par~ in the negotiation of Pro.
vindal Debentures for the future, and I quite understand, and cordially sympathise with your reasons for
so doing. ]Ry successor in office will shortly be appointed, as the writs have come down, and I will leave



it in the hands of his Government, before whose notice I shall not fall to see that the subject is brought
to carry out your wishes in this matter.

The Treasurer will forward to you by this marl a statement shewing the indebtedness of the
Province, and the mode of investment of the proceeds of the differen~ Loans, Sinking ~mds, &c.

The Contract for the first portion of the Great Southern l~ilway, about 13 miles, is now nearly
completed, and the Government have decided to carry on the line at once as "far as the south side of the
:River Selwyn.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 24th :February, No. 15,

the consideration of which was, as you are aware, deferred until the election and instalment in office of
the new Superintendent,

Your remarks concerning the arrangement made with tt/e Union Bank of Australia for the
advance of £30,000 against the fifth instalment of Lyttelton and Christchurch Railway Loan Debentures
have received the attention of present as well as that of the late Government, and while quite acknowledg-
ing the justice of ~your observation that such a course as obtaining an advance from the Bank under
hypothecation of Debentures cannot but place us at a disadvantage, I am yet compelled to say that the
step in this instance was unavoidable ; and I am gratified to find that no serious injury to the public
service resulted in the negotiation of the securities referred to.

I now approach that portion of your letter which advises me of your desire to be relieved of the
responsibility of taking part in the negotiations for the sale of our Debentures. That request has received
immediate attention at my hands ; and with the ~ew to immediately relieving you of the duties attached
to the office, I have appointed the Bank of New Zealand as the Agent of the Province for the purpose of
floating the Debentures of the Canterbury Loan forwarded to you, if not sold at the minimum fixed by
Government, viz., 90. I have desired that establishment to apply to you for delivery of the securities,
and you are hereby requested and authorised to hand them over to the Bank. I have also desired them
to inform you of any negotiations which may be made for their purchase, and to attend to any suggestions
which you, in your discretion as Agent for the Province, may think proper to make. And I ~ke this
opportunity of expressing to you, on the part of the Province, the deep sense of obligation which I
entertain for the services which you have hitherto so freely rendered to the Province--services whiehI am
assured will never be forgotten by the peope of Canterbury.

the fact that your determination was caused by the non.advic~ by the Government of the arrangement
entered into with the Bank of New Zealand in December last. It appears .that the omission to advise
by the mail fallawing the completion of the arrangement arose, I need hardly say, from no intentional
neglect on the part of the @overnment : of that the strongest assurances~ are forthcoming :ff they are
needful, but the Government feel they would be wanting to their own dignity, if they, for one moment,
considered it necessary to disprove suckan imputation of intentional aeglect as is co~atained in your
letter under reply.

Copies of your letters have been laid before Mr. Realey, Mr. Jollie, and mr. Hall with-the view of
obtaining any explanatians they may afford as to the circumstances under which the immediate advice to
you of the arrangement was postponed till the follow,Sag mail, on. receipt of which the Government will
forward copies to yourself.

& message which I have forwarded to you by the Red Sea Telegraph, will inform you of the fact of
my having most unfortunately omitted to post, in time for the last Panama mail, a letter to you which I
had taken with me to Wellington on my way to Westland for that purpose. The telegram informs you
of the purport of that letter, which was in reply to yours informing the late Superintendent of your desire
to be relieved of the financial business connected with the negotiation of the Provincial Loans, and which
letter stated that, in compliance with your request, the Government had handed over their Agency in
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respect of those Debentures to the Bank of :New Zealand, and requested you accordingly to be good
enough to hand over the Debentures in your charge to tha~ Bank. A duplicate of the letter I refer to has
been forwarded by the Suez mail on the 17th instant, and a triplicate goes by this opportunity by
~a~lama.

I need not say how much I regret my inadvertence in not having posted the original as above
stated. The time of my stay in Wellington was limited:to an hour and a half. The whole of that time was
passed in an inZerview with Mr. S£afford; and it was only by great exertion that I was enabled to catch
the steamer going to Hokitika.

At Nelson I endeavoured to induce, by the offer of a considerable gratuity, a steamer lying in
harbour to take the letter to Wellington, but without effect.

£ now p~s.~ to the more recent determination on your part ~o resign the o/6ce of English Agen~ for
the Province ; a determination of which I learn with the greatest concern, and with regard to which I can
only confirm the terms of Mr. Secretary Stewart’s letter written in my absence, and forwarded by Suez.
The arrangement entered into with the Bank of New Zealand, under which the handing to them of
Debentures in your hands has become advisable, is one which has been rendered necessary both in
retrospective and prospective view of our financial position, and by the further reason of your resignation,
dud the limit fixed upon their sale is 91}.

You
will have, no doubt, heard of the terrible financial difficulties which have overtaken the Colony of
Queensland ; they may not be without their warning to us, not to push our credit too far.

I was,~p~evented by anaccident, whlda fortunately was not so bad as it might have been,
from wrlting last month. I am glad to say I have quite recovered from it.

The information given as to the Labour Market in the newspapers of both July and August is
much more full and intelligible than it had formerly been. I notice that it is supplied by the Immigation
Officer, and am glad this plan has been adopted. Nobody else can, in the nature of things, be so well
i~formed on the subject:. I~ is no doubt difficult to describe it so as to convey tea stranger an accurate
impression of the reality. Thus, while the Government is obliged to employ men on relief works at 5s. a
day--60 is the number said to be employed in July--immigrants from this country are engaged readily
~rb th~ old rates: of wages; and I see also in the newspapers by the present mail that some contractors for
works in ~hrist~chnrch complain that they cannot get men except at extravagant rates, and that con-
t~ac~s taken o~tJae assumption of the old rates--7s, and 8s. a day--cannot be carried ,on except at a
considerable loss. This difficulty,, supposing it to exist in the degree which the statement would seem to
imply, will, I have no doubt~, be temporary only, but it shows how difficult it is to adapt supply to demand,
or to convey an accurate impression of the relation of one to the other.

I ampleased to learn from your letter of the 15th August, that the people by the "Indian Empire"
were taken np readily, and that the ship made the voyage withou~ a single death. The arrival of Immi-
grants, though in small.numbers audat ,considerable intervals, when it is known ~tha~ they are coming,
Ires the effect in a greater degree than is really due to their numbers of giving confidence to~ employers,
and of checking tim dispesi~ou fo demand exhorbitant wages by the workmen. True that the workman
is.always entitled to ask for as high a rate of wages as the employer can afford to him, bu~ ff he believes
tha~ the employer is in his power the demand: does ,no~ always stop there.

The Immigration Comissioner~ say that some of the Immigrants by the "Indian Empire " appear
t~ have refused on one or more occasions to attend to the directions of the Surgeon as to cleaning their
berths, an~ that the Surgeon and Master appear to have imperfectly understood their instructions, and
hence the diillculty of enforcing discipline ; and they recommended that the Emigration Agent should, at
themustor onb0avdthe ~hip, address the’Emigrants on these points. I really do not know what can be
done to preveng these little difficulties beyond what is now done. The instructions issued to the Surgeon
and the Captain on behalf of the Government are as plain and fullas I know how to make them. Nobody
of ordinary intelligence could, I imagine, fail to understand them if he read them carefully ; and then as
to ~he authority vested in those Officers thatis defined by the " Passengers Act." No regulations by the
Government could ~eonfer on either of them any power beyond that provided by the Statute. A copy
of the " Passengers _&et" is given always to both the Surgeon and the Captain : they are requested to
read through carefully these and all other papers that are given to them, and to ask for any e~planation or
additional information which they might desire to have, and I always enquire whether they have done
this, and whether they dearly understood the papers. Possibly the Commissioners may not be aware of
this practice. Very much depends on the tact and management employed, and a deficiency of this
c~nnot be supplied by any kind or quantity of instructions. If, for example, the people in the "Indian
Empire" refused to clean their place out in the morning, the best thing the Captain could do was to order
the cook not to serve breakfast to anybody in that part of the ship until this had been done to the
Surgeon’s satisfaction. The people would in that case soon have settled the matter for themselves by a
pressure on the obstinate few who kept the majority without their breakfast. The Captain would be
fully warranted in doing this ; and if any of them complained of it, or proceeded against him at the end
of the voyage, any Court in Christendom would justify such a course. But one cannot put such a sugges-
tion as this into a formal code of instructions ; like other contingencies, it must be left for the officer in
charge to deal with. As to the informing the emigrants of their duties, and of the powers of control
vested ha the Surgeon and Captain, ~his also is done by printed :Regulations posted in every eomtqartment
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the Government
to intend ; what
been done.

of the ship, spare copies being given for replacing any that might be destroyed, and I could add nothing
to them verbally : the plan, I imagine, more adal~ed t(~ inform the laco01e on these matters than any
address or exhortation that I could give them. If what they read or see continualIy is disregarded, I am
afraid that more respect woutd not be paid to what they had heard a long time ago. It is impossible to
prevent entirely the i~s~ihil~ of these little complaints cropping up occasionally, fortunately they occur
but very seldom.

I infer from your letter of the 15th of August that certain instructions therein referred to were
not intended to mean what I thought they meant. It is remarked that I "enter into a long argument ia
one part of the letter, and quite ignore the context." This is hardly the case, the context referred to was
not overlooked, but it seemed not to affect the explicit direction that followed, and which was conveyed as
it seemed to me in terms more than usually imperative. My excuse for going into the question involved,
at what seems to have been considered an unnecessary length, must be that I wished to explain clearly ta

the difficulty, or rather the impossibility, of doing that which their ~strnctions appeared
is however of more importance is that the Government approve generally of what has

I hope no material loss will result from the defect in the form of Immlgrants’ Bills, d~sclosed in the
case of the Provincial Treasurer v, Watson. It by no means follows that because a technical ground is
supplied tot repudiating a liability that everybody will be dishonest enough to avail himself of it. Does
the contract between the parties to the bill, and the Government on which the bill is founded, not of
itself constitute a ground of claim against them, irrespective of the bill itself? Perhaps no¢. The poin~
does not seem to have been raised, and it may be that it could: not have been raised in an action to be
brought on the contract ? It seems worth considering. Mr. Watsen’s reasons for repudiating the e2alm
and resorting to a technicality to defeat it, have, ff the statements in a letter which he has addressed ta
one of the newspapers are true, very considerable force. He is entitled to complain of his bill having bee~
used without his concurrence for the passages of some other persons than those he had nominated. The
contract on which the bill is founded limits the application of it to a specified purpose, if not in law, at
least in equity and intention. Taking l~Ir. Watson’s story to be true, I am not surprised at what

¯ he did.
The "~¢Iermaid" will arrive almost as soon as you receive the advice of her having sailed. She Ief¢

last month, three days after the mail, but my former letters announced the intention of despatching her
about that time. The next ship will be the "Victory," to sail the 13th of December. The "Himalaya ’*
sails about the end of this month. ]g_r. Hamilton Ward introduced several families; sixteen or eighteen
persons who were accepted for assisted passages, and as they were known to him, and will probably enter
into his employ (or some of them) in Canterbury, he requested that they might have passages in this ship
with him, which I have arranged to give.

