the civil and criminal business of the Supreme
Court, was appointed to be holden at Russell,
in the Northern District of the said Colony.
And whereas it is now deemed expedient to
cancel the order by the said Proclamation pro-
mulgated : Now, therefore, I, the Governor,
with the advice of the Executive Council, and
in virtue of the powers by the said Ordinance
in me vested, do hereby proclaim and declare.
that a Court will not be holden at Russell,
Given under my Hand, and issued
under the Public Seal of the
Colony, at Government House,
Auckland, this twentieth day of
March, in the year of Qur Lord
One thousand eight hundred and
forty-five.
