piession of rebellion and the protection of the
lives and property of Her Majesty’s subjects,
and this under circumstances, the trying, and
difficult nature of which can only be fully ap-
preciated by those acquainted with the nature
of the country, and the character of the enemy
against which you have had to contend.

The Liev.tenant-Governor and Executive
Council have also placed on record the sense
they entertain of the bravery which has on

96th Regiment, which conduct on their part
has not only had the effect of quelling insur-
rection, but has tended to conciliate and gain
the attachment not only of the European po-
pulation, but (particularly in the case of de-
tached posts) of that portion of the native
inhabitants of this Colony with whom they
have been brought into intercourse, many of
whom were previously in open revolt against
the Queen’s Authority.
