PRIVATE GRIEVANCES.

At the commencement of every Session, a
Standing Committe of nine Members shall be
appointed, to which shall be referred all Peti-
tions relating to Private Grievances; and no
such Petition shall be received by the House
after 30 days from the meeting thereof, unless
such grievance shall have atisen during the
Session, or within 30 days previous to its
commencement.

PETITIONS.

1. It shall be incumbent on every Member
presenting a petition, to acquaint himself with
the contents thereof, and to ascertain that it
does not contain language disrespectful to the
House,

2. Every member presenting a petition to
the House, shall affix his name at the beginning
thereof.

3. Every petition shall be in writing,

4. Every petition shall contain, at the end
thereof, the prayer of the petitioners.

5. Every petition shall be signed by at least
one person on every skin or sheet on which the
petition is written,

6. Every petition shall be written in the
English or in the Maori language ; and should
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any member require the translation of any such
petition into either language, the same shall be
done by an authorised translator, under the;
direction of the clerk of the House.

7. Every petition shall be signed by the
petitioners themselves, except in cases of inca-
pacity by illness.

8. No letters, affidavits, or other documents,
shall be attached to any petition, except in the
case of private bills,-as hereinafter mentioned,

9. No petition shall make reference either to
any debate in the House, or to any intended
motion.

10. No petition shall pray directly for a
grant of public money.

11. A member presenting a petition to the
House, not being a petition for a private bill,
or relating to a private bill before the House,
shall confine himself to a statement of the des-
cription and number of the petitioners, and of
the material allegations contained in the peti-}
tion, and to the reading of the prayer thereof.
1t shall be open to any member to move * that

the petition be read.” The only other question
which shall be entertained by the House, on
the presentation of any petition, shall be, that

the petition be received.”

12. In case of such petition complaining of
some present grievance for which there may
be an urgent necessity for providing an imme-
diate remedy, the matter contained in such
petition may be brought into discussion on |
the presentation thereof.

18. The Clerk of the House shall weekly
prepare, in a tabular form, an abstract of all
petitions received by the House, in which shall
be set forth the place or places from whence
they were severally presented, the number of
signatures attached to each, the name of the
member presenting the same, the day on which
presented, and a short abstract of the prayer
thereof.

14. All petitions shall be received only as
the petitions of the parties signing the same.

15. Petitions from persous of the Native race
may be received without regard to the fore-
going forms.

PATENTS.

Ordinary Notice of a Petition for a Patent
must be givenin at least one newspaper in each
Province.

PRIVATE BILLS.
DRFINITION.

Every Bill for the particular interest or
benefit of any person or persons, is treated in
Parliament, as a Private Bill. Whether it be
for the iaterest of an individual, 2 public com-
pany or corporation, a parish, a ¢ity, a county,
or other locality ; it is equally distinguished
from a measure of public policy, in which the
whole community are interested. And this

distinction is marked by the solicitation of
Private Bills by the X
jnterests are conoerned,
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STANDING ORDERS AS TO
PRIVATE BILLS.

1. Every Private Bill shall be solicited by a
¢ Private Bill Agent.”

2. No person shall act as such agent till he
shall have enrolled his name and place of abode
with the Clerk of the House of Representa-
tives, in a book to be kept for that purpose,
and shall have signed a declaration to observe
and obey all rules of the House, and pay all
fees and charges when demanded.

3. No Member of either House of the General
Assembly (either in person or by partner), and
no servant of either House, shall be permitted
to act as Private Bill Agent.

4. Any agent acting contrary to the rules of
the House, disobeying the orders of Mr.
Speaker, or of the Chuirman of any Commit-
tee, or neglecting or refusing to pay any fees
due in respect of any Bill or other proceeding
golicited by him, may be prohibited from prac-
tising by order of Mr. Speaker.

5. All proceedings in the Clerk's Office
connected with any private Bills shall be ¢ou-
ducted by the Private Bill Agent in charge of
such Bills ; but all proceedings in the House
shall be conducted by some Member thereof,
selected by such Agent, and who shall be in
charge of the Bill. The agent shall attend the
Special Committee on the Bill, and, either in
person or by Counsel, conduct the case, by the
production of evidence, argument, or otherwise,
as may be necessary.

6. The proceedings on Private Bills in the
House shall be taken at some hour to be fixed
by Mr. Speaker, and shall not be allowed to
interfere with the progress of the public busi-
ness of the House. The House shall not be
counted out during the proceedings on any
Private Bill, if seven Members, exclusive of
Mr. Speaker, shall be present.

7. No Private Bill shall be brought into this
House except upon petition first presented with
a printed copy of the proposed Bill annexed,
and such petition shall be signed by one or
more of the parties applying for the Bill,

8. All petitions for Private Bills shall be
presented to the House within thirty days from.

.|the commencement of the session.

9. Every petition for a Private Bill shall
commence by setting forth that, within three
months previously to its presentation to the
House, public notice of the intention to apply -
for the Bill has been given once a week for
four consecutive weeks in one or more papers
within the Province to which it applies, and
onee at least in the General Government
Gazette, and shall also contain a true statement
of the general object of the Bill ; and the pro-
duction of such Gazette and newspaper or news-
papers shall be sufficient proof of such notice.

10. Ordinary notice of a Petition for a
Patent must be given inat least one nzwspaper
in each Province.

11. When the petition shall have been
received, and the requisite notice proved, notice

arties themsclves whose | of motion for leave to bring in the Bill shall be

given, as in the case of Public Bills.
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12. When leave to bring in a Private Bill
shall have been obtained, and before it shall be
read a first time, it shall be printed at the
expense of the parties applying for it, in the
same form as Public Bills, and a sufficient
number of copies delivered to the Clerk for the
use of the House,

13. When a Private Bill shall have been
read a first time, it shall be referred to a select
committee, to be appointed on motion upon
notice, and such committee shall require proof
of the allegations contained in the preamble.

14. Either House of the Assembly will
accept the proof of compliance with Standing
Orders in regard to Private Bills brought down

 from the other House, but will require proof of
the Preamble.

15. Every petition against a Private Bill
shall be referred to the select committce on
such Bill, and shall distinctly specify the
grounds on which the petitioner objects thereto.

16. LEvery select committee on a Private

Bill may hear counsel, if desired, and may also :

take such oral or other evidence as they may
deem requisite, and may decide on matters in
issue between the persons conducting and
opposing the Bill ; after which, the question
shall be put from the chair, “ That this pre-
amble stand part of the BillL.” And if the
committee should be of opinion that the pre-
amble has not been satisfactorily proved, they
ghall direct the chairman to that effect, which
shall be fatal to the Bill ; but if it be carried
that the preamble stand part of the Bill, the
several clauses shall next be proceeded with,
and the amendments, if any, noted for report to
the House, care being taken that no clause be
inserted or amendment made which shall be
foreign to the import of the notice hereinbefore
required.

17. Upon a Private Bill being brought up
and reported by the select committee, such Bill
shall be proceeded with as in the case of Pub-
lic Bills, a future day being appointed for the
second reading.

18. That al! matters relating to Private
Bills or other private business, not provided
for by any Standing Order of the House, shall
be regulated by Mr. Speaker as they shall arise,
as nearly in conformity with the practice of the
Imperial Parliament as circumstances may
admit,
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19. A scale "of fees to be fixed by Mr.
Speaker, payable to the Clerk of the House in
respect of the ecnduct of private business, shall
be posted in the Clerk’s Office, and in some
conspicuous part of the House.
