enjoining you and each of you that on Tuesday, the fifteenth day of May next,
you meet in Parliament at the City of Wellington, there to take into considera-
tion the state and welfare of the said Colony of New Zealand, and therein to do
a8 may seem necessary.

Given under the hand of His Excellency Sir William Francis Drummond
Jervois, Lieutenant-General in Her Majesty’s Army, Knight Grand
Cross of the Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint
George, Companion of the Most Honourable Order of the Bath,
Governor and Commander-in-Chief in and over Her Majesty’s
Colony of New Zealand and its Dependencies, and Vice-Admiral of
the same; and issued under the Seal of the said Colony, at the
Government House, at Auckland, this eleventh day of April, in the
year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and eighty-three.
