NOTICE is hereby given that the sum of £3,000 has
been voted by Parliament for distribution to public
libraries.

The distribution will take place on the 3rd February,
1911, and no claim will be entitled to consideration that
shall not have been sent in in due form and received by
the Secretary for Education, Wellington, on or before the
27th January, 1911. v

1. A library to be entitled to a subsidy must be public
in the sense of belonging to the public, and of mot being
under the control of an association, society, or club whose
membership is comnposed of a section of the community
only, and if within a borough it must be open to the
public free of charge. The receipts for the year from
subscriptions and donations must not have been less than
£2, exclusive of moneys received from endowments, or
from Government, or from Borough or County Councils,
or for special building purposes, or as rent, hire, or
consideration for the use of any room, or building, or
land belonging to the institution, in respect of nome of
which will subsidy be allowed. The net proceeds of
concerts, lectures, or other entertainments on behalf of
the current expenses of the library will be regarded as
voluntary contributions. A subsidy will not be given to
more than one library in the same town.

9. In the division of the vote a nominal addition of
£25 will be made to the amount of the income of each
library derived from subscriptions, donations, and rates,
and the vote will be divided according to the amounts
thus augmented ; but no library will receive credit for a
larger income than £75—that is, in no case will the
zugmented amount on which distribution is based exceed

100.

3. The whole of the subsidy must be expended without
delay in the purchase of books for the library.

4. Application to share in the distribution must be by
means of a statutory declaration by the Chairman, or Sec- -
retary, or Treasurer of the institution on behalf of which
it is made, and must be accompanied by a statement of
the receipts and expenditure of the institution for the
year ending on the 31st day of December, 1910; and

GENERAL DESCRIPTION.

Generally speaking, sections for selection lie midway be-
tween the Waihou River and Piako River, and extend from
the Kerepeehi-Turua~Netherton Road northwards,

The 1and is all excellent alluvial clay-deposit on sand, and
none of the land offered for selection has any peat on it. It
is all level, and is partly drained, and with the exception of
Sections 12 to 15 and 17 to 20 inolusive, Block II, Waihou
Survey Disfriot, are all in worked-out kahikatea bush, the
remaining timber being of a generally light nature.

All roads, drains, and stop-banks shown on poster are
either constructed or under construction, and will be com-
pletely finished by the Department.

The sections near the Piako River are covered with raupo
and puroa grass.

Access to the lands is from Kopuarahi Wharf, on Piako
River (readily reached from Thames by launches working
under tidal conditions), and also from Turua, Kerepeehi,
and the several temporary landings erected where necessary
on the Piako River.

Attention is drawn to the fact that rough sléeping-accom-
modation has-been provided for intending selectors, at a point
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known as ‘The Bush Shanty.” Selectors must, however,
provide their own blankets and provisions.

Various launches ply for hire between Thames and Piako
River every day under usual tidal conditions.

Artesian bores have been sunk by the Department at
several points on the Hauraki Plains, and very good flows
have been obtained. The water is, however, mineralized,
but is excellent for stock purposes, The Department is pre-
pared to sink bores for selectors at practically cost.price.

Guides will, where necessary, be stationed at different
points to show selectors the various sections, but, generally
speaking, selectors will not have the slightest difficulty in
locating each section. .

All road.lines forming boundaries of sections must be
securely fenced so that cattle shall not damage the drains
or stop-banks.

Stop-banks, roads, drains, and protective works considered
necessary will be completed by the Department. All main
drains will be maintained for two years from date of ballot.

The Department reserves the right at any time to make
new drains or deepen drains through any section.

IMPROVEMENTS.

By-tAws orF THE COUNCIL OF THE WHANGAREI COUNTY.

Y-LAWS of the Council of the Whangarei County,

made by special order of the said Council on the

10th day of August, 1910, confirmed on the 28th day of

September, 1910, and sealed with the common seal of the

body corporate called the ¢‘Chairman, Councillors, and

Inhabitants of the Whangarei County” the 28th day of
September, 1910,

In pursuance of the powers vested in them under the
Counties Act, 1908, the Public Works Act, 1908, and in
pursuance of any other powers emabling the Council to
make the same, the Council of the Whangarei County
ordain as follows, that is to say :—

BY-LAW No. 1
PRELIMINARY.

