3. His Majesty or the Governor, and all officers in the
Government service acting in the execution of their duty,
shall at all times have free ingress, passage, and egress into,
through, and out of the said boat-shod and slip without pay-
ment.

4. The lice:lsees shall maintain the above-mentioned boat-
shed and slip in good order and repair.

¯ 5. Any person authorized by the Minister may at all reason-
able times enter upon the said boat-shod and slip and view
the state of repairs thereon ; and upon such Minister leaving
at or posting to the last known address of the licensees a
notice in writing of any defect or want of repair in such boat-
shed and slip, requiring them, within a reasonable time, to
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be therein prescribed, to repair the’ same, they shall with
all convenient speed cause such defect to be removed or
such repairs to be made.

6. Nothing herein contained shall authorize the licensees
to do or cause to be done anything repugnant to or incon-
sistent with any law relating to the Customs, or any regula-
tion of the Minister of Customs, or with any provisions of
the Harbours Act, 1908, or its amendments, or any regula-
tion made thereunder, and that are now or may hereafter
be in force.

7. The rights, powers, and privileges conferred by or under
this Order in Council shall continue in force for the term of

Any such
notice shall be sufficient if given by the Minister and delivered
at or vested to the last known address of the licensees.

9. The licensees shall be liable for any injury which the
said boat-shed or slip may cause any vessel or boat to sustain
through any default or neglect on the part of the club.

10. In case the club-
(1.) Commits or suffers a breach of the conditions herein-

before set forth, or any of them ;
(2.) Ceases to use or occupy the said boat-shed and sllp ; 
(3.) ]s wound up or dissolved,-

then and in any such case this Order in Council, and every
license, right, power, or privilege thereby conferred, may be
revoked and determined by the Governor in Council without
any notice to the licensees or other proceeding whatsoever;

Owing to reports having been received of a shoal patch off

the roadstead, the Harbourmaster and Pilot of the port went
out in an oil-launch to endeavour to find the shoal.

The launch’s anchor was towed at slow speed, and in the
position given by the following mentioned bearings the anchor
struck heavily.

The position was fixed by bearings, but as no sextant angles
were taken the position must only be considered as approxi-
mate. Unfortunately a rapidly increasing sea made further
observations impossible, and the exact depth and extent of
the patch has not yet been ascertained. A return to the spot
will be made at the first favourable opportunity, when care-
ful observations will be made of the extent of and depth of
water over the rock.
