HEREAS by section two of the Regulation of Trade and Com-
merce Act, 1914, it is enacted that at any time when His
Majesty is at war with any foreign Prince or State the Governor may,
by Order in Council gazetted, fix and determine the maximum price in
New Zealand of any class of goods: And whereas it is expedient to
exercise in respect of milk, to the extent lereinafter appearing, the
powers so conferred upon the Governor in Council :

Now, therefore, His Excellency the Governor of the Dominion of
New Zealand, in pursuance of the authority so conferred upon him by
the said Act, and acting by and with the advice and consent of the
Executive Council of that Dominion, doth hereby fix and determine the
maximui price of milk in accordance with the provisions of the Schedule
hereto; and doth hereby, with the like advice and consent, declare that
this Order in Council shall come into operation on the fifteenth day of
May, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen.

SCHEDULE.

1. Tur maximunt wholesale price of milk sold for retail distribution
within the district to which this Order in Council relates shall be 11d.
per gallon when sold and delivered on the usual trade terms as established
at the date of this Order in Council; and the maximum retail price of
wilk sold for cousumption within the said district, when sold and
delivered on the usual trade terms as established on the said date, shall
be 5d. per quart.

2. In the case of milk sold for retail distribution or retailed for
consumption within the said district otherwise than on the usual trade
terms as aforesaid, the maxinmum wholesale and retail prices respectively
shall be prices equivalent as regards the seller to the maximum prices
above mentioned.

3. The district to which this Ovder in Council relates shall consist
of the Borough of Wanganui and the Town Districts of Gonville and
Castlecliff.

HEREAS by section two of the Regulation of Trade and Com-
merce Act, 1914, it is cnacted that at any time when His
Majesty is at war with any foreign State the Governor may, by Order
in Council gazetted, fix and determine the maximum price in New Zea-
land of any class of goods: And whereas, in pursuance of the authority
so conferred on him, the Governor did, by Order in Council dated the
fifth day of February, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen, fix and
determine the maximum prices of bran and pollard in New Zealand:
And whereas it is now expedient to amend the said Order in Council in
the manner hereinafter set forth :

Now, therefore, His Excellency the Governor of the Dominion of
New Zealand, in pursuance and exercise of the authority conferred on
him as aforesaid, and acting by and with the advice and consent of the
Executive Council of that Dominion, doth hereby revoke the Fourth
Schedule to the hereinbefore-recited Order in Council of the fifth day of
February, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen, and doth hereby
fix and determine the maximum prices in New Zealand of bran and
pollard respectively in accordance with the provisions of the Schedule
hereto; and, in further pursuance and exercise of the said authority,
doth hereby declare that all references in the aforesauid Order in Council
to the Port of Christchurch shall be deemed to be references to the Port
of Lyttelton; and doth further declare that this Order in Council shall

come into operation on the fifteenth day of May, one thousand nine’

hundred and seventeen.

SCHEDULE.

1. WuEN the nearest port is Lyttelton, Timaru, or Oamaru, the maximum
price of bran and pollard as sold by the manufacturer for delivery free
on board at the nearest port on the usual trade terms as established at
the date of this Order in Council shall be £3 10s. per ton in the case
of bran, and £6 15s. per ton in the case of pollard; and in the case
of sale by the manufacturer otherwise than in manner -aforesaid, the
maximum price shall be a price equivalent as regards the seller to the
maximum prices above mentioned.

2. In this Schedule the term ‘‘ nearest port ’’ means the port of entry
under the Customs Act, 1913, which is nearest to, or includes, the place
of manufacture of the bran or pollard sold.

3. When the nearest port is a port other than Lyttelton, Timaru, or
Oamaru, the maximum price of bran or pollard as sold by the manu-
facturer for delivery free on board at the nearest port on the usual
trade terms as established at the date of this Order in Council shall be
£3 10s. per ton in the case of bran, and £6 15s. per ton in the case
of pollard, with such addition only as is equal to the cost of the carriage
by sea of a ton of bran or pollard, as the case may be, from Lyttelton
to the said nearest port; and in the case of sale by the manufacturer
otherwise than in manner aforesaid, the maximum price shall be a price
equivalent as regards the seller to the maximum price last above
mentioned. '

Prohibiting the Exportation of Sapphires and Rubies.

HEREAS by section forty.seven of the Customs Act,

1913, as extended by section twenty-four of the

Regulation of Trade and Commerce Act, 1914, it is enacted

that the Governor may from time to time by Order in Council

prohibit the exportation of any goods the prohibition of the

cxportation of which is in his opinion necessary in the public
interest :

And whereas in the opinion of the Governor it is necessary
. in the public interest that the exportation of sapphires and
; rubies should be prohibited to the extent and in the manner
| hereinafter appearing :}

Now, therefore, His Excellencyfthe Governor offthe Do-
minion of New Zealand, in pursuance and exercise of the
powers and authorities conferred upen him by section forty-
seven of the Customs Act, 1913, and section twenty-four of
the Regulation of Trade and Commerce Act, 1914, and of all
other powers and authorities enabling him in that behalf,
and acting by and with the advice and consent of the Execu-
tive Council of that Dominion, doth hereby prohibit the
exportation of natural and synthetic sapphires and rubies
from the said Dominjon to all destinations other than the
United Kingdom, save with the consent of the Minister of
Customs.
