5. Nothing herein contained shall authorize the Council
to do or cause to be done anything repugnant to or incon-
gistent with any law relating to the Customs, or with any
regulation of the Minister of Customs, or with any provisions
of the Harbours Act, 1908, or its amendments or any regu-
lations made thereunder, and that are or may hereafter be
in foree.

6. The Council shall prohibit the lighting of fires on the
foreshore at:Plimmerton between the points where the rail-
way crosses the Porirua Harbour and the northern boundary
of the Plimmerton Railway-station Reserve.

7. The Council may enclose any part or parts of the fore-
shore described in the First Schedule hereto for the purpose
of holding athletic sports or games, and may by by-law fix
& charge for admission to such enclosed part or parts, pro-
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vided that the total number of days on which such enclosures
are made shall not exceed six in any one year.

8. The Council may, subject to the provisions of sec-
tion 150 of the Harbours Act, 1908, erect or license or permit
the erection of bathing-sheds or boat-sheds on the foreshore
described in the First Schedule hereto, and may make by-
laws regulating the use thereof, and may fix charges for
such use, provided that the funds so received shall be ex-
pended in improving the foreshore for the benefit of the
public.

9. Nothing herein contained shall authorize the Council
to remove or cause to be removed any stone, sand, shingle,
or shells without the consent of the Minister being first
obtained.

10. By-laws made by the Council under the said Aect in
respect of the foreshore shall not have effect unless and
until approved in writing by the Minister.

11. The rights, powers, and privileges conferred by or under
this Order in Council shall continue to be in force for twenty-
one years from the date hereof, unless in the meantime such
rights, powers, and privileges shall be altered, modified, or
revoked by competent authority.

12. The said rights, powers, and privileges may be at any
time resumed by the Governor, without payment of any
compensation whatever, on giving to the Council six calendar

Trade and Commerce Act, 1914, it is provided that,
at any time while His Majesty is at war with any foreign
Prince or State, the Governor may from time to time by
Order in Council, if satisfied that such a course is necessary
in the public interest, modify or suspend wholly or partially,
and subject to such conditions as he thinks fit, all or any of
the provisions of any industrial award or industrial agree-
ment under the Industrial Conciliation and Arbitration Act,
1908, and its amendments :

And whereas the Governor is satisfied that it is necessary in
the public interest to modify the provisions of all such awards
and agreements relating to the employment of apprentices,
in so far as they may be inconsistent with the provisions
hereinafter in this Order in Council set forth :

Now, therefore, His Excellency the Governor of the Do-
minion of New Zealand, in pursuance and exercise of the
powers and authorities conferred upon him as aforesaid by
section twenty-five of the Regulation of Trade and Com-
merce Act, 1914, and of all other powers and authorities
enabling him in that behalf, and acting by and with the
advice and consent of the Executive Council of that Do-
minion, doth hereby modiiy, in the manner set forth in the
Schedule hereto, the provisions of all industrial awards and
industrial agreements in so far as they relate to the employ-
ment of apprentices and are inconsistent with the provisions
hereinafter set forth.

Red Cross Society and the Order of St. John under the War
Contributions Validation Act, 1914 (No. 2).

Validation Act, 1914 (No. 2), (hereinafter referred
to as “ the said Act ), it is enacted as follows :—

Contributions, whether in money or kind, may be made
by any local authority or body of persons, whether corporate
or unincorporate, other than private trustees under a settle-
ment or will,—

(a.) For the relief of distress occasioned by the war in
which His Majesty is at present engaged, whether
such distress exists in New Zealand or elsewhere
in the British Dominions, or in any country allied
to His Majesty ;

(b.) For any patriotic objects approved for the purposes
of this Act by the Governor :

Provided that every such contribution is paid either—

(i.) Into a public fund established by the Government, or
by any local authority, for the purposes of such
relief of distress, or patriotic objects ; or

(ii.) Into a fund established by persons other than the
Government or a local authority, where such fund
and the conditions of control and expenditure
thereof are .approved for the purpose of this Act
by the Governor :

And whereas the New Zealand Branch of the British Red
Cross Society and the Order of St. John in New Zealand
have formed themselves into an association known as the
New Zealand Branch of the British Red Cross Society and
the Order of St. John, for the following purposes, namely,—

(a.) To supply hospitals, hospital ships, ambulances,
clothing comforts, &ec., for the sick and wounded
in time of war, and to generally supplement the
hospitals, medical stores, and equipment for the
medical serviees of the army and navy ;

(b.) To contribute aid to the sick and wounded irrespective
of nationality, even though British forces are not
engaged ;

(c.) To enrol men and women who are qualified by having
obtained certificates in first aid and home nursing
into voluntary aid detachment for home service ;

(d.) To render assistance in the case of any great publio
disaster, calamity, or need, subject to the approval
of the Council, or (in case of emergency) of the
president, or (in the case of local emergency) of the
Chairman of the centre or subcentre :

And whereas the association has established a fund for the
promotion of the objeots hereinbefore expressed, and has sub-
mitted the said fund, and the conditions of control and the
expenditure thereof, for approval, as required in the herein-
before-quoted provisions of the said Act:
