Into a fund established by persons other than the
Government or a local authority, where such fund
and the conditions of control and expenditure thereof
are approved for the purpose of this Aet by the
Governor :

And whereas certain persons in the Provincial District of
Otago have formed themselves into an association known as
the Otago Patriotic and General Welfare Association, for the
following purposes, namely,—

To deal with all matters connected with the war, particu-
larly as affecting the needs of the Province of Otago and the
men enlisting in the Otago portion of the New Zealand
Expeditionary Force, and in particular—

(a.) To organize the collection of subscriptions, either in
money or in kind, for any purpose in connection
with the war;

(b.) To administer relief to or secure employment for any
person who as the result of the war is ascertained
to be in the circumstances of necessity ;

(c.) To arrange for organization of demonstrations, services,
and meetings in connection with any matters per-
taining to the wat ;

(d.) To arrange for the supply and delivery of comforts,
equipment, or other articles to members of the
Expeditionary Force, or to any individual member ;

(e.) To assist in the care of sick and wounded members of
any Expeditionary Force, or of any one engaged in
military or naval work during the war ;

(f.) To assist returned or injured members of any military
or naval force ;

(9.) To assist dependants of any soldier or sailor who may
be serving in any military or naval force, or who
may die or be killed as the result of such service ;

(h.) To assist in hospital or hospital-ship equipment, to
provide medical or surgical relief, and generally to
aid the wounded men ;

(2.) To assist recruiting ;

(j.) To arrange for the farewell, reception, or other func-
tion to the members of the Expeditionary Force ;

(k.) To arrange and expend money for the assistance of
any of the Allies or Great Britain ;

() To aid in the relief of any distress that may arise as
a consequence of the war, whether in Great Britain
or in any of her dependencies, and generally deal
with any matter arising out of or incidental to the
war :

And whereas the association has established a fund for the
promotion of the objects hereinbefore expressed, and has
submitted the said fund, and the conditions of control and
the expenditure thereof, for approval, as required in the
hereinbefore-quoted provisions of the said Act :

amended.—Transfer and Removal Allowances.

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124. Travelling-allowance for a limited period may be allowed by the
Quartermaster-General to a soldier transferred from one station to another.
The maximum period for which such allowance may be paid shall be—

On arrival at destination : Married, seven days ; single, two days.

In providing for cost of removal only necessary household furniture and

effects shall be taken into consideration.

In the case of mounted officers, warrant

officers, and non-commissioned officers, their horses may be transferred at the
public expense if the Officer Commanding the District considers it necessary
in the interests of the Forces.

126. Before removal is undertaken the soldier shall, where practicable,
obtain offers from at least two carriers, and submit them through the usual
channel to the Quartermaster-General, who may authorize the acceptance of the
more suitable ; provided that the maximum amount above stated is not exceeded.

127. The General Officer Commanding may, in lieu of the actual cost of the
removal, authorize payment to the soldier of a lump sum not exceeding the
maximum prescribed for removal expenses.

127a. All permanent transfers shall be subject to the following conditions :—

(a.) A soldier shallnot be entitled to any compensation from the Govern-
ment for losses or damage arising from removal.

(b.) In all cases where military transport is available, it must be used.

(c.) During the present war no permanent transfer shall he ordered,
unless approved by the Quartermaster-General.

Soldiers temporarily transferred for an indefinite period from one station
to another shall be entitled to travelling-allowance for the first seven days and
lodging-allowance thereafter. Under these conditions officers responsible shall
take into consideration the question of which is the more economical method of
transfer—i.e., permanent or temporary.

Waaxarane County CoUNCIL.
Adjustment Representation in the Council and re New Ridings.

Ix exercise of the powers conferred on it by section 23 of
the Counties Act, 1908, the County Council resolves, by way
of special order, as follows : —

1. The present division of the County of Whakatane into
five ridings is revoked, and in lieu thereof the said county
shall be divided into eight ridings, to be called respectively
Matata Riding, Tarawera Riding, Rangitaiki Riding, Omata-
roa Riding, Taneatua Riding, Opouriao Riding, Nukuhou
Riding, and Waimana Riding, which said ridings are respec-
tively described in the Schedule hereto.

A PROCLAMATION.

