NoBeL PrAcE Prize,

AL proposals of candidates for the Nobel Peace Prize,
which is to be distributed December 10th, 1919, must, in
order to be taken into consideration, be laid before the
Nobel Committee of the Norwegian Parliament by a duly
qualified person before the Ist of February, 1919.

Any one of the following persons is held to be duly quali-
fled: (a) Members and late members of the Nobel Com-
mittee of the Norwegian Parliament, as well as the advisers
appointed at the Norwegian Nobel Institute; () members
of Parliament and members of Government of the different
States, as well as members of the Interparliamentary Union;
(¢) members of the International Arbitration Court at the
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Hague; (d) members of the Commission of the Permanent
International Peace Bureau; () members and associates of
the Institute of International Law ; (/) university professors
of political science and of law, of history, and of philosophy ;
and (g) persons who have received the Nobel Peace Prize.

The Nobel Peace Prize may also be accorded to institutions
or associations.

SuMMARY FOR THE MonTH OF OCTOBER, 1918.

October proved an extremely wet month over the North Island and in the north-west portion of the South. Mlse-
where the total rainfall was below the average. High winds and stormy weather were frequently experienced, and, on
account of the low temperatures, especially during the nights, the growth in vegetation was deficient in most parts of the
Dominion.

Atmospheric disturbances were uumerous during the latter halft of the month. The most intense were two westerly
areas of low pressare, one ruling between the 13th and 20th, and the other between the 25th and 30th. On the 23rd and
24th a cyclone passed in the North, and on the latter date & cold south-east gale was responsible for some serious losses of
shorn sheep in the East Coast districts of the North Island.

Although changeabls, some fine days and mild conditions were experienced during the first fortnight,

J1OR Deaf Children of sound intellect. The pupils are

taught to understand and use ordinary speech. The

full charge for board and education is £40 a year, but less

is accepted from parents who cannot afford to pay this
amount. In case of necessity admission is free.

By the Education Act it is compulsory for deaf children
to come under instruction at the age of six, and to con-
tinue until the age of twenty-one unless the Education
Department previously grants exemption. Though a child
is, as a rule, best ﬁttef to begin the school course at the
age. of six, advice should be obtained as soon as any sign
of deafness is observed.

The following classes of deaf children are admitted to
the School for the Deaf (sound intellect being always a
necessity) :— ' :
" 1. Children born deaf, or who have lost their hearing

before learning to speak.

2. Children who can hear a little, but are too deaf to |

be taught in a public school.

3. Children who have lost their hearing after having |

learned to speak.

The Act imposes upon every parent, teacher of a school |

(either public or private), constable, or officer of a chari-
table or kindred institution who is aware of the place of
residence (either temporary or permanent) of a deaf child,
and the householder in whose house any such child re-
sides, an obligation to send notification of the fact to the
Minister of Education, giving the name, age, and address
of the child; and any neglect or failure to comply with
this provision involves liability to a fine. -
