A PROCLAMATION.

WHEREAS on the eighteenth day of June, one thousand nine hundred and
nineteen, the General Assembly of New Zealand was prorogued to the

twenty-fourth day of the month of July, one thousand nine tmndred and nineteen,
at which time you were held constrained to appear: Now KnOW ~ that for divers
causes and considerations I have thought fit to relieve you and each of you of your
attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking and by these presents enjoining
you and each of you that on Thursday, the fourteenth day of August next, you
meet in Parliament, at the City of Wellington, there to take into consideration the
state and welfare of the said Dominion of New Zealand, and therein to do as may
seem necessary.
