Rainfall was below the average except at isolated places, particularly in the north-cast portion of the South Islandand the extreme north of the North Island .
Unsettled weather was generally confined to two periods-viz ., between the 9th and 14th and the 22nd and 28th .In the former period an extensive though rather shallow cyclonic depression ruled, bringing welcome rain in most partson the 10th and 11th . Some snow was reported on the 11th on the high country in the South, and also on the 13thon the higher levels in the North Island as far north as the Gisborne district .The heavy rains that occurred in parts towards the end of the month were accounted for by a succession of disturb-ances on the edge of an anticyclone which at that time overspread the Dominion .Except during the periods mentioned fair weather predominated, with several sharp frosts in various parts .

	

Themonth was a good one for agricultural work, and, although growth was not abundant, it was sufficient for grazing purposes .

and the meeting, moved, and Mr . John Bingham Richards,
of Stratford, seconded, and it was resolved, that such regula-
tions should be adopted, and that the Chairman and Secretary
be authorized to sign the same in authentication thereof.
The following are the regulations referred to :-

STRATFORD RACING CLUB .
REGULATIONS.

(Under the Gaming Act, 1908 .)
IN pursuance and exercise of the powers in that behalf con-
tained in section 33 of the Gaming Act, 1908, and of all other
powers and authorities it enabling in that behalf, the Strat-
ford Racing Club. a racing club within the meaning of the said
Act thereinafter referred to as "the said club "), cloth hereby
revoke the regulations dated the 30th day of September,
1911, and in lieu thereof cloth hereby make the following
regulations controlling the admission of persons to that part
of the S'ratforcl Racing Club's property situated in the
district of St atford, Taranaki, and known is the Stratford
Racecourse, while the said racecourse is used or occupied by
the said club for race meetings .

1 . These regulations shall come into force on the date of
the same being published in the -New Zealand Gazette .
2. In these regulations the words " bookmaker," " racing

club," and " race meeting " shall have the meanings ascribed
to those terms respectively by section 2 of the Gaming Act,
1908.

3. The following persons shall be and are hereby excluded
from the racecourse above described while the same is used
or occupied by the said club for a race meeting, namely,-

(a .) Bookmakers .
(b.) Bookmakers' clerks, bookmakers' assistants, and book-

makers' agents .
(c .) All persons under disqualification inflicted by any

racing or trotting club in the Dominion of New
Zealand, the Commonwealth of Australia, or else
where, if affiliated to the New Zealand Racing Con-
ference, or the New Zealand Trotting Conference,
or the New Zealand Trotting Association .

(d .) Common prostitutes, and persons who habitually con-
sort with thieves or persons who have no lawful
visible means of support.

Professional tipsters, persons convicted of house-
breaking or pocket - picking, forgery, uttering or
possessing counterfeit coin, theft, false pretences,
receiving stolen goods, mischief, assault, or any
offence or crime of any kind under the Crimes Act,
1908, and also idle and disorderly persons, rogues
and vagabonds, and incorrigible rogues convicted
under the Police Offences Act, 1908, and persons
convicted of an offence under the Gaming Act, 1908 .

Provided always that the Stipendiary Stewards' Committee
appointed by the NewZealand Racing Conference, upon being
satisfied . by evidence as to character and otherwise that
any person who, by reason of any conviction, comes within
the scope of this regulation should have relief from the
effect thereof, may grant exemption to any such person,
and may at any time revoke any such exemption without
notice to such person, and without assigning any reason for
such revocation .

(e .)
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The foregoing regulations of the Stratford Racing Club
were made and passed by such club on the Ilth day of
October, 1922, and signed by the Chairman and Secretary.

By the Education Act it is compulsory for deaf children

to come under instruction at the age of six, and to con
tinue until the age of twenty-one unless the Education
Department previously rants examtior . Though a child
is, as a rule, best fitted to begIn the school course at the
age of six, advice should be obtained as soon as any sign
of deafness is observed .
The following classes of deaf children are admitted to

the School for the Deaf (sound intellect being always a
necessity.) :-

1. Children born deaf, or who have lost their hearing
before learning to speak.

2. Children who can hear a little, but are too deaf to
be taught in a public school . -

S. Children who have lost their hearing after having
learned to speak.

The Act imposes upon every parent, teacher of a school
(either public or private), constable, or officer of a chari-
table or kindred institution who is aware of the place of
residence (either temporary or permanent) of a deaf child,
and the householder in whose house any such child re-
sides, an obligation to send notification of the fact to the
Minister of Education, giving the name, age, and address
of the child ; and any neglect or failure to comply with
this provision involves liability to a fine .

This volume deals exclusively with the consideration of the
later results of gunshot wound of nerve trunks and their
treatment. It is practically a record of personal experience,
as the work was done remote from other orthopaedic hospitals .
The grouping is in terms of convenience of treatment rather
than of anatomy, and deals with the physical as distinguished
from the surgical side of orthopxdics. Emphasis is laid on
the importance of promoting the voluntary action of partly
paralysed muscles by the provision of artificial muscles, and
thus rendering the results obtained by massage, electricity,
baths, douches, &c., accessory rather than indispensable.

	

It is
claimed this method is simpler, less expensive,and morehumane,
as it removes the patient from the category of invalids to that
of fairly useful workers.

	

Great ingenuity has been exercised
in devising the different mechanical supports of special splints
and rubber muscles for the paralysed muscle, the use of
rubber as an active elastic force being particularly utilized,
and indeed is the basic idea underlying the whole system of
treatment here advocated.

	

The book is copiously illustrated
by good figures, which add considerably to its value ; the
apparatus itself is characterized by its simplicity, and has
stood the test of actual use in a large number of cases.
