A PROCLAMATION .WHEREAS the Waitomo County Council, in pursuance

of subsection three of section fourteen of the Counties
Act,

	

1920 (hereinafter referred to as " the said Act "),
presented a petition in accordance with the said subsection
three, praying that the boundaries of the Waitomo and
Clifton Counties be altered by including in the said Waitomo
County the area of the Clifton County described in that
petition
And whereas a Commission was appointed to inquire and

report thereon in accordance with subsection four of section
fourteen of the said Act, and has duly reported that the
boundaries of the said counties should be altered in the
manner prayed for in the said petition
And whereas it is expedient that the boundaries of the

said counties should be altered in such a manner as is deemed
to be in accordance with the said report, and that the area
to be added to the Waitomo County should be included in
the Awakino Riding of that county

Now, therefore, in pursuance and exercise of the power and
authority conferred on me by the said Act, I, George Vere
Arundell, Viscount Galway, the Governor-General of the
Dominion of New Zealand, do hereby proclaim and declare
that the area described in the First Schedule hereto, being
now part of the Clifton County, shall be added to and form
part of the Waitomo County ; that the boundaries of the
Waitomo and Clifton Counties as so altered shall be those
set forth under the respective headings in the Second Schedule
hereto ; that the area added as aforesaid to the Waitomo
County shall be included in the Awakino Riding of that
county ; and that the boundaries of that riding shall be
those set forth in the Third Schedule hereto
And I do also proclaim and declare that this Proclamation

shall take effect on and from the first day of June, one
thousand nine hundred and thirty-nine.

FIRST SCHEDULE .

I have the honour to inform you, at the instance of my Prime Minister, that His Majesty's

Government in New Zealand desire to issue directions in connection with a Civil Air Ensign proposed
to be flown on civil aircraft registered in New Zealand, and would be grateful if the undermentioned
proposals concerning the Ensign could be submitted to the King for the signification of His Majesty's
pleasure :--

1 . The following Ensign is hereby authorized and shall be recognized as the proper .-national
colours to be flown by British civil aircraft registered in the Dominion of New
Zealand-that is to say, upon a field of light blue, a dark-blue latin cross edged with
white, in the first canton the Union Flag, and in the fourth canton the Southern
Cross of four five-pointed stars coloured red .

2 . The said Ensign shall be called the New Zealand Civil Air Ensign .
3 . Directions may be given by the Governor-General of New Zealand or other competent

authority as to the persons by whom and places at which the said Ensign may be
flown .

DETAILED DESCRIPTION OF THE NEW ZEALAND CIVIL AIR ENSIGN.
The Ensign shall comprise upon a field of light blue, a dark-blue latin cross, in breadth eight-

sixtieths of the hoist of the ensign, bordered by a white band two-sixtieths of the hoist of the Ensign ;
in the first canton the Union Flag ; and in the fourth canton the Southern Cross of four five-pointed
stars coloured red.

The centres'of the stars forming the long limb of the cross shall be on a vertical line through the
centre of the fourth canton and equidistant from its upper and lower edges, and the distance apart
of the centres of the stars shall be sixteen-sixtieths of the hoist of the Ensign .

The centres of the stars forming the short limb of the cross shall be on a line intersecting the
vertical limb at an angle of 82° therewith and rising from near the lower inner corner of the canton
towards the upper and outer corner, its point of intersection with the vertical line being distant from
the centre of the uppermost star of the cross, five and ogle-half sixtieths of the hoist of the Ensign .
The distance of the centre of the star nearest the outer edge of the canton from the point of inter-
section shall be equal to five-sixtieths of the hoist of the Ensign, and the distance of the centre of the
star nearest the inner edge of the canton from the point of intersection shall be equal to five and
one-half sixtieths of the hoist of the Ensign.

The star nearest the outer edge of the canton shall measure three and one-half sixtieths, the stars
at the top and bottom of the cross and that nearest the inner edge of the canton shall each measure
four-sixtieths of the hoist of the Ensign across their respective points.

A drawing of the said ensign, in accordance with the above description, is deposited in the office
of the Air Department at Wellington and marked Air 280/1/3, and a copy of such drawing is
published herewith .

General.-The drought which had prevailed during the first three months of the year persisted with still greater intensity
during the first part of April.

	

Very fine and sunny weather with little wind prevailed until the 17th .

	

On the, 18th, however,
good rains fell in the south and, extending gradually northwards, had covered the country by the 20th .

	

The greater part
of the North Island had heavy falls and the drought was definitely broken .

	

In the South Island, though the situation was
relieved, the rain was not sufficient in Nelson, Marlborough, and Canterbury to soak the ground thoroughly, and the position
still gives cause for grave anxiety.

	

In the south conditions are better, while on the west coast the rains have been sufficient to
renew water-supplies .

	

In the North Island there has been good growth of grass, and winter feed for sheep is assured.

	

Cattle
feed is short and the milk yield is likely to be low in consequence.

	

In the South Island from Nelson to North Otago there
has been little growth of grass and the prospects for the winter are very poor.

	

Fodder crops such as turnips, swedes, &o .,
have been, in most cases, very meagre.

	

Stock are, generally, reported to be in good condition, and the dry weather has led to
the disappearance of many sheep parasites.

Rainfall.-The total rainfall was above average over much of the North Island but below it in central areas and most
of the high country. A few places in North Auckland and Hawke's Bay had more than double the average. In the South
Island from Canterbury and Westland northwards, there was a deficit of upwards of 50 per cent ., and numbers of places had
less than 20 per cent . of the normal April precipitation . In Otago, and especially Southland, the shortage was much less
marked, a few places in the latter district even having more than the average. The totals for the first four months of the
year are, in most places, the lowest hitherto recorded .

Temperatures were everywhere above normal .

	

The departures generally ranged between half a degree and a degree but
were greater in some inland places of the South Island .

	

There were some moderate frosts in the South Island but no severely
cold weather occurred and minimum temperatures were generally high .

	

Between the 20th and the 23rd some snow fell on the
mountain tops .

Sunshine.-The total bright sunshine did not differ greatly from the average over the North Island . In the South
Island, except in the extreme south, it was a very sunny month.

	

The amount recorded in places between Nelson and
Timaru has been exceeded in April on very few occasions.

	

Nelson had 2160, Blenheim 1934, and Christchurch 1866 hours.
Storm Systems.-Until the 13th, inclusive, there was extremely little storm activity . Anticyclonic weather prevailed

almost continuously, with high pressure, little wind, much sunshine, and extremely little rain .

	

Onthe 14th and 15th a very
slight disturbance produced a rather surprising amount of rain in the South Taranaki Bight area and the northern part of the
west coast of the South Island . From this time onward the anticyclone began gradually to move off the Dominion and a
depression approach from the Tasman Sea.

	

This depression consisted of a trough of low pressure lying in aN.N.W . to S.S.E .
direction.

	

It passed very slowly across the country affecting first the extreme south and gradually passing off to the north-
east .

	

Rain began in the south on the 17th, reached Wellington on the night of the 18th and North Auckland on the 20th to
21st . General rains occurred but were only light to moderate in amount from North Otago to Nelson and Marlborough.
