URSUANT to powers conferred on the Primary Industries
Controller by the Primary Industries Ifmergency Regulations
1939,* and duly delegated to me by the said Controller, pursuant
to clause 5 of the said regulations, I, Ross Papprill Fraser, the:
Acting-Director of the Internal Marketing Division of the Marketing,
Department, do hereby order and direct as follows :— .

1. This Order may be cited as the Potatoes (Transportation)
Order 1944, No. 1, and shall come into force on the 2Ist day of'
March, 1944.

2. While this Order remains in force no person shall, except
with the permission of an officer of the Internal Marketing Division:
of the Marketing Department, consign any potatoes for carriage by:*
rail, or cause any potatoes to be so consigned to any station south
of Linton from any station north of Linton on any of the following
railway-lines :—

(b) The Wellington-New Plymouth railway-line :

{(¢) The Wellington-Stratford-Okahukura railway-line :

(d) The Wellington — Palmerston North - Woodville railway-

line.

3. While this Order remains in force no person shall, except
with the permission of an officer of the Internal Marketing Division
of the Marketing Department, consign any potatoes for carriage hy
sea from any port in the South Island, other than a port in the
Nelson Provincial District, to any port in the North Island.

4. Unless sooner revoked or extended this Order shall continue
in force until the 15th day of April, 1944, and no longer.
