PuBLIC notice is hereby given, pursuant to the provisions of
the Town and Country Planning Act 1953 and its amend-
ments and of the regulations made thereunder, that the Town
and Country Planning Appeal Board, by order dated the 24th
day of July 1962, gave consent to a specified departure from
the operative district scheme of the Borough of Mount Albert
to the extent indicated hereunder namely:

By permitting Evelyn Baring Sangster to alter and extend
the “existing buildings used as a bakehouse erected on the
property of the applicant situated at numbers 333 and 335
Sandringham Road, on all that parcel of land containing 32
perches, more or less, being Lot 8 on Deposited Plan 3338,
part Allotment 157 of Section 10 of the Suburbs of Auckland,
and the whole of the land comprised and described in C.T.
150/215, Auckland Registry (which said land is included in
a Commercial A Zone of the said Council’s district scheme
in which zone the aforesaid existing use is “non-conforming”),
for the purpose of enabling the applicant to install new and
modern plant in the said bakehouse, the said alteration and
extension to be in accordance with the plans submitted by the
applicant to the said Council and to be subject to the follow-
ing conditions, namely:

1.That no part of the building shall exceed a height of
25 ft from mean ground level.

2. That no part of any extension to the building shall ex-
ceed a height of 20 ft above ground level on any part of the
rear or side boundary.

3. That no part of any extension to the existing building
shall exceed a distance greater than 55 ft from the rear
boundary.

4. That no windows or openings shall be permitted in the
wall on the rear boundary or in the wall on the side boundary
on the southern side of the said building.

5. That the user shall not—

(a) Cause to be emitted smoke, fumes, or noise likely to

affect the amenities of any adjoining residential area.

(b) Tend to generate any amount of traffic likely to be

prejudicial to the amenities of the neighbourhood.

() By reason of materials, construction, or design, tend to

detract from the amenities of the neighbourhood.
