WHEREAS the Trade Practices and Prices Commission has,
pursuant to section 18 of the Trade Practices Act 1958, con-
ducted an inquiry into the agreements and arrangements of
the Auckland Electrical Wholesalers’ Association, New Zea-
land Electrical Wholesalers’ Federation (hereinafter called
“the Federation”), and district affiliated Associations (here-
inafter called “the Associations™).

And whereas, prior to the said inquiry, the Examiner of
Trade Practices and Prices presented to the Commission a
report and replies thereto were filed by the Federation and
the Associations.

And whereas, in the report of the Examiner, the following
trade practices were alleged namely:

1. An agreement or arrangement to exclude a company
namely, Appliance Dealers Association Ltd., from membership
of the Auckland Electrical Wholesalers’ Association coming
substantially within section 19 (2) (n) of the Act.

2. An agreement or arrangement by members of the Federa-
tion. and the Associations not to buy from any manufacturer
goods of an identical type or brand to those being supplied
to cooperative wholesaling firms not members of the Associa-
tions coming substantially within section 19 (2) (g) of the
Act.

3. An agreement or arrangement to restrict the purchase of
goods by members of the Federation or the Associations to
manufacturers who dealt only with members of the Federa-
tion or the Associations coming substantially within section
19 (2) (a) of the Act.

And whereas, in the replies of the Federation and the
Associations, the existence of each and every one of such
practices was denied.

And whereas the Commission heard evidence adduced by
the Examiner and the Federation and the Associations and
the New Zealand Electrical Cooperative Society Ltd. and
heard Mr Savage of Counsel for the Examiner and Mr Smith
of Counsel for the Federation and the Associations and Mr
McNeil of Counsel for the New Zealand Electrical Coopera-
tive Society Ltd.

And whereas Mr Smith subsequently informed the Com-
mission that the Federation and the Associations undertook
todpass the resolution referred to in paragraph 3 (b) of this
order.

Now, therefore, the Trade Practices and Prices Commission
hereby orders and directs:

1. That no order be made with respect to the trade prac-
tices alleged to exist under section 19 (2) (n).

2. That no order be made with respect to the trade practices
alleged to exist under section 19 (2) (g).

3. That with. respect to- the trade practices alleged to exist
under section 19 (2) (a) the Federation and the Associations
and each of them are hereby ordered:

(a) Not to enter into any agreement or arrangement to
restrict the class of manufacturers from whom mem-
bers of the Federation or of the Associations purchase
goods and in particular not to enter into any agree-
ment or arrangement—

(i) To refuse to purchase goods or limit the pur-
chase of goods from manufacturers who supply goods
to persons other than members of the Federation or
the Associations; and

(ii) To fix the terms upon which goods shall be
sold by manufacturers to persons other than mem-
bers of the Federation and the Associations.

(b) To pass the following: resolution not later than the 15th
day of February 1963:

“Pursuant. to the Order of the Trade Practices and
Prices Commission, dated the 7th day of December
1962, it is hereby resolved that there are hereby
rescinded each and every resolution and recom-
mendation which is or may be construed as being an
agreement. or arrangement within the meaning of the

ELecTiON OF COUNCIL

9. The election of Councillors shall be by postal ballot
conducted in the following manner:

(a) The Secretary shall on or before the 30th day of
September advertise once in each of three daily
newspapers circulating in the district all vacancies to
be filled at the Annual General Meeting and calling
for nominations to fill all such vacancies.

(by Nominations for office shall be in writing signed by the
proposer and seconder and containing. the nominee’s
written acceptance, and all shall be members of the
Society on the 10th day of October prior to the elec-
tion. Nominations must be in the hands of the
Secretary not later than 5 p.m. on a day to be fixed
by him, being a day between the 11th day of October
and the 31st day of October.

(c) Not less than 14 clear days before the date of the
Annual General Meeting the Secretary shall forward
to. each member a ballot paper containing the name,
occupation, and address of every nominee for office.
The names of retiring Councillors offering themselves
for re-election shall be indicated by an asterisk. The
ballot papers shall contain clear instructions on how
to vote and state that the voting papers are return-
able to the Secretary, and must be received by him
on or before a day to be fixed by him and notified
on the ballot paper, such day to be within three
months of the end of the society’s financial year.

The instruction on how to vote shall contain the
following instruction:

“Each member shall leave uncancelled the name
of any candidate for whom he desires to vote and
shall strike out the name of any candidate for
whom he does not desire to vote. Each member
shall - vote for-the full number of candidates re-
quired to fill all positions and any voting paper
failing to comply shall be classified invalid.”

(d) Any ballot paper received by the Secretary after the
specified date shall be enfaced with the particulars of
the date and time of receipt by the Secretary and
shall be disregarded in counting the ballot and may
be destroyed at the expiration of one month after the
date of the Annual General Meeting.

(e) When in an election there are more than eight seats to
be filled as a result of an appointment or appoint-
ments to a casual vacancy or vacancies in terms of
Rule 8 (4) (b) or 8 (4) (c) then the eight candidates
polling the highest number of votes shall hold office
for three years; the candidate polling the ninth highest
number of votes shall take the seat having
the longest unexpired term and hold office
for the balance of such term; the candi-
date polling the tenth highest number of votes
shall take the seat having the second longest un-
expired term and hold office for the balance of such
term and so on.

(f) On receipt. of the completed ballot papers (other than
those received after the specified date) the Secretary
shall hand.them unopened to two scrutineers appointed
by the Council and receive a receipt from them for the
total number of ballot papers. The scrutineers shall
then in the presence of each other count the ballot
and deliver to the Secretary prior to the opening of
the Annual General Meeting a certificate signed by
each of them declaring the result of the ballot papers
under sealed cover. The certificate of such scrutineers
shall be conclusive. In the event of a tie for the last
vacant~seat on Council the matter shall be decided
by lot. The ballot papers may be destroyed on the
expiry of one month-from the date of the Annual
General Meeting. .

(g) The Chairman of the meeting shall, immediately follow-
ing the adoption of the Annual Report and Balance
Sheet, read out the names of the members successful
in the ballot and the number of votes received by
each candidate and declare them elected to the
Council for the prescribed period of office.

(h) Unless at a meeting of the Council, held prior to the
Secretary calling for nominations in accordance with
Rule 9 (a) hereof, it should be resolved that this
rule shall not apply to that election then each candi-
date shall be entitled to supply to the Secretary a
personal statement having reference to his candi-
dature, such personal statement shall be, as nearly as
may be, biographical in form and shall consist of not
more .than 20 words in addition to the candidate’s
name, occupation, and address. The Secretary may
then take such steps as he deems necessary to
promulgate :such statements to members.

(i) Subject only to the provision of Rule 9 (h) hereof, no
canvassing or.touting shall be. allowed. Any breach
