DECISION

MR Long complained about the Eye Witness news broadcast on 11
March which he described as biased, superficial, and inaccurate
reporting and presentation. The coverage associated by proximity
and inter-relation of subject matter and treatment, was superficial,
emotive, unfair, and un~_;ofessional. The programme appeared
designed to report, support, condone, and encourage the view of
one group in a troubled area of current events: a role which was
mischevious and unprofessional.

In particular, he referred to the news report that 5 Rugby Football
Union executive members had, despite a ministerial request,
decided to proceed with plans to go on a fact finding trip to South
Africa. The president of the Rugby Union who was not going on
the trip and who "was not a particuarly forthcoming or capable
interviewee, and to whom were posed questions asking for personal
judgments on the topic of sport with South Africa" was inter-
viewed. After comments on a possible boycott of the Common-
wealth Games, the Lord Privy Seal, Mr Humphrey Atkins was
interviewed. He was a competent interviewee and he pointed out
several times that the questions asked were pointless and hypo-
thetical and that answers could not sensibly be given, said Mr Long.

There was then a film of a disturbance outside the Wellington
hotel at a cocktail party of Mr Lindhorst where Mr Long said, peo-
ple were clearly shouting at and for the cameraman who no doubt
had been informed of the planned demonstration by the demon-
strators.

After the film he said there was an unfair and gratuitous state-
ment "the long batons in evidence during the Springbok Tour were
not in use". He said the presenter might just have fairly said, "the
tacks and fish hooks in evidence during the Springbok Tour were
not in use", except, of course, that such a comment would not have
been anti-police. At the end of the first part of the programme, they
were told that in the next part, there would be news of the "English
cricket rebels in South Africa".

The Corporation considered the complaint in the light of section
24 (1)(d) which referred to accurate and impartial gathering 
presentation of news and to the television rules which referred to
broadcasts dealing justly and fairly with any person taking part or
referred to in any programme and the need to show balance and
partiality and fairness.

The Corporation did not uphold the complaint.
Mr Long complained that the Corporation should have given rea-

sons for its decision with no careful rebuttal of any point.
The Tribunal does not consider that the Corporation is obliged

to give detailed decisions in dealing with all complaints.
However, the Tribunal has had an opportunity of viewing the

whole of the programme and has decided it cannot uphold the com-
plaint, except to the extent that the complaint covers the same
ground as the complaint by Mr Jensen which was upheld by the
Corporation in respect to accuracy. The Corporation in that com-
plaint agreed that there was an error in the television reporting in
stating the function had been arranged by the diplomatic com-
munity for Mr Lindhorst.

This was not specifically a matter complained of by Mr Long but
his complaint is upheld to that extent.

With regard to the reference to the lon~g batons, the Tribunal does
not consider that the statement was an indication of inaccuracy or
bias but a reporters assessment of the level of the disturbance taking
place and of the police action required.

The news items may have provided programme material dis-
tasteful to Mr Long but there was justification for reportin__8 all of
them.

We cannot uphold the complaint based on a spokesman for a
body being a not very capable interviewee. We pass no comment
on the abilities of the President of the Rugby Union in this respect,
but it is evident that if he was President of the Union, he was
acceptable to the Union. If the Corporation was taking these
matters further by way of current affairs treatment, it would be
encumbent on it to ensure that those who put forward views
opposed to those of the demonstrators were people who could com-
petently express the views and the different opinions that can be
expressed by people broadly in the same camp.
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But a news situation is different. A spokesman for an orgamsation
is sought and obtained. Efforts were made to seek the comments
of the Chairman of the Union who was overseas and the President
was interviewed locally. There was no reason to do more.

The complaint is upheld only on the point of accuracy accepted
by the Corporation in Mr Jensen’s complaint. It is not upheld in
all other respect~

The applicant fairly soon after broadcasting from Alexandra real-
ised that the initial calculation of the coverage of the transmission
from Alexandra had been conservative and that better signal
strengths were experienced in Cromwell than had been expected.

It would not have been possible to have established that station
at Cromwell immediately since it was not until earlier in 1982 that
the Post Office could have made available link circuits to take the
programme to a transmitter in Cromwell.

The Tribunal is satisfied on the evidence that tlie application
.should be granted. It is satisfied that the signal strength in the area

salasfactory and that there would be no significant advantage in
me estabishment of a low-powered relay station in the area other
than perhaps for a comparatively small number of people, and for
civil defence emerlg~cy reason~ We do not think those factors
should weigh sufficiently to prevent the granting of this application.

We place considerable reliance on the fact that there have been
no objectors to the proposal which was advertised and was made
known by the ..company in the area. In particular, the Cromwell
Borom1 ngh Council has informed the Tribunai by letter that in a news-
etter accoml~nl~ing ra~ ins .ta.lments on 22 December 1981 there

an item relalang to the quality of Radio .Otago’s reception. Resi-
aents WhO were enco.,_untermg poor receptaon were requested to
advise the Town Clerk s office by the end of January 1982. No
comments were, in fact, made to the council by that date or sub-
sequ~, tly. The council concluded that the existing reception was
seemingly acceptable by the community.

The Tribunal is satisfied also that the warrant holder is not mak-
ing an attempt to avoid a responsibility undertaken at the time of
the warrant application and this shonldbe made abundantl~ clear.
However, the Tribunal members are concerned that a condition in

the warrant given by way of undertaking or otherwise should be
complied with by the warrant holder or the appropriate exemption
or application made to the Tribunal. In this particular instance we
have concluded that the failure to formally apply for an exemption
or variation of the timetable for establishment of a relay station in
Cromwell was an oversight.

We are in fact concerned, however, that there were other con-
ditions which could easily be overlooked by a warrant holder unless
a warrant holder takes steps annually to review its warrant to ensure
that it is currently in compliance with the terms of the warrant.

For instance, there has not yet taken place a meeting with organ-
isations in the area to discuss communication needs this consid-
erable time since establishment of the station at Alexandra.

/

The rule condition provides that, from time to time, surveys will
be conducted and that obviously contemplates that everything can-
not be done at once. But the provisions for convening meetings
with community organisations did not contemplate calling a meet-
ing two-fifl/ts of the way through the terms of the warrant. It should
have taken place at an earlier time. We mention this one specifically
because it may well be that in relation to other conditions that we
have canvassed today it was not contemplated at the time of the
application that these proposed conditions would be fulfilled imme-
diately upon the establishment of the Alexandra station.

We cannot emphasise too much, however, that it is really impor-
tam that conditions in warrants be reviewed and if necessary appli-
cations made promptly for either amendment to the warrant or, as
could have been done in this case, the exemption contemplated by
the conditions applied for by letter.

As we say, in relation to the relay station, we did not consider
this is more than an oversight but it is appropriate that we should
mention our concern that warrant conditions are taken not only
seriously as we believe this company does intend to take them but
also to be kept under review.

We make this comment conscious of the steps outlined by Mr
Farry that the company has taken, particularly in relation to the
estabishment of the Wanaka relay station, to provide the best pos-
sible service to the listeners in the coverage area as contemplated
at the time of the application.

The warrant will therefore be amended to provide that the third
relay station at Cromwell need not be established by the Company.
