ORDER

Revoking the lst section of Regulation XIII of the
Rules and Regulations of the Otago Gold Fields,
and substituting another in liew thereof.

HEREAS John Hyde Harris, then Superinten-
dent of the Province of Otago, under and by
virtue of the powers delegated to him in that behalf,
did on the twenty-first day of October, one thousand
eight hundred and sixty-four, make and ordain certain
Rules and Regulations relating to mining on the Otago
Gold Fields, and the making of which Rules and Regu-
lations was duly notified in the Government Gazette of
the said Province, and published on the said twenty-first
day of October : And whereag it is expedient that the
first section of Regulation XIII of the said Rules and
Regulations, relating to extended claims, should be
revoked and cancelled, and that another section should
be made in lieu of the said section ;——Now therefore I,
Thomas Dick, Superintendent of the Province of Otago,
by virtue and in exercise of the powers delegated to
me in this behalf, do hereby revoke and cancel the said
first section of the said Rule XIII, and do order that
the same shall stand revoked and cancelled from the
day of the date hereof : And I do further order that the
following Regulation shall be substituted in the place
of the said first section of the said Rule XIIT so
revoked (that is to say):—

XIIL—ExteNpED CLAIMS.
1.— Extended Boundaries.

Upon receiving sufficient proof that any ground has
been fairly worked, and is either wholly, or for the
greater part abandoned, or that it cannot be profitably
worked in claims of the ordinary area, as prescribed
by the Regulations, owing to the excessive influx of
water, or any other cause, the Warden of the District
may define boundaries within which holders of Miners’
Rights may occupy claims of double or treble the

. said “Ordinary Area,” as to the said Warden may

seem advisable.

PROCLAMATION
Of the Municipality of West Hawhksbury.

By His Honor TuoMas Dick, Esquire, Superintendent
of the Province of Otago.
WHEREAS by an Ordinance of the Superintendent

and Provincial Council of the Province of
Otago, made and passed in the twenty-ninth year of
the reign of Her Majesty Queen Victoria, intituled,
“ An Ordinance to Amend the Otago Municipal Cor-
porations Ordinance, 1865,” it is, amongst other things,
enacted, that it shall be lawful for the Superintendent
of the Province of Otago, with the advice of his Execu-
tive Council, and he was thereby authorised and re-
quired; on the petition of not less than fifty persons,

comprising a majority of the householders resident in

any township within the Province, by Proclamation in
the Government Guzette of the said Province, to ex-
tend the provisions of the “ Otago Municipal Corpora-
tions Ordinance, 18G5,” to such township by such name
or incorporation as he should deem fit, with such modi-
fication as to the names and number of the members
of such proposed Corporation, and the Office-bearers
thereof, and any other municipal matters and regula-
tions as should seem to such Superintendent and his
Executive Council suitable for the area and population
of such Municipality ; and in accordance with such
petition or otherwise, should define the boundaries of
the Municipality so created, and declare the number of
‘Wards into which such Municipality might be divided,
and define the boundaries of such Wards respectively,
and declare which of the provisions of the said Ordi-



nance should be applicable to and within the limits of
such Municipality : And whereas a petition of sixty-one
persons, comprising a majority of the householders
resident in the township of West Hawksbury, in
the said Province of Otago, has been presented to me,
Thomas Dick, as Superintendent of the said Province,
praying that the provisions of the ‘ Otago Municipal
Corporations Ordinance, 1865,” may be extended to
the said township ;—Now therefore I, Thomas Dick,
Superintendent of the said Province, with the advice
of my Executive Council, and in exercise and pur-
suance of the powers and authorities vested in me in
this behalf, do hereby proclaim and declare, that from
and after the day of the date hereof, the provisions of
the said ¢ Otago Municipal Corporations Ordinance,
1865,” specitied in the first Schedule hereto, shall ex-
tend to the said Township of West Hawksbury, by
and under the name of the Corporation of the Town of
West Hawksbury, and shall be applicable to and within
the Municipality hereby created. And T do, with the
like advice of my said Executive Council, proclaim and
declare that such of the said provisions as are con-
tained in the sections of the said last-mentioned Ordi-
nance, specified in the first column of the second
Schedule hereto, shall extend to the said Township,
and be applicable to the Municipality hereby created,
with and subject to the respective modifications con-
tained herein, and in the second column of the said
second Schedule hereto. And I hereby, with the
advice of my said Executive Council, proclaim and
declare that the boundaries of the Municipality hereby
created shall be those specified in the third Schedule
hereto. And I do hereby with the advice of my said
Executive Council, declare that the said Municipality
hereby created shall be divided into two Wards, to be
known respectively as East Ward and West Ward,
and that the boundaries of the said Wards shall be
those respectively defined in the fourth Schedule
hereto.
