PROCLAMATION

By His Honor THOMAS DICK, Esquire, Superintendent
of the Province of Otago.

WHEREAS by an Ordinance of the Superintendent
and Provincial Council of the Province of’

Otago, made and passed in the twenty-ninth year of
the reign of Her Majesty Queen Victoria, intitu[ed
" An Ordinance to Amend the Ogago Municipal Cor-
porations Ordinance, 1S65," it is, among’st other things,
enacted, that it should he lawful tbr the Superintendent
o[ the Province oI eta=o, w~th the advice et his Execu-
tive Council, and hewas thereby author;sod and required,
on the petition of not less than fifty persons, et)repris-
ing a majority of the householders resident in any
Township witl~in the Province, by Proclamation in the
Government Gazette of the said Province, to extend
the provisions of the "Otag’o ~Iunicipal Corporations
Ordinance, 1865," to such Township, by such name or
incorporation as he should deem fit, with such modifica-
tion as to the names and number of the members of
such proposed Corporation, and the Otfiee-bearers
thereof~ and any other municipal matters and reg’ula-
tions as should seem to such Superintendent and his
Executive Council suitable for the are~ and popuiation
of such Municipality; and, in accordance with such
petition or otherwise, should de~ne the boundaries of
the Municipality so created, and declare tile number of
Wards into which such Municipality might be divided,
and define the boundaries of such Wards respectively,
and declare which of the provisions of the said Ordi-
nance should be applicable to and within the limits of
such Municipality : And whereas a Petition of fifty-
four persons, comprising" a majority of the house-
holders resident in the Township oI :Lawrence, in
the said Province of Otag’o, has been presented to me,
Thomas Dick~ as Superintendent of the said Provincep

~raying that the provisions of the " 0rage Municipal
orporations Ordinance, 1865," may be extended to

the said Township;~Now therefore I, Thomas Dick,
Superintendent of the said Province, with the advice
of my Executive Council, and in exercise and pur-
suance of the powers and authoritie~ vested in me in
this behalf; do hereby proclaim and declare, that fl’om
and ~ fter the day of the date hereof, the provisions of
the said " Otag’o Municipal Corporations Ordinance,
1865," specified in the first Schedule hereto, shall ex-
tend to the said Township of Lawrence, by and
under the name of the Corporation of the Town of
Lawrence, and shall be applicable to and within the
Nunicipality hereby created. And I do, with the
like advice of my said Executive Council, proclaim and
declare that such of the said provisions as are con-
tained in the sections of the said last-mentioned Ordi-
nance, specified in the first column of the second
Schedule hereto, shall extend to the said Township,
and be applicable to the Municipality hereby created,
with and sui!iect to the respective modifications con-
tained herein, and in the second column of the said
second Schedule hereto. And I hereby, with the
advice et’ my said Executive Council, proclaim and
declare, that the boundaries of the Municipality hereby
created shall be those specified in the d~ird Schedule
hereto. And I do hereby, with the advice of my said
Executive Council, declare that the said Municipality
hereby created shall be divided into t~ o Wards, to b’e
known respectively as East Ward and West Ward,
and that the boundaries of the said Wards shall
be those respectively defined in the fourth Schedule
hereto.

ROAD DISTRICT OF WAITAHUNA WEST
FORMED.

~THEREAS by an Ordinance of the Superintendent
YY and Provincial Council of the Province of

Otago, shortly intituled the "Otago Roads Ordinance,
1865," it is amongst other things enacted, in the
fifth section thereof, that tbr the purposes of the said
Ordinance so much of the said Province as is subject
to the provisions of the said Ordinance, might from
time to time be divided into Districts, and that until
otherwise provided, pursuant to the provisions of the
said Ordinance, there should be sixty-one Districts,
which should be named as specified in the Schedule to
the said Ordinance annexed, marked B: And it is
also, by the fifth section of the said Ordinarme~ pro-
vided, that it shall be lawful fbr the Superintendent,
with the advice and consent of the Otago General
Road Board from time ore time, by Proclamation in
the C, azette, to alter, v.ry, diminish, or enlarge the
boundaries of any or all of such Districts, and to in-
crease the number of Districts by ~[brming and naming-
new Districts, or by dividing any District into two or
more Districts.

And whereas it is expedient to form a now Road
District, to be named the Waitahuna West Road
District ;--Now therefore 5, Thomas Dick, Esquire,
Superintendent of the Province of’ Otago, with the
advice and consent of the Otago General Road Board,
do hereby proclaim and declare that the area boumted
as hereinafter described, shall, ii’om the day of the date
hereof~ be constituted a Road District, and shall be
named the Waitahuna West Road District; and that
henceforth the Waitahuna lVest Road District shall
comprise all that area bounded on the west by the
Clutha River, on the south by the Village Reserve, on
thesouth-east by the Waitahuna River. and on the
north-east by the boundary line of the Waitahuna
Hundred to said Clutha River,
