take care of their sheep until compelled,
the result obtained shows that the Scab
Ordinance of 1866, combined with the
cSoperation of the majority of the sheep
owners, have successthlly eradicated ~he
scab from the Province.

The increased expor~ of wool, alone
shows great gain to the Province.

I have further to add that I take the
precaution to dip (under my own inspection)
all imported sheep, whether accompanied