I enclosed in a letter sent by the Southampton par~ of this month’s mail, copies ~of bills for
encaustic tiles, lYIolr and Co. ; stained glass, L~vers and Barraud; and curtains, Jones and Willis, tm
replace invoices that had been mislaid. 1VIessrs Har~ and Son told me a few clays ago that the foreman
who had charge of the making of the hot-water apparatus was in the country, and on his return they
would try to prepere some plan which would assist in fixing it, but they doubted whether they would be
able to supply a complete one. The apparatus was executed to a "plan" given by ~Ir. ]~Iountfort, and
this showed the details so fully that explanation of them either by further plans, or written particulars, was
not considered necessary.

]~nclosed are the office cash accounts for the quarter ending ,~0th September, and copies of the
accounts of the several Sinking Funds to date. ~Ir. Selfe has alluded to them in his letter of this date.

Mr. Street, 30, Cornhill, is endeavouring to get the back volumes of the "Spectator." It is not to
be got from a bookseller, like periodicals which are bound half-yearly, and the only chance of get,~ing it at
all is from somebody who happened to have it and is desirous of selling it.

The news by this mail is full of interest : Canterbury is occupied by the West Coast diggings, and
the way to get to them. The General Assembly with Native Questions, Provincial Loans, &c.- as to the
latter a project for adopting or guaranteeing them would no doubt be welcomed by b~pt provinces, or
those likely to become so ; but no project of this nature that could be devised would operate otherwise
than prejudicially upon the others, Canterbury amongst them.

have the honor to acknowledge the~ receipt of your Despatches, Nos. 24 and 25, 1865,

with copies of the very satisfactory Repor~ of the ship "Tudor." List of births and deaths equally satis-
factory, and extracts from the diary of the Surgeon Superintendent. I quite concur in the propriety of
the two or three suggestions made by Dr. M’Donald.

I have sent the book gf the " Victory," which sailed on the 16th instant, to the Immigration
Officer as usual.

The offer of free passages to single women appears to be accepted largely by people for their friends
on this side, especially in Ireland. I think of the fifty or sixty nominations of single women received this
month, two~thirds arc from the counties Clare, Rosscommon, and Tipperary. l~y impression, founded on
what has been said at different times, was that the Government preferred not to have this class of people

at any price. The next emigrant ship will sail on the 28th of February.
I enclose copy of a letter from the Bank of New Zealand, advising remittance to the Colony of

£21,654 7s. 3d., the balance after retaining £13,000 to meet Interest and Sinking ]~und, due 31st instant,
of £34,000 received by them on deposit in July last ; a further account of the appropriation of the £13,000
will be sent probably by next month’s mail. This remittance has been made pursuant to the Provincial
Treasurer’s letter to Mr. Seffe of the 14th October ; I do not know whether Mr. Selfe is writing now to
the Treasurer on the subject ; and in case he should not do so, will you be good enough to communicate
these particulars to him. With this letter are copies of the Interest Account furnished by the Bank in
respect of this amount, and of the statement of charges incident to the stamping of the bonds or so many
of them as have been stamped for the £50,000 sold in Canterbury two years ago. The Inland Revenue
has, it will be observed, ezacted a fine of £10 for the omission to get them stamped within the prescribed
time--{.e, the difference between £600 paid to them on the 4th of January, and £590 returned by them
on the 30th : then they require in respect of every bond put in that the penalty of £10 each should be
deposited, and after they have been stamped they return it in full. This may seem an unnecessarily
complicated arrangement, but they will not do it in any other way.

I was, several months ago, directed to get patterns of clothing and other articles in use in the best
managed English Lunatic Asylum, for the use of the Asylum at Canterbury. The Secretary of the
Lunacy Commissioners, Mr. Spring Rice, advised me to consult Dr. Campbell, the Superintendent of the
Essex County Asyhun at Brentwood. I have done so, and Dr. Campbell has kindly undertaken to get
together what has been asked for. I mention this now lest it should be supposed that the matter had
been forgotten.

I hope to hear next month that the Weld i~inistry have been reinstated. Their policy may, for
anything we know, be open to question in respect of some of its details, but there can be no doubt that
broadly and in principle it is sound.

The first thing to be done is to bring current expenditure within current income, and until this is

done, and in a way too which promises to be permanent, the name of New Zealand and its credit will
continue to be where it is now--~owherei It is indeed to be regretted that the collective wisdom of the
country is not wise enough and honest enough to see this.

The report of the voyage of the "Blue Jacket" is less agreeable than have been those of recent
ships. The aggregate of illness among the passengers appears large, judging from the number of cases
reported by the Surgeon, but considering that but one death occurred (exclusive of two children from
organic disease), it would seem to have been of a mild type.

I will take care that the limit setto the expenditure on Emigration between .now and the end of
;lune next is not exceeded. The offer of free passages t~ single women has induced a somewhat increased
number of applications, but much lessso than might have been expected--I mean than raight have been

expected by some one not aware of the increasing demand at home for the class of young women whom
you desire to get, aud the increasing-difficulty among people here in getting~ood, servants., A consider-
able number of those nominated by people in Canterbury decline to go, ochers will be rejected. These
nominations are treated in all respects in the same way as applications which originate here. I cannot
say how many single women there will be in the next :ship, but probably a sensibly larger number than
you have lately been in the habit of receiving. The next ship will be the "Bombay," to sail 7th of March
--a week later than the date named in my letter of last month. The weather has been tempestuous of
late, almost beyond precedent, outward bound ships detained by almost hundreds. I heard two days ago
that a large ship for Queensland with--500 souls, which sailed about Christmas, had just put back to one
of the south eoast ports for supplies., after knocking about offthe coast: for a month. This bad weather
seems, according to accounts given by ships from the southward, to have been limited to a small area to
the southward and~ves~ward of the English land. I hope the-" Victory" get far enough away before it
came on, to be beyon~its influence.

Among the ma~y-shilas that have been lost none has been so. much talked abou~ and written about
as the "London,’~ whieb~Cound~red about 250 mflos~from the coast with 220 souls. I have seldom read
a more miserable story4han that told by ~he few who were :saved in one of the boats.

I enclose a second copy of account of machinery for the Timaru Landing : a first copy accompanied
my letter of the 19th April last, and the receipt of it is mentioned in your Despatch No. 16, 15th July,
1866. --~ .

I enclose also the e~sh account of this office for the quarter ending 8lst December, :and statemen~
of expenditure other t~um tha~ relating t~ emigration within the nine months ending the same date. The
amount, £591 19s. 10d~, has been drawn for through the Bank of New Zealand. The draft will be
received in Ca/~t~rbury by the present marl, as well as another draft for £1000 on Emigration Account.
The Provincial Treasurer has been advlsed:of both these drafts.

A statement has been forwarded~ to the Treasurer of the appropriation of £18,000 retained as
advised last month to pay interest, &c., on Loans due 31st December. The balance, £828 lla, has been
transferred to Emigration Account, and will appear in this office account of the current quarbr.

The arrangement
made in December last with respect to advances against Debentures, and the disposal of them, are matters
in which I may possibly receive your instructions hereafter. ~Vhatever my opinion of it may be, and if
ever you should regard that opinion as entitled to consideration, it might be considered unbecoming if I
offered it now, and I will only express an earnest hope that it may not become necessary for the Govern-
ment to permit that forced~sale of Debentures which the agreement seems to contemplate.

I shall be glad to make the acquaintance of Mr. Hill, and to give him any assistance in my
power with respect to the skipmen~ of birds for which I am instructed to provide £100.

I have th~ honor to acknowledge’the receipt of $o~r~ ~tespatches, Nos. 7 and 8, 1866, and
:Bill of Lading of a case~addressed to l~essrs. ~oaes and Wfltis, shipped.by the "Blue Jacket," which con-
rains, I imagine, the, curtains shipped by them last year for the Council Chamber. Tha ship had arrived
and, been discharged before the Bill of Lading was received, and ,~m case, fai:ing authority to anybody
here to claim it, had,been put into the dock warehouse. It is co~aigned, not to me, but Messrs. Jones
and Willis. If the Bill of Lading had reached me before t~:.packago had passed out of the

Captain’s custody he would perhaps have delivered it on my receipt ; but the,Dock Company decline, and
propeEy so, to deliver except to the order of the’c0nsignee. I have just learnt this, and am about to send
the instrument to ¢hem for endorsement. I "shouJd not be surprised if they refused to endorse it,
considering that the~taackage contains articles which they are asked to take back and exchange for others ;
and if they should it is impossible as the easy stands to compel them to do so. I do not know whether
~r. ~¢fountfort has written to them on the subject. I will send a copy of~hls letterreeeived two months
ago~and will forward you by the next mouth’s mail copies of any correspondence that may have passed
with them. The opinion of the Provincial Solicitor on the form of ~Emigrants’ bills and notes differs
entirely from that of l~r. Dowdeswell. I do not perhaps understand the question, but my impression is
--perhaps erroneously~--that the form recommended by the Provincial Solicitor perpetuates the defect
which was fatal to the Instnnnent on which the Government sued i~[r. Watson last year and failed.

That Instrument--a Bill of Exchange-was made payable to the order of "The Provincial
Treasurer," and it was held by the Court to be bad, not because the Provincial Treasurer was the payee
instead of the Superintendent, but because the payee should be a person, and should be described by name ;
and this view is fully sustained by the decision of the English Court in the case or cases relied on by the
defendant. The argument would have applied,equally if the Bill had been made payable to "The
Superintendent." The provisions of the Provincial Law Suits Act do not touch the point. I acted at
once on lYfr. Dowdeswell’s opinion in respect of the Promissory Notes, and in consistence with it, made
them payable to let. Armstrong. I should be glad to know whether you desire this practice to be
discontinued.