1. Tars by-law shall be called and may for all purposes
be cited as By-law No. 1 of the Whangarei County, and
shall apply to the whole county, and shall come into force
within and throughout the whole county on the 1st day
of December, 1910.

2. All by-laws at any time heretofore existing in rela-
tion to the Whangarei County or in relation to the well-
being or conduct of the said county are, from and
immediately after the date on which these by-laws shall
come into operation, repealed.

¢ Inspector ”’ shall mean and include any and every
person whom the Council may from time to time
appoint to be Inspector of Vehicles for the
county, and the production of a warrant under
the hand of the Chairman of the Council evi-
dencing the appointment of such person as such
Inspector shall be sufficient authority to prove
his appointment :

‘“Person’’ includes firms, partnerships, and corpora-
tions :
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Wad ” shall mean any road within the county,
whether surveyed or not, which is under the
care, control, or management of the Whangarei
County Council :

' Writing,”” ‘“ written,” or any term of like import
includes words printed, typewritten, painted,
engraved, lithographed, or otherwise traced or
copied, and when anything is required to be
written or printed, or to be in writing or in
print, it may be either written, printed, or
typewritten, or partly in writing or typewriting
and partly in print : Pro¥Yided that nothing
-herein contained shall be read or construed to
apply to any signature.

Words importing the singular number include the
plural number, and words importing the plural
number include the singular number, and words
importing the masculine gender include females.

Kvery schedule to these by-laws shall be deemed a part
thereof. Whenever forms are prescribed, slight deviations
therefrom (but to the same effect and not calculated to
mislead) shall not vitiate them.

11. No person shall during the months of May, June,
July, August, and September in any year engage in heavy
traffic upon or along any road. .

12. No person shall at any time whatsoever engage in
heavy traffic upon or along any road, bridge, or ferry
within the county until he shall have first given to the
Council security to the satisfaction of the Council to repair
any special damage that may accrue to any road, bridge,
or ferry by such heavy traffic. ’

13. Any person desiring to engage in heavy traffic upon
or along any road, bridge, or ferry within the county, and"
desiring the Council to fix the security provided for in
clause 12 hereof, may make an application in the form in
the Second Schedule hereto, and no person shall make any
untrue statement in any such application. The Counci!
will then proceed to deal with such application.

14. No person shall drive, lead, or take along any road
any vehicle in such a way that the wheel or wheels of such
vehicle shall be in or upon the sides of a water-table, pro-
vided that such road has a formation width of more than
14 ft.

15. No person shall drive, or shall cause to be driven or
drawn, any vehicle of any description whatsoever over any
bridge in the county having a greater length than 40 ft.
at any pace other than a walk in the case of a horse
vehicle, nor at any pace faster than five miles an hour in
respect of a motor-car or self-propelled vehicle.

16. No person shall lead or drive, or cause to be led or
driven, any vehicle over, across, or along any public road
within the county after sunset and before sunrise, unless
such vehicle shall have at least one light fixed and
properly burning on the right-hand side thereof in the
direction in which such vehicle shall be proceeding.

T.1cENSING VEHICLES.

17. No person shall ply for hire with any vehicle for the
carriage of passengers or goods within the county, unless
the same shall be duly licensed so to ply in manner here-
inafter provided.

18. Every person who being the owner or one of the
owners of any vehicle intended to be used in plying for
hire shall desire to obtain a license for the same shall
sign and deliver to the Clerk an application in writing in
the form of the Third Schedule hereto, stating the name
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and place of abode of such person and of every owner of
such vehicle, and describing the vehicle for which such
license is required, and stating the number of its wheels,
and the width of each tire, its carrying-capacity for
passengers or goods, as the case may be, and whether such
license is required for the carriage of passengers or of
goods. Every such application shall be accompanied by
an amount in money or post-office order equal to the sum
payable to the County Fund for the license for which appli-
cation is made.

19. Every such application shall be considered by the
Inspector, who may call and hear such evidence as he may
think necessary, and may cause an inspection of such
vehicle to be made. The Council may, in its discretion,
grant or refuse such application. If any such application
shall be refused, the amount accompanying the same shall
on demand be returned to the applicant; but if sach
application be granted, such amount shall be applied in
payment of the sum payable to the County Fund for the
license.