WHEREAS it is provided by the Act of Congress of March 4,
1909, entitled “ An Act to amend and consolidate the Acts
respecting Copyright,” that the provisions of said Act, *so
far as they secure copyright controlling the parts of instru-
ments serving to reproduce mechanically the musical work,
shall include only compositions published and copyrighted
after this Act goes into effect, and shall not include the works
of a foreign author or composer unless the foreign State or
nation of which such author or composer is a citizen or
subject grants, either by treaty, convention, agreement, or
law, to citizens of the United States similar rights ™ :

And whereas it is further provided that the copyright
secured by the Act shall extend to the work of afi author or
proprietor who is a citizen or subject of a foreign State or
nation, only upon certain conditions set forth in section 8
of said Act, to wit,—

(a.) When an alien author or proprietor shall be domiciled
within the United States at the time of the first
publication of his work ; or

(b.) When the foreign State or nation of which such author
or proprietor is a citizen or subject grants, either by
treaty, convention, agreement, or law, to citizens
of the United States the benefit of copyright on
substantially the same basis as to its own citizens,
or copyright protection substantially equal to the
protection secured to such foreign author under this
Act or by treaty ; or when such foreign State or
nation is a party to an international agreement
which provides for reciprocity in the granting of
copyright, by the terms of which agreement the
United States may, at its pleasure, become a party
thereto :

And whereas it is also provided by said section that * The
existence of the reciprocal conditions aforesaid shall be deter-
mined by the President of the United States, by Proclamation
made from time to time as the purposes of this Act may
require’’ :

And whereas there has been received from the Government
of Great Britain satisfactory official assurance that the Go-
vernment of New Zealand has issued an Order in Council,
effective December 1, 1916, providing that the existing copy-
right law of that country, including the provisions as to
existing works, shall, subject to the provisions of the said
law and of the said Order, apply—

(a.) To literary, dramatic, musical, and artistic works the
authors whereof were at the time of the making
of the works citizens of the United States ot America,
in like manner as if the authors had been British
subjects :

(b.) In respect of residence in the United States of Ameria—
in like manner as if such residence had been resi-
dence in New Zealand :

Provided that—

(i.) The term of copyright within New Zealand shall not
exceed that conferred by the law of the United
States of America :

(ii.) The enjoyment of the rights conferred by this Order
shall be subject to the accomplishment of the con-
ditions and formalities prescribed by the law of
the United States of America =

(ifi.) In the application to existing works of the provisions
of section 32 of the Copyright Act, 1913, the com-

mencement of this Order shall be substituted for-

the 1st July, 1913, in paragraph (b) of subsection (i) :

Now, therefore, I, Wooprow WiLsoN, President of the
United States of América, do declare and proclaim that one
of the alternative conditions specified in sections 1 (e) and
8 (b) of the Act of March 4, 1909, now exists and is fulfilled,
and since December 1, 1916, has been fulfilled, in respect to
the citizens of New Zealand, and that such citizens are en-.
titled to all the benefits of section 1 (¢) of the said Act, in-
cluding “ copyright controlling the parts of instruments
serving to reproduce mechanically the musical work > in the
case of all musical compositions by composers of New Zealand

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which have been published since December 1, 1916, and have
been duly registered for copyright in the United States.

OR Deaf Children of sound intellect. The pupily are

taught to understand and use ordinary speech. The

full charge for board and education is £40 a year, but less

is accepted from parents who cannot afford to pay this
smount. In case of necessity admission is free.

By the Education Act it is compulsory for deaf children
to come under instruction at the age of six, and to con-
tinue until the age of twenty-one unless the Education
Department previously grants exemption. Though a child
is, a8 a rule, best fitted to begin the school course at the
a%e of six, advice should be obtained as soon as any sign
of deafness is observed.

The following classes of deaf children are admitted to
the School for the Deaf (sound intellect being always a
necessity) :—

1. Children born deaf, or who have lost their hearing
before learning to speak.

2. Children who can hear a little, but are too deaf to
be taught in a public school.

3. Children who have lost their hearing after having
learned to speak.

The Aot imposes upon every parent, teacher of a school
{either public or private), constable, or officer of a chari-
table or kindred institution who is aware of the place of
regidence (either temporary or permanent) of a deaf child,
and the householder in whose house any such child resides,
an obligation to send notification of the fact to the
Minister of Eduocation, giving the name, age, and addvess
of the child; and any neglect or failure to comply-with
this provision involves lability to a fine.