I am pleased to learn that the West Coast Road is nearly completed. It may be hoped that the
advantages to the Province will be commensurate with the outlay incurred in making it, and the Gold
l~ields recoup the Treasury to some extent ia one form or another the heavy expenses they have
hitherto occ~ioned.



The action of the Colonial Government in the matter of the further "Loan" to the Province of
Auckland, and the unwarrantable proposal broached by Dr. Featherston of borrowing on the authority of
the Three Million Loan Act a further sum equal to the discount at which that Loan has been sold will, it is
to be feared, cut away the ground from under those who have hitherto contended for preserving the unity
:of the Colony.

Separation may be distasteful, and we would rather not admit the plincip]e as a basis of discussion,
but the Middle Island will be beggared if the present men remain in power and have their way. If the
monstrous character of these propositions should have the effect of closely combining the Southern
]~[embers to resist them, they will have served a useful purpose.

I have the honor to acknowledge the:receipt of your despa¢ches, 11 and 12, 1866, with copy
of the Immigration Commissioners :Report of the ship "Victory." I am truly pleased to receive so
satisfactory an account of the voyage and of the passengers ; Mrs. Taylor, the Matron, had been several
times to Australia in that capacity, and no doubt the order and discipline maintained among the single
women, which the Commissioners commend, is due to a knowledge of details of management which
experience only can supply. One cannot help wishing it were possible to secure again the services of
Mrs. Taylor, and any others who like her may acquit themselves so efficiently. Some time ago the
Government had before them a suggestion that a staff of permanent Matrons should be appointed. The
project was abandoned, or rather the suggestion--for it came in that shape from, I believe, Miss l~ye--
was declined on account of the expense. Admitting the value of experienced Matrons, it was a question
whether the Government could afford to incur the cost of a permanent staff, and including return passage
money it would be cosily. I concurred in the opinion that having regard to the numbers of women sent
out at one time it was not expedient to incur so large an outlay for supervision as the proposed plan would
involve. If the numbers had then been what they are now, perhaps a somewhat different view might have
been taken. It is a question entirely for the Government. You can judge far better than anybody here
whether the present plan works sufficiently well, and satisfies the requirements, because you have the
results before you, or whether it would be expedient to alter it.

The "Blue Jacket" will sail on the llth of next month with about the same number of young women
as the last ship had, and a few single men and married couples. The ships now on the way have very few
men among their passengers, and I should not be surprised some time hence to find a scarcity of farm
workmen reported, judging from the rapidity with which those by the "Victory" were engaged, and the
upward tendency of wages. There are a few--perhaps half a dozen--Scotch shepherds amongst those by
" Blue Jacket ;" I had accepted them before your last letters were received. It is only at this time and
in 1%vember that this class of people can be obtained.

I hope to hear by the next mail the result of the election of Superintendent.
The present month’s news, commercial and political, from the different Provinces is more eheerfal

and encouraging than it has been previously.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatches, l%s. 14 and 15, of the

15th l~Iay last.
Since I last wrote, the "Blue Jacket " has been despatched with about 160 emigrants, free and

assisted, and there was a considerable number of paying passengers. I hope they will avoid small-pox,
mutiny, and other troubles, which gave the ship an unenviable distinction last year. The arrangements
of the passengers’ accommodation are to my apprehension as perfect as it is possible to make them ; and
as to the passengers, I have never seen a more respectable, presentable lot o~ people : the young women
are exceptionally so.

The newspaper report of the Labour Market for the present month (iVfay) states a moderate
number of mechanics are wanted, as foundry hands, fitters, and b]acksmlths. I do not know whether it
is intended by the Government that I should be guided by these reports. The instructions given and
repeated several months since, and which have not been rescinded, are to send no men at all. I have not
acted on this instruction literally, but I have done so far as it was practicable, and have restricted the
very limited assistance to men, to bo~d fide farm workmen, either single or married, without children, and
the readiness with which these have been engaged, whose arrivals are advised, seems to show that if they were
not urgently wanted they were at least acceptable : but I must await specific instructions before sendlng
either an increased number of this class, or of mechanics of any description. The " 1Viermaid" will be the
next ship, sailing on the 12th September.

The newspaper reports by the last mail, commercial, financial and otherwise, are more cheerful than
they have been for a tong time, and the Provincial Treasury seems to be realising a return for the outlay
on the West Coa~ Road.

Some writers are endeavourlng to persuade people that the Lyttelton Tunnel is a mistake, and
that a 3 feet 6 inch line should be laid down to the southward--because it is being done in Queensland--
to cost £1500 a mile : I do not know what sort of Railway it is expected to get for £1500 a mile. It is
a pity the public mind should be disturbed with unprofitable discussions. All the points the writers
make, and which are put as original, have been discussed and disposed of here long ago. When the
opinions of first-class men who are up to the time can be had, nobody, I imagine, would rely on
engineering matters upon the fancies of amateurs or the opinion of professional men who see 10 or 15
years behind it.

I have the hono~ to acknowledge the receipt of your le~ers Nos, 46 and 48, datbd ~respe¢-
tively the 19th and 26th Jane.

The "Bombay" arrived onthe 18th ultimo, afte~a passage of 107 days ; and t’am glad ¢o inform
you that the Immigration C0mmissioaers were able *o report very. f~orably, of the conduc~ of the immi-
grants during ~]ae passage.

I enclose a copy of the Report from which you wiil see that the ~a*ron pro~ed herself totally unfit
for the duties of the office ; and that i~ was found necessary to appoint one of the .immigrants to fib her
place. This fact, togethar with, the incapacity of the ~atron se~t out in the "John Temperly," has drawn
the attention of the Government to the question to which you refer, viz. :--to the employmen~ of a staff
of experienced lV~atrons; and the Government will give the subject their consideration. The :Report
further alludes to the very imperfect protection afforded by the fore ~and main hatches, and the Govern-
ment would be glad if you would draw the Shipping Agent’s attention to this point with a ~iew to
guarding against a similar defect in :future.

Of the immigrants by the, Bombay," nine married couples, nineteen single men, alad ninety-three
single women have left the Barracks ; the wages given having been~ for married, couples £70 ; single men
£35 to £60 ; and single women £15 to ~5 ; the demand for the latter continues unabated.

In looking over the passenger lists I observe in the case of some of the adults by the ’¢Bombay"
you have charged the full .passage rate (or £12 12s.), in accordance with the latest instructions sent you 
and that in the ease of others you have charged the old rate of haft cash for~an assist.od~passage~ or ~8 10s.
I should be glad if you would explain this apparent departure from instructions.

I note that the "Blue Jacket" would sail on~llth duly.
The General Assembly is still sitting. & new lVlinistry have been formed under the same leader-

ship as before ; it is nat l~robable that the Session will last much longer than will be necessary for passing
the Estimates.

The Cook Straits Cable has been successfully lald~ and communication with Wellington is now a
matter efa few minute~.

July 19th and 22nd, Nos. 51 and 53 ; also the receipt rid Panama of your letters dated 1st August, l~os.
57 and 58, together with the cash account of the office for the quarter ending 80th June last.
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I note the gratuities payable in the case of the" Blue Jacket," and also that tha~ vessel sailed from
Gravesend on the 14th July; she may therefore bedally expected.

The Government will consider the request of Messrs Shaw Saville, and Co., that the second moiety
of the passage money of that vessel may be paid to their Agents here. You speak highly of the respectable
appearance of the passengers coming out by her, and I trust that the favorable impression you have formed
of them may be borne out by their subsequent conduct during the passage.

A state of considerable depression still prevails here ; and although the next shearing and harvest
will absorb a great amount of labour, it will still be necessary to restrict our male immigration to the
narrowest limits, as a great many may be expected to come over from the West Coast at those seasons
looking for employment, and as ̄  large influx from Melbourne to the diggings is now going on.

The Treasurer has addressed 1VIr. Seffe by this mail with reference to a further issue of Canterbury
Loan Debentures.

The Superintendent~has not yet returned from ~Vellington ; the Session will however now soon be
brought to a close. The meeting of the Provincial Council, which was to have taken place on this day, has
been postponed to the 19th.

The first portion of the Great Southern t~allway, consisting of 1~ miles, will be opened on the 15th
instani.

It will be observed that the balance due by the Province to t~ae Bank of New Zealand, amounting on
the 1st July, 1865, to £10,658 I28. 5d., had been increased to the sum of £111,751 58. 8d,, on !st:April,
1866, since which date it has been reduced, until on 30th June last it amounted to £82,216 17s. ld. The
Province was indebted to the Bank of :New Zealand on the 17th day of October in the sum of
£85,074 lts. 4d.

This undesirable financial position has been principally caused by the expenditure on the West Coast
Account, the chief item being the road from Christchurch to Hokitika, by Arthur pass, amounting on the
30th June, 1866, to the sum of £134,259 16s. 9d. ; and although it may appear somewhat departing from
my province to comment the/eon, I cannot refrain from remarking that it must be evident that while on
the one hand this expenditure has inconvenienced and cramped the Government in its operations, on the
other the Province has derived immense benefit from the opening of the road on the sale of live stock
and produce, in addition to other considerable ad~’antages arising from a safe and ready means of inter-
course between the two sides of the Province.

I beg to draw: partic~alar attention to the efforts made by the Government to keep expenditure down
to the lowest possible limits, which, apart from the reduction of the Bank balance, will be found in the
Comparative S~ent as under, viz. :--

I have the honor to report upon the progress made with the works under my charge during

the past financial year.

LYTTELTON AND CHRISTCHURCH RAILWAY.

Steady progress has been made at the Tunnel Works,--the distance between the faces of the driv~,s
having decreased from 792 yards on the 1st July, 1865, to 272 yards 1st October, 1866.

As the average r~$o~cf progress during the last four years has been 444 yards per annum, there i:~
little doubt but that the whole of this important undertaking will be completed in the course of the
present financial year.

The line between Ferrymead and Christchurch has been kept in fair working order by the Lessees,
and the trains have run with great regularity.