20. Every license granted under the provisions of this
by-law shall, in the form in the Fourth Schedule hereto,
be signed by the Clerk, and shall continue in force (unless
suspended or revoked) until the 31st day of December then
next following. Every such license shall specify the name
of every owner of the vehicle in respect of which it is
issued, and the number of the license (but so that no two
licenses issued shall bear the same number), the number
of passengers or the quantity or weight of goods which
may be carried in such vehicle, and shall sufficiently
describe the vehicle in respect of which it is issued, and
shall state clearly whether such vehicle is licensed to ply
for the carriage of passengers or of goods, or of both
passengers and goods.

21. If upon the consideration of any application for a
license under the provisions of this by-law the Inspector
shall be of opinion that the carrying-capacity of the vehicle
in respect of which sach application is made is less than
that stated therein, the applicant may then amend his
application, and a license may he granted on such amended
aﬁplication, but failing such amendment the application
shall be refused; provided, however, that the applicant
may, if he feel aggrieved by the decision of the Inspector
upon such matter, appeal to the Council at their next
meeting against such decision.

22. The sums to be paid to the County Fund for licenses
of“vehicles under the provisions of this by-law shall be as
follows :—

(a.) For every wagon or express if drawn by £ s. d.
5 horses ... . 400
If drawn by less than 5 horses 2.0 0

(b.) For every dray drawn by 2 or more
horses . .. 100

For every dray drawn by 1 horse
only . 010 0

(¢.) For every coach or bus running regu-
larly from any one point to any other
within the county, and drawn by 2 or
more horses .. 3 00

(d.) For every spring-cart or other spring-

vehicle drawn by 1 horse only . 010 0
(e.) Tor every buggy, wagonette, sulky ... 010 0
(f.) For every timber-wagon .. 5 00
(g-) For every traction-engine .. 10 0 0
(#.) For every motor-car or bus 210 0

23. The fee for any license granted as aforesaid between
the 1st day of April and the 30th day of June in any year
shall be three-quarters of the annual license fee. The fee
for every license granted between the 1st day of July and
the 30th day of September in any year shall be one-half the
annual license fee, and the fee for every license granted
between the 1st day of October and the 31st day of
December in any year shall be one-quarter the annual
license fee.

LIcENSES.

24. Every license issued under these by-laws shall be
duly entered by the Clerk in the registry-book to be pro-
vided for that purpose and kept at the office of the Council.

25. The owner of every vehicle licensed under this by-
law shall cause to be painted or marked, and to be kept
painted or marked, in some conspicuous place on such
vehicle, in legible letters and figures of-at least 1in. in
length and of proportionate breadth, the words, ‘' Wha-
ngarei County,”” the name of such owner, the number of
vehicle corresponding with the number of the license
granted therefor, and, if such vehicle be licensed to ply
for hive for the carriage of passengers, the number of
persons which according to the license may be carried by
such vehicle, at length in the following form : ¢ Ticensed
to carry Passengers ”’; or if such vehicle be licensed
to ply for hire for the carviage of goods, the words
“Licensed to carry Goods’ ; or if such vehicle be licensed
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to ply for hire for the carriage of passengers and goods,
the words ¢ Licensed to carry Passengers and Goods.™

INSPECTION.

26. The Council may, as often as it may deem necessary,
cause an inspection to be made of all or any vehicles
licensed under this by-law; and if any such vehicle shall
at any time be in a condition unfit for public use the
Council may give notice to that effect to the owner, and
if after such notice such owner shall ply, or permit or
suffer any person to ply, for hire with such vehicle while
in such condition the Council may suspend for any stated
time or may revoke the license granted in respect of such
vehicle. Any notice may be served upon such owner per-
sonally or by leaving the same at his last known place of
abode, or by posting the same addressed to him at his place
of abode as stated in the application for such license. If
the owner of any vehicle in respect of which a license shall
have been granted hereunder shall fail to cause to be
painted or marked on such vehicle in some conspicuous
place the words and figures which he is hereinbefore
required to cause to be painted or marked and kept painted
or marked thereon, or if any such person shall commit any
breach of this by-law, the Countil may suspend for any
stated time or revoke the license granted in respect of such
vehicle, and no license while suspended under this section
shall be deemed to be of any force or virtue. -Any license
revoked under this section shall immediately cease and
determine, and the vehicle in respect of which such license
shall have been issued shall therenpon cease to be licensed
hereunder.