Station, to provide for the erection of such buildings as may be required for the efficient working of the
goods traffic. As the extent of these requirements must depend mainly upon the arrangements to be
made between the Customs Department and the Provincial Government, with regard to the examination
of imported goods, it is desirable that such arrangements should be decided on with as little delay as
possible.

HARBOUR WORKS.

The works now in progress in Lyttelton Harbour consist of a Breakwater at Officers Point, the
construction of a Sea Wall connecting the Oxford-street Jetty and the Railway Embankment, and the
:Extension of the Oxford-street Jetty.
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The Breakwater is being executed by prison ]abom% under e~eient superintendence, and the work
progresses in a satisfactory manner..

The Contract for the Sea Walt was-taken by bfessr~ Wright, and Co., and was to have been
completed by the end of last March.

Ow’ng to the delays which have occurred in the delivery of the timber required, the execution of
this Contract has been extended into the winter months, and the work has received considerable injury
from being exposed in its unfinished state to the south-west gales, which will still further de]ayits
completion.

SCREW PILE JETTY.

This work was contracted for by Mr. Cairns, to be completed by the last day of July, 1866, but the
Contractor having failed to carry out his Contract in a proper manner, the work-has been taken in hand
by the Government under a special agreement made with the Contractor’s sureties. ~’or further infor-

170.mat:on respecting the Harbour Works I beg to refer you to my previous Report on the subject, l~o. s. lO. 0~.

It will be necessary, to widen the Embankment now in course o£¢onstruction in connection with the
Sea Wall, in order So give the required width of ground for station purposes.

I think this work had better be left until the tunnel is completed, when thematerial can be brought
from the cutting in the Heathcote Valley at a very moderate cost.

ROADS:

The principal work of the past :year has been the ’connection of the Canterbury Plglnswith the
auriferous districts of Westland, by the construction of the Otira Rout~.: ~This work was begun in May,
1865, simply as a bridle road ; hut in consequence of the rapidly increasing importance of the Western

Gold-fields, it was shortly afterwards determined to construct it as a dray road, and itwas opened for
coach traffic in March, 1866. Since then the road has been metalled, widened, and greatly improved, and
with the exception of the steep portion of the old bridle track over Porters Pass, may be said to be
completed, all the contracts having been finished some time since.

Great damage has however been done by%he spring fldods to those portions of the road which cross
the old river bed of the Teramakau. Although the repair of the damaged portions does not involve any
heavy works, the yearly occurrence of floods doing more.or less damage must be looked forward to in this
portion of the road,

The works of the Otira Road have been carried on under the superintendence of Mk W. Blake,
Mr, E~ Blake, and Mr. Aitken, whose detailed Reports on: the lengths of road under their respective
charges have been already forwarded to you.

The route by the Hurunui Saddle, which has some advantages for stock-driving over the Otira
Route, has’been greatly improved, and the oId track over the Saddle widened and cleared of fallen timber.

The t~orth Rakaia Pass, which was first made known by the reports of Messrs Harman and Browning,
has been made accessible from the Plains by cutting a track through the scrub at f~foot, and by forming a
path up the eastern face ; while a track has been cut from its western face to the Town of Hokitika. This
Pass forms a good road for sheep when not snowed up, but the precipitous nature of its eastern face
renders it impassable 1or cattle, whilst from its great height it is blocked up with snow for about eight
months of the year:

WAIMAKARII~I RIVER,

The floods in the Waimakariri have given great alarm, and not without just reason. The great
bulk of the water having been diverted by the gradual accumulation of shingle in the south branch into
the north branch, the latter stream has repeatedly overflowed its banks, occasioning great injury, not only
to the land on Kaiapoi Island, but to the low lying portions of the Town of Kaiapoi, whilst the permanent
increase in the body of water brought down on the north side of the Island, has raised the level of the
water at the mouth of the Rang:ors Main Drain, and seriously injured the drainage of the lower part of
the Rangiora Swamp.

The following series of gaugings of the river taken under my directions by l~r. James Crawford,
give some interesting results.
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Second gauging.

:From the gorge to the forks above Kaiapoi Island, the average discharge when the river is low is
at the rate of 1’530’000 gallons per minute, there being apparently no increase in the volume of water as
it passes Mong the shingle plMns, but a little above the Town of Kaiapoi the volume of water increases to
1"785"000 gallons per minute, of which more than three-fourths now pass through the North Channel.

During the spring freshes the discharge is nearly doubled, and the bed of the river being unable to hold
this body of water, the stream overflows its banks at various points from the head of Kai~poi Island down
to the Town of Kaiapoi.

So many reports have been already made to the Government on the best method of preventing the
injury arising from the perennial goods, that there is but little left to be said on the subject.

I may however be ~llowed to point out briefly what are the principal dif~icuhies of th~ question.
To embank the river from the head of Kaiapoi Island to the Town of Kaiapoi would be p~aeticable,

although costly, and for some time this work would afford considerable protection to the land on the
Island, as well as to the Town of Kalapoi ; but the flood water would by this means be thrown on the
~Rangiora Swamp to a greater extent than at present ; neither would this prevent the rapid accumulation
of shingle in the lower part of the river, which threatens at no distant time to stop the navigation.

It must also be remembered that the value of this bank would be at once destroyed so soon as by
the accumulation of shingle at the forks the bed of the stream has risen to the level of the top of the bank,
which would be only the work of a year or two.

Another proposition, which appears to offer more permanent relief, is to cut through the low bank
at ~Vfason’s corner, and allow the river to take :a straight course across the Island.

The great fall of the land on this the shortest possible course that can be given to the river, renders
it probable that this new channel, once opened, might be left as the permanent channel for many years.

The length of tidal stream on the south branch, between the junctien with the proposed new
channel and the Town of Kaiapoi, affords ample space for the deposit of shingle without interi~ring with
the navigation, and the relief that would be afforded to the north branch would lower its level, and restore
the drainage of the Rangiora Swamp.

But against this plan must be set the difficulty of obtaining the consent of the landowners on the
proposed line, and the risk of the Government being involved in heavy claims for compensation.

:For some years past the damage done by the freshes has been confined to the neighbourhood of
Kaiapoi, but during the freshes of Christmas 1865-6, the river overflowed its banks at several points about
19 miles from Christchurch.

Although no serious damage occurred from this overflow, i¢ was at once apparent that if unchecked
the river would probably scour out fresh channels, and what at its commencement was an insignificant
creek, might in a few years become the main channel for the water, as has been the case in the Rangitata
River, where the great body of the stream has shifted into what is known as the Deep Creek.

In order to guard against this risk, two embankments were thrown up across the overflow channels
in the early par~ of the present year, one opposite Sandy Knolls, the other some miles higher up the stream.

38
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The upper of these embankments has done its work well, turnlug the fl<)o~l water back into the

main channel, and raising the level of the ground above it by checking the flow of silt brought down by
the flood water. The lower embankment has been breached by the force of the late freshe~, which have also
scoured away the main bank of the river hnmediately above the embankment, leavlngan uninterrupted
flow of water from the main river along an old channel into the Fendalltown branch of the Avon.

During the continuance of the spring freshes it would~ao~ be advisable ~to meddle with the river
banks, but it will be desirable at an early da~e to repair the breach in the bank, and to reinstate ..the
embankment with such modifications and additional work as may seem calculated to prevent the recurrence
of damage in future.

MAINTENANCE OF TRUNK ROADS.

I would beg to call your attention to the unsatisfactory condition 0f many portions of the main lines
of road, and to the necessity of a more direct control by the Government over the works on the trunk lives
than at present exists under the Road Board Ordinance.

WESTL~AND,.

The Public Works in Westland have been carried on by Mr. James Roehfort, District Engineer,
under my advice and occasional supervision ; a full ,account of the works will be found in a separate

:Report, 17~.12. 10. ~6.

PROVINCIAL ENGINEER’S DEPARTMENT.

Since my resumption (if~ the duties of Provincial Engineer in October, 1865, my time has been
occupied to a considerable extent in bringing my department into an efficient state, the numerous recent

changes in the management of the office having unavoidably caused considerable inconvenience. The
valuable collection of maps and sections has been arranged and catalogued. The books and papers,
containing the records of the department from its foundation in !854, have also been catalogued in order
of date ; and the offices have been repaired, and some slight alterations made, which greatly increase their
convenience.

A very complete system of keeping the accounts of the department has been commenced, with the
approval of the Deputy Auditor, which has greatly lessened the amount of office work requisite under the
system previously in use, whilst affording.at the same time much more information ; the saving in office
work being accompanied by a corresponding reduction in the staff.

It is with deep regret that I refer to the death of Mr. George Dobson, who was murdered on the
28th of May last, by bushrangers, whilst trave]llng alone on the Grey and Arnold road. Mr. G. Dobson
had for many years been engaged on the Road and Railway Surveys of the Province, and had rendered good
service in his recent energetic explorations of the Waimakariri Passes. A short time before his death he
had been appointed Assistant District Engineer for Westland, and his untimely fate has left a gap in the
Engineering staff which it will not be easy to replace.

Of the Resident Engineers who have been in charge of the works on the Otira road, I should
propose to retain Mr. Walter Blake as Engineering Surveyor in Eastland ; whilst I have recommended that
for the current financial year Mr. Edwin Blake should remain in charge of the Otira road from the eastern
foot of Porters Pass to the mouth of the Arahura. I have no further occasion at present for the services
of Mr. A. Aitken, but I have no doubt there will be ample employment for him in Westland in opening
up new tracks, and making bush roads ; a class of work in which he has displayed great ability.

During the present financial year I propose to complete, as far as practicable, the levels of the
several lines of road, and to fix one or more benchmarks in each district for the information of the Road
Boards, so that the several Drainage Surveys, which may be undertaken in the different parts of the
Province, shall be prope~:ly connected with each other, and referred to one common datum.

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HARBOUR WORKS, LYTTELTON.

TO T~[E SE6~ETIR[ FOR PUBLIC WORKS.

SIR,
The works in progress at Lytteiton Harbour comprise :--

1. Breakwater at Officer’s Point, as recommended by the English Commissioners.
2. A Sea Watt extending from the Oxford-street Jetty to the Railway Embankment.
3. A Screw Pile Jetty, 60 yards ia length, in extension of the Oxford-street Jetty.

BREkKWATER AT OFFICERS POINT.