27. Any person who—

(1.) Shall ply for hire for the carriage of passengers
or goods with any vehicle for which no license
hereunder is in force, or, if a license issued by
the Council is in force therefor, without having
painted or marked thereon in manner herein-
before provided the words and figures herein-
before required to be so painted or marked ;

(2.) Being the owner of any vehicle for which no
license hereunder is in force shall permit or
suffer the same to be used to ply for hire for the
carriage of passengers or of goods;

(3.) Being the owner of any vehicle for which a license
hereunder is in force fails to cause to be painted
or marked, and to be kept painted or marked,
thereon in manner hereinbefore provided the
words and figures hereinbefore required to be
painted or marked, and kept painted or marked ;

(4.) Being the owner, driver, or person in charge of
any vehicle licensed hereunder shall carry
therein or thereon any greater number of pas-
sengers or larger quantity or weight of goods
than that which according to the license may be
carried by such vehicles ;

(5.) Being the owner or driver of any licensed vehicle
shall ply for hire for the carriage of passengers
or goods while such vehicle is in a condition
rendering it unfit for public use;

(6.) Being the owner of any vehicle licensed hereunder
permits or suffers it to ply for hire for the
carriage of passengers or of goods while in a
condition unfit for public use; or

(7.) Having purchased a vehicle licensed hereunder
causes or suffers the same to ply for hire for the
carriage of passengers or of goods without hav-
ing first procured an indorsement of the license
as herein provided, or without having removed
the name of the former owner from such vehicle
and having painted his own name thereon—

shall for each such act, defanlt, or omission be guilty of
a breach of these by-laws, and shall be liable to the penalty
hereinafter provided for.

Purcuasgp VEHICLES.

28. Any person who shall purchase any vehicle in respect
of which'a license under this by-law shall be then in force
may apply to the Council for a transfer of such license to
himself, and the Council may thereupon cause a memo-
randum to be indorsed on such’ license stating that such
purchase has been made and that the Council allow a
transfer of the license to the purchaser. . .

29. So much of these by-laws as relates to the licensing
of vehicles shall be construed subject to the provisions of
clause (b) of section 347 of the Municipal Corporations
Act, 1908, or any amendment or modification thereof,
which may for the time being be (but only so long as the
said clause, amendment, or modification shall remain) in
force.

NuisaNCES ON Roaps.

30. No person shall throw or place, or cause to be thrown

or placed, upon any road any noxious weeds, hedge-trim-
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mings, ti-tree, gorse, briar, scrub, timber, branches of
trees, or other refuse or matter of any description.

PEDLARS AND HAWKERS.

3l. No person shall within the county hawk or peddle
with goods or articles whatsoever nnless such person shall
be the holder of a license from the Council.

32. Every person desirous of obtaining a hawker’s or
pedlar’s license shall make application in writing to the
Clerk, and shall with such application furnish a certificate
from two respectable persons that he is of good character.
The renewal of any license shall not require a fresh
application.

33. Upon receiving the particulars mentioned in the
preceding section a license will be issued, and the person
applying for the same shall pay the fee therefor according
to the following scale :—

For a period of one month and under 05 0

34. Every licensed hawker or pedlar shall at all times
when hawking or peddling carry Eis license with him, and
shall show the same to any police constable or officer of the
Council who shall demand to see the same.

35. The provisions of this part of the by-laws shall not
apply to hawking any articles for use as food, or milk, or
printed books, magazines, pamphlets, and newspapers.

PeNarTy.

36. Any person committing a breach of any of these
provisions of these by-laws for which no penaltK is herein-
before provided shall be liable on conviction thereof to a
fine not exceeding £5.

37. In every case in which a breach of any of these by-
laws shall be a continuing one, and the by-law is one
authorized to be made under the Counties Act, 1908, then
there 'shall be a fine imposed not exceeding £5 for every
day or part of a day during which such breach shall con-
tinue.

BOARD.

SPECIAL ORDER.