This work was begun July 1, 1865, and has been carried on uninterruptedly ever since by prison
labor, under the supervision of Mr. Paul Jones, the overseer of the works.

The design of the work is very simple. The stone as quarried from the cliff is tipped into embank-
ment, and allowed to take its own slope. As the embankment becomes consolidated, massive side and
cross walls built with largo blocks roughly squared, are blought up from low water to the height of
six feet above high water, and the space between the walls are then filled with rubble. In order to faci-
litate at a future time the construction of a Wharf on the inner side of the Breakwater, iron tie rods are
built into the walls at intervals of nine feet, to which the timber work of the Wharf can be bolted, these
rods being secured by passing through timber frames built into the heart of the masonry.

The average number of prisoners engaged on the works may be stated as betweeu 40 and 50.
The cost of the employment of the prison gang upon these works from July 1, 1865, to September

30, 1866, exclusive of the salary of the Resident Engineer, (of which but a small per ccntage is chargeable
to the Breakwater), has been as follows, viz. :--

The amount of rock blasted and put in place to the above-named date is 21,459 cubic yards.
The cost of the work therefore in addition to the maintenance and supervision of the priscners, has

been at the rate of about one shilling per cubic yard, or about one-fifth of what it would have cost had it
been placed in the hands of a contractor.

The following particulars may be interesting for the sake of comparison with similar works :-

The annexed tracing shews the state of the work on the first of October, 1866.
Occasional damage has been done to the upright walls during heavy gales, but it has not been of a

serious character, and has been readily repaired ; nor do I consider, although the soft and yielding nature
of the harbour mud renders great caution necessary, that any difficulty is likely to arise which will interfere
with the succe~fful prosecution of the work.
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SEA WA~LL CONTRKCT:

This Contract comprises the rebuilding of the open portion of the OXford-street ~[e~y, the. con~
st.ruction of 700 feet of embankment~ faced with a. timber framing~to form a Wharf eonnectin~he Oxford-
street Jetty with the l~ailway Embankment, and the erection of a Literage Jetty at the west endof the
new Wharf~ for the use of steam lighters loading or discharging goods at the Railway Station.

The Contract was taken by N~essrs Wright, and Co., for the sum of £25,603, payment to be made
half in cash, an~ half in 6 per cent. debentures at par,--the work to be completed by the end of March, 1866.

The rebuilding of the Oxford-street Jetty was commenced Augnst~’15, 1865, and with~ the exeeptioa
of some work not yet finished, has been executed in a satisfactory manner.

G~eat delay however occurred in commencing the new Wharf, the first pile net having been driven
unti} December 1, 1865,

The timber framing with its stone backing ought ~to, have been completed up ~o the l~ailway
:Embankment before the clay filling w.as commenced, and had this been. done during the summer months,
as contemplated by the Contract,. the riuk of injury to the work by.winter gales would have been greatly
lessened.

But in consequeuce of the delays which occurred in the delivery of the timber ordered by the
Contractor, the work had m~de but, littleTrogress bythe end of M~rch, 1866, when it ought to have been
completed ; whilst in order to save time he had not only carried forward his clay filling with the timber
framing, but had filled in several thousand }~ards of clay required for the foundation of the Customs Shed,
which material he was obliged, to remove in order to enable him to ~open a sufficiently large face of rock at
his. stone quarries.

On the 18th Aixril occurred the first severe gale. o2 the winter season, when the tmfix~ished work was
severely shake~ by the fbrce of the sea. No. permanent injury was however sustained until during my
unavoidable absence in Westland during the early part of June. A portmn of the wharf moved bodily
for~wards to the extent of five feet, the stone embankment slipping for~vard with the timber framing, The
immediate cause of tMs fai]uro is probably the soft nature of the ground on the surface o£ the harbour
overl~yiug a ha~’der stratum of clay and sand at varying depths,--the soft ground having, been squeezed ,
out, by the weight of the clay filling, carrying with it to seaward both the stone backing and timber
fra~ng.; whilst the portion of. the havboar enclosed between the new Wherf and Norwich Quay has
shoaled by the forcing up of the mud to the height of several teet.

The mischief haa been greatly increased by the injudicious manner in which the work has beer
carI~d on.

The work having been driven into the winter months by the delay ia the supply of the timber,
whils~ to avoid further delay the clay filling was carried: on simultanegusly with the stone backing before
sufficient time had elapsed for the latter to take its bearing, and before the closing of the work against the
l~uilway :Embankment had checked the run of the sea in the rear of the work.

With the cencurrence o~ the Executive, on my return from ~estlund, I made several, alterations in
the design of the work, giving the stone backing a wider base, and driving the sheet piling down to a
greater depth than at f~st intended ; the clay filling .being at the same time suspended until the stone
work had been carried up to the Railway Embankment.

Although these precautions, have net prevented a further portion of the work from slipping outward,
the injury done is much less than on the occasion of the first slip. Nor do I consider that when the
:Embankment has taken its bearing there will be any further tendency to move f(>rward either from the
pressure of the remainder of the :Embankment, or from the weight of the ~Rai~way Trains.

I should recommend that after the work has had time to settle thoroughly, another row of iron
bark piles should be driven in front of the work, and the Wharf extended for a width of ten feet beyond
the line originally contracted for, which will give room for an additional line of rails in the Station.

Should the weather prove favourable, the works connected with Messrs Wright, and Co.’s Contract
will probably be completed about Christmas,--and I am bound in justice to the Contractors ¢o sta¢e that,
whilst great blame is due to them for the delays which have taken place in the supply of the timber, and
for the injudicious management of the earthwork, I do not consider that under the best management the
settlement of the work could have been altogether prevented, and that the carpentry and ironwork
comprised in their Contract have been executed in the most satisfactory manner.
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The annexed tracings will explain the original desiga of the work, the plan contracted for, and the
alterations which have been since made. It is to be regretted ~hat the original design ,(altered for reasons
of economy) was not adhered tog as I am of opinion that although the ground has proved to be of a much
more treacherous character than could have been anticipated from the borings taken before commencing
the work, a Stone Embankment of the dimensions originally planned would have remained immovable,
provided it had been completed and allowed to take its bearing before the commencement of the clay
filling.

The whole of the work has been under ,the superintendence of Mr. C. M. Igglesden, as Resident
Engineer, since its commencement.

SCREW PILE JETTY°

The Contract for this work was let to Mr. A. Cairns for the sum of ~7299 Is. 10d., to be com-
pleted by July 3t5 !866.

The Contract comprises the construction of an Iron Screw Pile Jetty, 182 feet long by 41 feet wide,
and the supply of a five ton crane, and two steam heists.

Each pile is to be cast in four pieces, and the Contract stipulates that in all cases where the pile
rests on the reef that the third length from the top shall be cast of such a length as to sai~ ~he depth of
the reef.

The Contractor however reek no steps to ascertain the requisite lengths by boring on the site of
the work, and had these pieces all cut of the same length.

The Contractor commenced operations early in July, and immediately afterwards applied for an
extension ef time for four months, which after some consideration was granted on his assigning to the
Government the whole of the material imported for the work.

Since then the works have been carried on in a very unsatisfactory manner, the piles having repeatedly
¢o be redrawn and ~heir lengChs altered in consequence of the defective method employed by the Contractor
ibr ascertaining the position of the rock on which they are to rest ; whilst a great deal of valuable material
has been damaged and rendered useless by improper handling.

Under these circumstances I have thought it advisable to exercise more than usual supervision on
the work, and hard therefore detached 1VIr. Lockyear to assist 5It. Igglesden, that gentlemen being unable
to de~o~e sn~ctent time to the Screw Pile Jetty withou~ neglecting other duties.

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REPORT ON THE OPAWA BRIDGE.

’TILE PR’0vINCLkL EN~tINEER.

Christchurch, 13th December, 1865.
" S~a,

In accordance with a letter received from the SeCretary for Public Works on the 7th instant,
requesting me ’to assistthe GovernmenV’ by my~ advice in the~ matter ot? the Heathcote viaduct of the
Lyttelton and Christchurch :Railway, and our conversation on the subject on the 8th and llth
instant, Ihave now the honor to report’that I have examined the work, in company with Mr. Major, my
principal assistant; Mr. Richardson, one of the contractors, and the foreman who was in charge of the
pile-driving when the.bridge was constructed ; and I bare in this way collected all available information.

As you are aware, the bridge is composed of timber, having ten bays of fifteen feet span each
supported on pile piers driven into~the ground. Five of these piers are in the waterway of the river,
which, a~ tha~ point, is almost seventy feet wide. The piers ,in the bed of the river are, and for some time
past have been, sinking and leaning out of the perpendicular, and thus rendering the bridge unsafe for
traffic.

An examination of the bed of the river has shewn tha~ it has been scoured out to a con-
siderable depth below its level when the bridge was first erected.’ Thi~ action seems to be attributable to
the great accumulation of water-cress which at times floats down the river, and being impelled by the
piers of the bridge forms a surface da~n to the water, which is obliged to force its way underneath, and
having thus a greatly increased hydraulic pressure, produces a powerful,: scour upon the bottom of the
river, which, being composed.of sand~ has rapidly deepened, and the piles have become partially denuded
and deprived of the support they formerly had.

So far as the information you have afforded me enables me to judge, there appears to be on the
surface, at the level of the river, a crust ef light mould about eight feet in thickness, and underneath that
fine sharp sand, full of water, of unknown depth.

If this sand should; on further examination, prove to be important in depth, I do not think that
any ordinary timber pile structure could be relied upon, for though it i~ very difficult to drive even
pointed piles.into sand saturated with water by the mere force of impact, they always settle down gradually
under the effect of vibration when heavily loaded. Besides, I think it is desirable to remove all obstructions
to the passage of the water, and thus do away with the excessive scour to which the bottom of the river
is now subjected, and that therefore it will be better to cross the river by one span from bank to bank.

I think the banks have not sufficient strength to carry the weight of abutments built on the
surface, as they would probably by their weight break through the crust, or cause the sand to "spew " up
in the bottom of%he river, and thus cause by an increased removal of sand a tendency to undermine ~he
banks.

It is therefore¢ I think, desirable to construct deep foundations, and as ordinary coffer dams are
not applicable to the case of a running sand, I think you must have recourse either to screw-piles or
pneumatic cylinders. Screw-piles on Mitchell’s plan would be the most economical, but as you think it
may be very difficult to get them down in consequence of the sunken timber which is frequently found in
the neighbourhood, you may be driven to adopt the pneumatic cylinders.