AT a special meeting of the Auckland and Subwrban
Drainage Board, held on Friday, the 6th day of
January, 1911, a resolution was passed confirming the
special order made at a special meeting of the Board held
on 30th November, 1910, as follows :—

That the Auckland and Suburban Drainage Board, in
pursuance of the powers conferred on it by the
Auckland and Suburban Drainage Act, 1908, doth
hereby by special order make the following by-laws
to be known as ‘“The Auckland and Suburban
Drainage Board’s By-laws No. 2.”

AUCKLAND AND SUBURBAN DRAINAGE BOARD.

By-laws governing the Connection of Sewers and Drains
with the Main Sewers or Drains belonging to the Board.
In these by-laws, if not inconsistent with the context,—
“The Drainage Board’’ means the Board as conmsti- -
tuted by the Auckland and Suburban Drainage Act,
1908 :
¢ Contributing bodies”’ means every local authority
of every city, borough, or road district the whole
or any part whereof is for the time being com-
prised in or forming part of the drainage district :
“The Engineer’’ means the officer for the time being
acting as the Drainage Engineer duly appointed by
the Board : .
““The Secretary > means the Secretary for the time
being of the Drainage Board, and includes any per-
son for the time being appointed by the Drainage
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Board to perform the duties of the Secretary, whe-
ther designated as Acting-Secretary or not :

‘ Main sewer’’ means the main sewer now being or
about to be constructed by the Board, and extending
from the storage-tanks at Orakei to Qakley Creek,
and any other main sewer connected therewith be-
longing to the Drainage Board :

“Tiocal sewer” or sewers means any sewer or sewers
constructed by or vested in one or more of the
contributing bodies, but not being a main sewer
constructed by or vested in the Drainage Board.

_ 1. Every contributing body desiring to connect any of
its sewers or drains with the main sewer shall send notice
in writing of such intention to the Drainage Board, and
shall attach to such notice complete plans and specifica-
tions of any sewer or sewers to be connected.

2. Such notice, plans, and specifications shall give full
particulars of every local sewer or drain which by such
proposed connection would convey sewage to the main
sewer, and shall show the area and ultimate population
such Jocal sewers are intended to serve. k

3. All plans shall include a general plan showing the
line and direction of the local sewers to a scale of 200 ft.
to an inch, a longitudinal section to a horizontal scale of
200 ft. to an inch, and a vertical scale of 20 ft. to an inch,
on which shall be shown the surface of the ground, the
invert levels of all local sewers at every change of grade,
and the gradients of such sewers. All levels are to be
indicated with reference to the Board’s datum, accurate
information as to which can be obtained from the Engi-
neer. Detail plans and sections of the manholes, lamp-
holes, cesspits, and overflow-chambers, to a scale of not
less than 4 ft. to an inch.

4. The specifications shall state clearly the materials to
be used, and the method in which the work of construct-
ing such sewers is proposed to be carried out.

5. No water - closet shall be connected to any sewer
draining into any of the Board’s sewers, unless such
closet is provided with a proper supply of water and
adequate flushing-cistern of not less than 3 gallons capa-
city ; but no water-closet shall be connected to any local
sewer discharging into a main sewer until such time as
the Drainage Board shall have notified the contributing
body having control of such sewer that the Board is pre-
pared to allow the contents of water-closets to be dis-
charged from such local sewer into the Board’s sewers.
This shall not apply to the sewers already connected with
the Hobson Bay main sewer.

6. All openings in local sewers used for the admission of
storm, surface, or subsoil water from streets, open places,
private premises, &c., shall be provided with a proper
césspit and grating so designed as to effectually prevent
the passage to the sewer of any rubbish, sand, grit, de-
tritus, or other organic matter that would be likely to
cause settlement and deposit in or injury to the Board’s
sewers, tanks, appliances, &ec.; and all such inlets or
openings must be constructed and maintained by the con-
tributing body to the approval of the Board’s Engineer.
Such cesspits must be kept properly clean, and, failing
this being done, it shall be lawful for the Engineer, after
twenty-four hours’ written notice to the contributing body,
to have the same properly cleaned, and to recover the cost
of so doing from the contributing body.

7. No local sewers shall be connected to the main sewer
until the Engineer has certified that such local sewer is in
good order and condition, and is fit to be so connected ;
and in the case of a connection having been made prior to
the completion of the local sewer, twenty-eight clear days’
notice shall be given by the contributing body to the
Drainage Board before house connections are made, or any
sewage, storm, surface, or subsoil water is allowed to run
therein.