Before, however, coming to a decision on this point, I would recommend that a design for screw-
pile foundations be made, and that the positions of the piers be marked on the ground. That then a very
careful examination of the sub-strata be made by borings sunk in pipe casings in the centre of the position
which each pile would occupy. That in the event of no timber being met with, further boring should be
made over the site which the whole pier would occupy, until perfectly reliable information has been
obtained as to the character of the sub-strata to a depth of forty feet below high-water mark, when it will
be very easy to determine which mode of construction is best adapted to the case.
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You have informed me that the well-slnker who made the boring for ]~r. Willlams’s artesian well

near the bridge, stated that he passed through only sand and gravel, till he struck the water supply at a

depth of about 87 (eighty-seven) feet. There is evidently some mistake here; he must have passed

through a watertight stratum of important thickness before he met the artesia~ water, otherwise it could not

rise to the surface ; a watertight roof to a pent-up basin or tank being one of the essential conditions to

artesian supply.

As there is this m~stake in his observations there may be others ; and as the various observations

I have referred to in my lake Report on the Lower Plains, lead to the conviction that permeable and

impermeable layers wilI be found interstratified throughout the whole of the neighbourhoed of Christchurch,

I think it probabIe, or at least quite possible, that sand found in the bed of the Heatheote may prove,

on closer examination, to be not so deep as has been supposed ; and that the results of a further investiga-

tion on this point might modify all our views on the character of the design, and save much expenditure on

foundations.

In any ease, however, I think it will be desirable to throw ene span of about 100 feet over the

river, so as to remove all pressure by either embankments or land-bays from the immediate vicinity of the

banks, when I think the viaduct may be extended by light bays ofwo0~ or iron, having their foundations on

timber-rafts resting near the surface.

Provided screw-pries or cylinders having a sufficient area of base were sunk to a depth of about 15

feet below the bed of the river, I believe that even in the sand they would be perfectly secure, but I

should like to have an opportunity of re-considering this point when the proposed borings have been

completed. The men employed to make the borings cannot have too close a supervision. I know by

experience how little, nominally, the best workmen are to be relied upon in a matter of this kind, where

very accurate observation is necessary.

If in investigation it appears that screw-pile foundations can be applied without any unusual diffi-

culty, then the cost of the main span aRd the piers I estimate at about ~£4000 to ~4500 (four thousand to

four thousand five hundred pounds) ; ff it should be necessary to use foundations of pneumatic cylinders,

then the additional cost would probably be about £1000 (one thousand pounds). These estimates are,
of course, only approximate, but I feel no doubt that they ought to prove ample.

I think ~he course you adopted in loading the bed of the river with stones was judicious, and that

they should not be removed.

In the event of your wishing me to give you any further assistance in the matter after the borings

have been made, I shall be happy to do so; and ff I sh~Rtd ~ot be in Canterbury, any communication

made through Mr. l~ajor, who will know my movements, will receive immediate attention.

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REPORT ()N BI{IDOING THE 0PIttI RIVER.

TO THE SEOEET&RY FOR PUBLIC WORKS.

Christchurch, 6th April, 1866.
SIR,

In compliance with your instruetions, I have examined the Opihi l~iver, with a view to
enabling me to advise the Government as to the best mode and the cost of bridging it, and I have now to
report for the information of tIis Honor the Superintendent, as follows :--

lsh As to the desirability of Building a Bridge to carry the present Ordinary [Road Traffic in such a
manner as to make it suitable hereafter for the Railway Traffic.--I entertain considerable doubts on the
advisability of attempting this course, because I doubt in the first instance whether ordinary timber piles
of sufficient dimensions could be driven to a sufficient depth to make the work secure under the weight of
locomotive traffic ; and even ff they could, the bridge would be very much more extensive than the present
traffic requires ; it would be at best but a temporary structure, and to a certain extent experimental. As
the railway may not be carried so far for many years, I would suggest that it may be more convenient at
present, and even ultimately more economical to keep the two questions quite distinct, by building now a
bridge of the most economical character, that will safely carry the road traffic for some years to come,
leaving the railway bridge for future consideration. I the more readily tender this advice, because I do
not at present see my way clearly to the construction of a railway bridge at a moderate cost, while the
experience of the next few years may develop many resources to that end, of which we may avail ourselves,
and I think I see my way to the construction of a bridge for ordinary road traffic at a reasonable expen-
diture, using only local materials which are easily obtained.

2nd. As to Cost.--Taking as my date the cost of the Harbour Works now in progress in Timaru, I
estimate that a safe bridge with the necessary opening for the first stream to the south of the main river,
the diversion of the west stream, and the embanked approaches, can be carried out for the sum of between
£2000 and £2500 ; the bridge work to be heart of totara, from the Peninsula, sawn square, and well put
together.

I am not now prepared to say how a bridge for railway traffic should be constructed, or what would
be its cost; but it would very largely exceed, perhaps by two, three, or foul" times the amount I have named
for the proposed road bridge.

With such a bridge over the Opihi, and a foot-bridge over the Temuka, I think the traffic of this
District would be amply provided for for many years to come, and I doubt there being any advantage in
recurring, at present, further expenditure.

I therefore advise, that if the Government is prepared to proceed with these works, you should
have proper drawings and specifications prepared, and tenders called for their execution.

to continue my supervision of such works after the opening of the railway to the Selwyn, and in no cas~

later than the 16th day of June, 1867 ; referring also to his Itonor’s proposal theft I should increase this

sum of seven hundred pounds (£700) to one thousand pounds (£1000) in consideration of the value to 

of the interest accruing on the earlier payment of the instalment, I have now the honor to state--

That I am quite willing to accept the principle he has laid down, and to give the Government the

benefit of all actual savings and interest which will follow on the altered arrangement, but I cannot accept

three hundred pounds (£300) as the value of the interest.

I have the honor to forward my Annual l~cl)ort on the State of the ~locks in the Province, for
the year ending 30th June, 186~.: : :

The return of the number of sheep over six months of age in the Province on the 1st January last,
was as under :-

Males, 654,256 ; females,.1,081,160 ; total, 1,735,416 : of these 1,635,795 were depastured on runs,
and 99,621 on farms.

The total increase in the number of sheep in the past year being 303,416.
During the past year the number of sheep imported into the Province has been 27,232 ; by sea,

1,337 ; from Nelson, 17,948 ; fr~m~Otago, 7,947 ; against an import of 38,880 i,~ the previous year.
The number of scabby sheep cleaned within the last twelve months ]m~.~ been 99,300; in the

:Northern District, 17,850 ; in the Central District, 81,950 : leaving on the 30th June in the Northern
District 129,670 sheep disease~, and in the Central District 28,550.

The amount of fines received in the :Resident Magistrates’ Courts for the past year, ],.as been--in
the Northern District, £25 ; in the Central District, £516 15s. ; agaln~t £953 5~ in the previous year.

In comparison, ~he Report of this year m~y not appear so fi~vourablo as that of last year, the
number of diseased sheep in the Province according to the return having increased ; this may be explained
in some degree by the fact of two large fiodks of sheep in the 1Northern Distri,-¢ which had been clean for
upwards of twelve months having broken out scabby in the months of ~eptember and October last.

Of the number of scabby sheep in the Province, at least 10C,000 are now only waiting the neces-
sary time to allow of their being inspected for a certificate ; of that number i~ m~y reasonably be supposed
that at least three-fourths may prove to be clean.

Although Ido not look forward with any certainty to scab being speedily eradicated ’from the
Province, yet it is satisfactory to know there is not a scabby sheep south of the Ashburton. Since the
month of November there has been a steady decrease in the number of diseased sheep in the Central
District, for at present there are only three stations situ,~ted to the south of the Iiakaia on which the
flocks are scabby, and there seems every probability of the disease being shortly eradicated from that part
of the Province. The sheep on the farms in the Districts round Christchurch are now very generally free
from disease.

It is a source of considerable satisfaction to observe that the number of diseased sheep bears so
~mall a proportion to the total number of sheep in the Province, which at the present time calculating a
’easonable increase upon the female stock, in the published return of January this year, may be estimated

in round numbers to be 2,200,000.
Of this number the proportion of diseased sheep is only about 5 per cent., and if the flocks now

waiting their time for inspection should obtain clean certificates, this amount will be materially reduced,

¯ and may then be estimated at about 3 per cent.
I wish, however, notwithstanding the small proportion which the diseased sheep bear collectively

to the whole number in the Province, to impress very strongly upon the owners of diseased flocks the
necessity for increased exertions in orLer to effect a cure of the di~.ca~e.

It is beyond measure the most economical, as well as the most advantageous in every way to the
flock-owner, to spare no ~xpense or trouble to clean his sheep at the ont~,et, thoreugtdy : it i’. sutisfactory
to find that sheep-owners are now becoming aware that it is only by prompt measures that they can hope
to eradicate scab from their flocks.



The exertions of some owners to clean their sheep wouId have bee~ more successful if they had not
been induced to purchase low priced, inferior tobacco, and I cannot too strongly impress on the owners of
scabby sheep the necessity of using tobacco of the very best quality~it can only end in disappointment
to attempt to clean sheep ~vith infer~or tobacco.

It is surprising that station owners should not have turned their attention to~ the cultivation of
tobacco, for with care a crop could generally be secured, the chief difllculty being in the after preparation.

The alteration in the law that was pa~sed in 1864, making it compulsory for a dip to be erected on
each sheep station is now admitted by its strongest opponents to have been most judicious; the great
advantage for ~Tarties concerned is in being in a position to grapple with the disease in its incipient
state.

Now that a number of the runs are becoming stocked, or nearly so, the weight of the sheep is
materially falling off--it is only from those runs from which drafts of sheep have not been taken for
years, and which are only partially stocked, that wethers in large numbers of heavy weight can be
procured. With the falling off in the condition of the sheep, the fleece as a ma~er, of course loses
weight. Those sheep owners who wish to improve thelr flocks, see the necessity of regularly culling out
the old and worthless sheep.

It may not be out of place to draw the attention of run owners to the fact that injudicious
crossings mith heavy b~eds of English sheep-are not considered advantageous for the natural p~ures o
this country.