8. The actual connection between any local sewer and
the main sewer shall be controlled by a proper overflow-
chamber so constructed as to insure that the quantity of
sewage or liquid passing into the main sewer shall not
exceed six times the maximum dry-weather flow as esti-
mated by the Engineer, and that the overflow-water shall
be discharged into a proper stormwater sewer or water-
course so as not to cause a nuisance.

9. In all areas where, owing to the level of any portion
of the drainage district, it is necessary for the sewage
from such portion to be pumped into the main sewer, such
area shall be sewered strictly on the separate system, and
no connection from rainwater-pipes, surface-water gullies,
or subsoil-water drains shall be permitted.

10. Polluted water from a stable, dairy, or paved yard,
or from the floor of a building used for manufacturing or
business purposes, shall not be conveyed or discharged into
a local sewer or drain connected directly or indirectly with
a main sewer unless such local sewer or drain shall have
in connection with such premises a silt-trap of dimensions
and material to be determined by the Engineer.

11. No person shall deposit, or cause, permit, or suffer
to be deposited, in any water-closet, pan, trap, or yard
gully connected with a drain, or into any drain, any ashes,
house refuse, or other solid matter not being ordinary
household sewage.

12. No person shall discharge, or cause, permit, or suffer
to be discharged, or to flow into any sewer or into any
drain connected directly or indirectly with a main sewer
any chemicals (whether gaseous, liquid, or solid) or any-
thlu(llg) of an explosive nature (whether gaseous, liquid, or
solid). -

13. No person shall discharge, or cause, permit, or suffer
to be discharged or to flow into any sewer or into any
drain connected directly or indirectly with a main sewer
any waste liguids or refuse products of any manufactur-
ing process, without the express sanction of the Board
having been first obtained in writing, and then only for
and duving such period or periods and subject to the ob-
servance of such conditions (including a power of cancel-
lation of such sanction) as the Board may think fit to
impose; and in particular such waste liquids or products
shall, if required by the Board, be first passed through the
strainers sufficient to prevent the passage of any solid
matter into the sewer.

14. No person shall discharge, or cause, permit, or suffer
to be discharged or to flow directly into a sewer or into
a drain connected directly or indirectly with a main sewer
any hot liquids or steam, but shall retain the same in
a cooling apparatus until the temperature is reduced to
below 100° Fahr.

15. No person shall discharge or empty into, or cause,
permit, or suffer to be discharged or emptied into, any
sewer or into any drain connected with a main sewer
(whether directly or in such a manmer as to reach such
sewer or drain) from any hospital institution or other
private or f[;ulolic building any solid or liguid matter from
patients suffering from any infectious or contagious disease,
without first thoroughly disinfecting such discharge.

16. No person shall sweep, rake, or place any dust,
earth, or rubbish into or in any sewer or any drain con-
nected directly or indirectly with a main sewer, or any
sanitary convenience or sanitary appliance directly or in-
directly connected with a main sewer.

17. No person shall sweep or rake or place into or in an

‘inlet chamber or appliance (including a grid) giving access

to a main sewer, or permit or suffer anything to enter a
main sewer by means of any such opening or appliance,
save such matter as may be carried in with the water
entering by a local sewer in the course of the legitimate
use of such sewer.

18. No person shall destroy or injure any drain, or
covered or open watercourse, or any building, erection,
structure, method of ventilation, machinery, dam, tank,
reservoir, or other work or thing being part of or con-
nected with any drainage-works vested in or under the
control of the Board, or in any way stop or obstruct or
otherwise interfere with any drain or watercourse or other

‘drainage-work.

19. No contributing body shall fail or neglect to give the
statutory notice of its intention to connect a local sewer to
a main sewer as provided by section 58 of the Auckland
and Suburban Drainage Act, 1908, nor shall by itself, its
officers, or its workmen make on a main sewer any con-
nection which has not been approved by the Drainage
Board.

20. Every local authority having control of local sewers
or drains which are directly or indirectly connected to a
main sewer shall maintain such local sewer or drains, to-
gether with all chambers, traps, appliances, or other thing
pertaining thereto, in good order and repair to the satis-
faction of the Engineer.