I think that it would be impossible to introduce a sheep more fitted by nature anct habits %o suit
the natnral state .of the country than the lV[erino. At the same time it is very e~ident that the so c~lled
:~Ierino of this country requires improvement both in carcase and fleece.

I believe in all cases purity of blood in each particular breed m -what o~n~s of sheeF should:
look ¢o.

In some instances I hear of a large per tentage of lambs in partic~flar flocks, bu~ do no~ suppose
the average for the Province can be above 50 per cent.

The past year has been extremly fine for pastoral pursuits, there having,been an abundance of
grass, and the flocks generally are in fine condition.

I have much pleasure in bringing under the notice of the Provincial Governmen~ ~ttm satisfactory
manner in which I have been assisted in carrying out the duties of the: department bY the Inspectors,
]~Ie~ars ScarvaJ.l, Pa~r~on, o:I:[oldernes~,.and Palfrey.

I have the honor to repor~ on ]YIr. W. Wilson~s claim for compensation in respect of the land

taken ou~ of section No. 130, for the construction of the Sumner Rnad.
The claim appears to have been made first in May, 1865, nearly eight years after the time allowed

by the Sumner Road Ordinance for making such claims.
With the exception of a small plo~ near the beach, no portion of the section has ever bcen inclosed,
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eultlvated, or used in any way except for grazing cattle, and from its hilly and broken character its value
is nominal except as pasturage land.

It may at some future time acguire a value as building property, hut at present there is but little
demand for such property, except hi situations far hotter adapted for building on than the hilt-sides of
Polhill Bay, hi which No. 130 is situated.

Et the time the Sumner :Road was made, the value of the section could not be quoted at more than
£5 per acre at the very outside, and it is doubtful.whether it would have realised even the cost price of
£3 per acre, had it been put up for sale.

With regard to ~he claim for severence, i~ will be observed that the road gives a double frontage
for building purposes; the original section havhig 0nly a single frcntage, and that on the lower side of the
road.

There can be no doubt, therefore, if the 1)roper~y has acquired a value as building land, that the
increased value given to the portion between the old and new roads by the construction of the latter, far
outweighs the value of the land taken for that purpose, and therefore under clause 7 of the Sumner Road
Ordinance the owner has no claim on the Government for compensation.

Briefly then I would say--
1. That the utmost that could be claimed as compensation would be the value of the land at the

time the road was made, say £5 per acre for 3 acres 3 roods 14 perches, say £20. But the increased value
given to the property as building land, far outbalances this claim.

2.~ That the right to claim compensation has lapsed from non-compliance with the Sumner Road
Ordinance.

3. That by clause 7, the improved value of the property precludes its owner from receiving any
compensation whatever.

Beswick and Mr. Wylde, ]~embers of the Provincial Council for the Mandeville District, and for the

Town of Kaiapoi respectively, with the intention of again seeing ior myself during a state of fresh the

river a~d the locality overflowed by it aS the point named " Sneyd’s Corner."

From representations made on that occasion by the above-named gentlemen, and by others who

accompanied them, I understand that the flood of water over Sneyd’s Town and its neighbourhood was

very considerably less than it was at the last Christmas flood, and even less than the, ordinary spring

freshes, which may be expected to return in the course of a very few months, and which I fear cannot but

carry away any work which may be erected, constructed with the funds at the disposal either of the

Government or the ~¢£unicipal Council.

It appears, nevertheless, that in the opinion of the Council, and of others most interested in the

preservation of the river bank, that the sum of £500 voted by the t)rovincial Council wouht prove sufficient

to provide such defences against the river as would protect the town from flood.

In deference only to the above opinion, the Provincial Government will cause the above amount

(£500) to be paid to the Chairman of the Municipal Council towards the construction of such works 

may be decided on, coupled however with the understanding as conveyed bY me personally to Messrs.

Dudley, Beswick, and Wylde, and accepted by them on the occasion of my last visit, that the Government

by this payment release themselves for the future from any further additions to the very considerable

sums expended from time to time for the protection of private property in this District.

The sum named will accordingly be paid to you as required to be expended under the direction of

the Committee named in your letter of April 14, with the addition to their number of Messrs Beswick,

Dixon, and ttassall, and it is further understood that beyond the understanding above mentioned the

Provincial Government desire to attach no conditions to the payment of the sum in question.

I have the honor to inform you that since the date of my Report on the Overflow of the

Waimakariri, I have had a careful survey made by ~[r. Crawfor:l of that portion of the south bank now
subject to overflow.

For a distance of about seven miles below White’s old accommodation house the bed of the river
and its southern bank are practically so nearly on the same level, that ~ trifling change i~ the disposition
of the loose shingle in the main stream will divert the water from one bank to the other.

For a long CAme past the butk of the river has been running on the north side, but the alterations
of the shingle banks, caused by the Christmas freshes, bare thrown the water to the south bank, and a
great body of water is now flowing down old channels which have been dry for many years, and finding
its way into the Fendattown branch of the Avon river. Although it is quite possible that the next fresh
may sgain threw the water towards the north bank, it is quite as possible that suceeding freshes may
confirm the present course of the .river and throw the main ]~ody ef water into the Avon.

I think the course to be adopted is--lst, to aim at bringing the south bank of the river as far as
possible to a straight line, so that there may be ~o obstructions to the downward passage of the shingle
in the main stream : and 2nd, to raise the south bank above the level of fre~hes by running out a series of
groins from the higher ground to the river hank to retain the silt and shingle, and to divert the overflow
into the main stream.

At the present time I would recommend the formation of two of these groins in the position shown
on the accompanying plan; they would each be rather more than half-a-mile in length, formed of the
river ~Mngle, ten feet wide on top, averaging about a yard in height, with very flat slopes ; the whole to be
covered wi~h earth from the adjoining terraces, and sown with broom and wattle seed.

The ,cost of these two embankments planted complete wou]d be about two thousand pounds ; and
I think that ~heir construction would remove M1 present danger to Che town of Christchurch.

But I think it is probable that it will be necessary for some years to come to protect in a similar
manner those portions of the banks which may be injured by freshes until the whole of the threatened
"didAct has been effectually secureiL

SIR,
I beg Co acknowledge the receipt of your letter of 7th instant, forwarding specification and

estimate for the improvement of the Hurunui Route.
The Government would have had much pleasure in directing that the whole of the works specified

should be proceeded with, but, as you rightly observe, there exists an urgent necessity for economy in the
expenditure of public funds, and under the circumstances I can only authorise the carrying out of your
suggestion, that a sum of about ~600 may be expended upon the improvement of the tIurunui saddle and
its eastern and western approaches. I trust that the expenditure of this sum will be sufficient to make a
fair track for pack horses and stock over the saddle.

As a general principle, I think it desirable that all punic works should be let by tender : in this
instance, however, as the saving of time is an important object, owing to the approach of winter, the
Government ~will authorise your entrusting the execution of the work ~o Mr. George Gibbs, of Woodend,
who must be prepared to proceed with it forthwith.

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REPORT ON IMMIGRATION.

The Committee, having read several letters of Mr. i~¢[arshlnan’s, bearing on the Imm{gration
system, and having taken the evidence of ~r. Blakiston, Assistant Provincial Secretary; of Mr. Arm-
strong, Immigration Officer; of ~¢[r. 1Viackay, Assistant Immigration Officer, and of 5It. March, clerk in
the Immigration Office, beg to report,-

That it does not appear from the evidence that there is at present any Contract existing for the
conveyance of Emigrants from England to this Province.

The Committee are of opinion that the present method of allowing the Emigration Agent, Mr.
]Ylarshman, to employ any vessels be pleases without calling for tenders, and his system of giving each
contract to one firm, is not conducive to economy, and creates an injurious monopoly in the carriage of
merchandise.

The Committee are of opinion that the :Emigration Agent has not exercised proper precaution in
She selection of the class of single women required for the Province, and that in some cases the surgeons
and matrons were inefficient for the duties required of them. The Committee also wish strongly to ex-
press their disapproval o£ the general tone of some of the Agent’s Letters to the Provincial Government
which have been laid before them.

The Committee would recommend that an Emigration Agent should continue to select the Emi-
grant~, but that the whole of the shipping arrangements should be placed in the hands of the Park-street
Commissioners.

The Committee would recommend that single women between the ag,s of 12 to 30 should have
free passages, and in the case of grown-up families (particularly daughters) the parents and sons should
be allowed assistance to the extent of one-half the passage money. The remaining half to be paid before
embarkation, or if preferred, by bills given by friends in the Province to the extent of two-thircls of such
lmssage money, instead of one-half in casl~

The Committee are of opinion that in all Cases where practicable the relatives of Female Emigrants
should accompany them, as the Committee think it of very great importance that family ties should not
be broken. The Committee believe that a better class of young women would be induced to come out if
accompanied by their parents, or other near relatives, and the protection of those relatives would exercise
a beneficial effect upon their character.

The Committee are of opinion that no Promissory Notes should be taken in England on any ac-
count whatever from Emigrants for passage money.

The Committee beg to report that they are convinced, on the whole of the evidence taken, that it is
highly advisable to do away with the present system of Immigration entirely, and that Assisted Emi-
grants should be sent out under the Park-street Commissioners upon a similar system to that adopted in
Queensland and other Colonies, and that for the purpose of receiving applications here, and attending
generally to the interest of the Immigrants on landing, the services of an Immigration Officer at a salary
not exceeding £300 per annum, an4 a Clerk, as at present, would be quite ample for the duties. The
Committee are also of opinion that the Charitable Aid Fund could be administered by the same oificlals.

The Committee are of opinion that no person should be allowed to engage servants on board ship
a~ Lyitel~on without the written consent of ~he Immigration Officer.
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The Committee find that there is a debt of £32,500 due to the Immigration Department ; and are
of opinion that very great laxity has been shown by the Immigration Officer in taking measures to collect
that amount, and that several thousand pounds have, in all probability, been lost. The Committee believe
that a furth~ considerable loss will take plY, co, unless some efficient measures are at once taken for the

purpose of compelling payment.

That for this purpose the Committee are of opinion that the Immigration Officer and Clerk shou14
(in the event et the suggestions of tim Committee being adopted) be instructed, as part of their duties, 
undertake the collection of the large balance now outstanding, and that power should he given them by

th~ Government to take vigorQus measures for carrying thb suggestio~ into effect.

The Committee, in accordance with the terms of the Resolution, have taken the evidence of

The evidence at length will be.~ound appended to this 1-£eport. The Committee have also procured

These :Returns have been laid upon the table of the Council.
Pre-emptive Rights are divided into three c/asses--Canterbury Association Pre-emptive Rights,

Homestead Pre-emptive Rights, and Improvement Pre-emptive Rights. Canterbury Association Pre-
eruptive :Rights were granted by the Canterbury Association to purchasers of land at the rate of five acre~
of Pre-emptive Right for ~very acre purchased, These Pre-emptive Rights were originally held. upon
peculiarly favourable conditions, which have been considerably modified by the existing Regulations.
These are, as will be seen, hetd nowby a less secure tenure than Homestead or Improvement Pre-emptive
Rights. Homestead Pre-emptive Rights are granted under the 60th clause of the Waste Lands Regu-
lations~ which enacts that the holder of a Pasturage License shall be entitled to a Pre-emptive Right over

block of land comprising and circumjacent to his homestead or principal station, containing 250 acres,
ff the run exceeds 5001) acres, and containing a quantity equivalent to 5 per cent. on the acreage of the
run if it do not exceed that amount.

Improvement Pre-emptive Rights are granted under the latter part of the same 60th clause, which
enacts that every holder of a Pasturage License shall be entitled to a Pre-emptive Right over all lands
occupied by any buildings, enclosures, plantation, cultivations, or any such other improvements as shall,
in the judgment of the Waste Lands Board, be deemed sufficient for the purposes of this clause, together
with fifty acres comprising and circumjacent to the lands so occupied or improved. The total extent ef
Canterbury Association Pre-emptive Rights is now 4~,856 acres, of Homestead Pre-emptive Rights 47,98t}
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acres, and of Improvement Pre.emptive l~5ghts 112,400 acres. Th~ total extent of Cafiterbury Association
Pre-emptive :Rights originally granted was 85,465 acres. The total extent of Homestead Pr~-emptive
:Rights granted from llth February, 1858, to the 30th of September last, is 52,228 acres. The total
extent of Improvement Pre-emptive :Rights granted during the same period is 111,946 acres.

:
It is needless to say that no more land can now be taken up under Canterbury Association Pre-

emptive Rights, and little, if any, under Homestead Pre-emptive Rights, as all the country available for
pasturage purposes is already occupied.

The number of Improvement Pre. eruptive Rights may however be increased indefinitely, and will
of course constantly extend as new improvementsare made. As will be seen by the return, the number
of Improvement Pre-emptive Rights has increased very rapidly, especially during the last two .years, the
increase being in a great extent referable to the large amount of fencing that has been erected during that
period, although a considerable number of Pre-emptive Rights has been granted for. other improvements.
It is evident that the granting of Pre-emptive Rights in respect of improvements has, i~a many cases,
interfered and will continue to interfere with the settlement of the country by freeholders.

The Committee however do not consider it within their province to give an opinion on thegeneral
question of the policy or impolicy of protecting improvements made by runholders by grantifi g Pre-emptive
:Rights or o~erwise. They wish to confine their observations to the system of Pre-emptive Rights as at
present existing.under the Waste Land Regulations, and to point out some of its most t’rominent features.
An Improvement:Pre-emptive :Right is obtained by a runholder on application to the Waste Land Board.
The runho!der must in his application set out the nature and value of the improvements, and the position
of the land over which he asks for a Pre-Emptive :Right, The Pre-emptive :Right is then granted by the
Board, subject to the improvements being found satisfactory ; but as a matter of fact no further enquiry is
made as to the nature or value of the improvements, unless some person challenging should objec~ to the
validity of the Pre-emptive Right, on ~he ground of the improvements being insufilcien~. In such a case a
special survey is ordered by the Board. In all other cases the Board relies solely on a written Statement
signed by the applicant, Instructions have been recently issued to the District Surveyors to report upon
any cases where the improvements on a Pre-emptive Right coming under their observation are manifestly
insufficient, and the Government propose immediately to appoint them Assistant Inspectors of Pre-emptive
:Rights.

The description and value of t~oe improvements in respect of which a Pre-emptive Right is to be
granted is left (as will be seen by clause 60 of the WasteLaud Regulations) in a great degree to the
discretion of the :Board.

The value of improvements for which a Pre-emptive :Right of fifty acres must be claimed was formerly
fixed by the Board at £20, but since 1861, when the value was raised in consequence of a recommendation
of a Select Committee of this Council, it has been fixed at £50. The nature of the improvements for
which the Board has decided to grant Improvement Pre-emptive :Rights will be seen in the Schedule
annexed.

It appears that the Board, in granting Improvement Pre-emptive l¢ights, does not take into con-
sideration the fact of the improvements erected being necessary for working the run.

It would have been much more satisfactory if the exact nature and value of the improvements for
which a Pre-emptive/~ight could be claimed had been fixed by law, and that in this, as well as in other
matters, the action of the Board had been purely ministerial. By the 62nd clause of the Waste Land
:Regulations it is enacted that the lands included in.a Pre.emptive :Right may be of such form as the
applicant shall choose, but any land purchased by him in the exercise of such right shall be subject as to
form and frontage to the :Regulations relating to purchased sections. The Board has taken upon itself
the responsibility of disregarding this clause, and wi~h one exception declines to grant Pre-emptive :Rights
other than those of the form and frontage of purchased sections: The Board in so doing has apparently
acted beyond the law, but as they conceived in accordance with the spirit of the Land Regulations. The
Board is anxious that this section should be amended. The exception above alluded to is where the Pre
emptlve :Right is granted in respect of a fence running along a road or river. In such case he Board will
gra~t a Pre-emptive :Right over fifty acres (forty chains by twelve and a half chains,) having for~y chains

fl~ge ~o the road or river, and running back twelve and a half chains. A person wishing to purchase
~,~re section coal4 only take up twelve and a half chains frontage to the road or river, and would
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have to run back forty chains. The Pre-emptive Right over fifty acres in this case covers the frontage of

160 acres of land. The right of Pre-emption as to all classes of Pre-emptive Rights must be exercised

within a week after notice for all lauds within twenty miles of Christchurch, and within a month for all

lands at a greater distance. ~he right is exercised by a deposit of 10 per cent. of the purchase money

with the Waste Land Board, and the holder of the Pre-emptive Right has six weeks beyond the week or

month to pay the balance.

A considerable difference exists between Canterbury Association Pre-emptive Rights on the one hand,

and ~ffomestead and Improvement Pre-emptive Rights on the other. Where a Canterbury Association Pre-

emptive Right, or any part of it, is challenged, the holder, if he does not buy the whole of what is challenged,

loses his right of pre-emption over the balance, which becomes immediately waste land of the Crown, and is

open for purchase : where, however, an Homestead or Improvement Pre-emptive ]~ight is challenged, the

holder may purchase twenty acres of it, and still retain his Pre-emptive Right ever the remainder, and by

from time to time purchasing twenty acres exhaust the patience of an intending purchaser. The committee

think that this latter privilege, on account of the vexation and loss of time it has caused to purchasers,

has given rise to much of the dissatisfaction which exists.

The principal defects of the present system seem therefore to be :--

1. The large discretion given to the Waste L~nd Board as to granting or withholding Improvement

Pre-emptive Rights.

2. The unsatisfactory nature of the evidence on which Improvement Pre-emptive Rights are

granted.

3. The fact that Improvement Pre-emptive Rights can be granted in respect of improvements not

required for working the run.

4. The wording of the 62nd clause, which enables a Pre-emptive Right to be taken up in such form

as-the applicant shall choose.

5. The length of time given to exercise the Right of Pre-emption, and to pay the purchase money.

6. The facilities afforded for obstructing purchasers by the holders of Improvement and Homestead

Pre-emptive Rights being able to buy twenty acres at a time of the part challenged, and still to retain ~he

Right of Pre-emption over the balance. The effect of this has been to deter persons from challenging

Pre-emptive Rights on account of the annoyance and loss of time to which they would be subjected, and

consequently to render the tenure of a Pre-emptive Right more secure than was originally contemplated,

or than is really necessary for protecting the improvements.

7. The fact that the Pre-emptive Right holder is allowed to cultivate the Pre-emptive Rights and

compete with the freeholder, although he is practically free from the payment of rents and rates.

To these objections must be added the expense of serving the notices of challenge and the survey and

inspection of Pre-emptive Rights, which is borne by the public ; on the other hand it must be said that

the system of Improvement Pre-emptive Rights has encouraged runholders to erect improvements, and

especially fences, which have increased to a great extent the capacity of the Province for carrying stock,

and have assisted to check the spread of disease. In the opinion of many it would be almost impossible

to work runs on the Plains with the ])resent amount of stock on them were not fences erected. It has

been already said that the total extent of Pre-emptive Rights is at present 112,400 acres ; and therefore,

assuming the Pre-emptive Rights to have been granted at the rate of fifty acres for every £50 expended

according to the scale adopted by the Board, there has been no less a sum than £112,400 expended in

Improvement Pre-elriptive Rights.

It is dit~cu]t to say how far the free selection of land has been obstructed by the system. There

seems no reason to doubt that a great proportion of the Improvement Pre-emptive Rights have been

taken up for the bondfide purpose of protecting improvements, and irrespective of the character of the

land over which they were placed ; and according to the evidence of the Chief Surveyor, the great bulk of

them is on land not worth £2 per acre. This, however, is by no means without exception, as the

instancesof cultivating Pre-emptive l~ights given in:evidence show clearly. ;~::~.

The evident tendency of the existing system is sooner or later to place a much larger area of th~ ~,:~"

country under Improvement Pre,emptive Rights th~n was originally intended. :~i;~,*,



The Committee report that they are ef olin ion that the Waste Land Board should have discretionary
power to reserve rights of road through purchased sections until such time aS the Crown G-~ants are
issued.

That a per-centage of acreage she,d be given in all cases where rights of road are reserved.

That upo~ tho application of~my purchaser of land through which rights ofroadhave been reserved
to the Waste Land Board, the Chief S~rveyor shall, within three months from such application, lay out
through such land such roads as may be,required, and if this is not donewithin the three months the right
of road shall lapse. ,

Thatifin any case the purchaser, shall, feel ag~ieved by the manner in which roads are]aid ont
through his ]and he shall be at liberty tO appeal to ~l~e Superintendent and ~Exeeutive Council, whose
d~cision shall be.final.
